AS MANY AS 59 persons in-
cluding three children tested 
positive for Covid-19 in Palak-
kad on Sunday. While most of  
the new patients are UAE re-
turnees, the source of  infection 
of  one person is unknown. 
Meanwhile, 16 persons were 
discharged from hospitals after 
recovering from the disease.

A 33-year-old Kottopadam na-
tive, three Nellaya natives aged 
22, 30, and 32, two Vallapuzha 
natives aged 32 and 50, an 
11-year-old Ayilur native, a 
26-year-old Sholayur native, a 
54-year-old Perumatty native, a 
35-year-old Govindapuram na-
tive, three Mannarkad natives 
aged 28, 31, and 48, a 23-year-old 
Allanallur native, a 26-year-old 
Kottapuram native, a 28-year-
old Aryamkode native, a 
55-year-old Mundakottukurissy 
native, a 34-year-old Mudapal-
loor native, a 62-year-old Nel-
laya native, a 33-year-old Ottap-
palam native, a 56-year-old 
Pudunagaram native, a 32-year-
old Karakurissy native, a 
23-year-old Allanallur native, 
and a 29-year-old Vadakkanch-
ery native are the 24 UAE re-
turnees who have been diag-
nosed with the disease. 

The six patients who had ar-

rived from Kuwait include a 
46-year-old Alathur native, two 
Mannur natives aged 31 and 34, 
a 27-year-old Kanhirapuzha na-
tive, a 46-year-old Mannarkad 
native, and a 53-year-old Van-
dazhi native. Similarly, four 
persons -- a 27-year-old Allanal-
lur native, two Nellaya natives 
aged 34 and 58, and a 27-year-old 
Alathur native -- tested positive 
for the virus after returning 
from Qatar. Five Saudi Arabia 
returnees have also been con-
firmed infected -- a 43-year-old 
Karimpuzha native, a 29-year-
old Katampazhipuram native, a 
37-year-old Kanhirapuzha na-
tive, a 42-year-old Thattaman-
galam native, and a 25-year-old 

Elavanchery native. A 37-year-
old man from Kollengode, who 
was also diagnosed on Sunday, 
had returned from the UK. Two 
of  the patients -- a 50-year-old 
Elavanchery native and a 
37-year-old Thirumittacode na-
tive -- had arrived from Oman. 
One person had come from 
Japan.

Meanwhile, eight among the 
latest to test positive had ar-
rived from Tamil Nadu. This 
includes a 23-year-old Perumat-
ty native, three members of  a 
family hailing from Pallasena, 
aged 2, 44, and 60, a 21-year-old 
Kumbidi native, a 57-year-old 
Sreekrishnapuram native, a 
36-year-old Pallasena native, 
and a 42-year-old woman based 
in Nenmeni. The Maharashtra 
returnees who were confirmed 
infected include a 51-year-old 
Mannanur native, a couple 
hailing from Agali, aged 27 and 
30, and an eight-year-old boy 
from Pudussery. Three of   the 
patients had arrived from Kar-
nataka. The source of  infection 
of  an infected pregnant wom-
an, aged 24, is unknown.

Currently, Palakkad holds 
328 active cases. In addition, 
four Palakkad natives are be-
ing treated for the disease in 
Malappuram, two in Idukki, 
three in Ernakulam, and one in 
Kannur.

4-yr-old child among 19 
new cases in Thrissur

KERALA BRAHMANA SABHA LAUNCHES

THE district recorded 19 fresh 
Covid-19 positive cases, includ-
ing one person who died on July 
5, taking the total active cases to 
209 on Sunday. Out of  the new 
cases, four contracted the infec-
tion through local transmission 
while 10 persons were identified 
as part of  sentinel surveillance 
tests. A four-year-old girl and 
her mother hailing from 
Poonkunnam who had returned 
from Tamil Nadu were among 
those tested positive.

According to health officials, 
two migrant labourers working 
with the KSE Limited, Irin-
jalakuda, who came from Bihar 
on June 26 were confirmed with 
Covid. Two headload workers at 
KSE Ltd contracted the infec-
tion by contact with the migrant 
labourers. The samples of  the 
four were collected as a part of  
sentinel surveillance.

Forty-two-year-old Karumath-
ra native who returned from 
Bengaluru by bus was also test-
ed positive, while two of  his pri-
mary contacts - 27-year-old 
Naykkulam native and 19-year-
old Methala native  who trav-
elled with him - were also con-
firmed with the infection.

Others include 25-year-old 
Puthenchira native who re-
turned from Sharjah, 43-year-old 
Puthenchira native who re-
turned from Dubai, 24-year-old 
Velukkara native who returned 
from Muscat, 15-year-old native 
of  Edamuttam who returned 

from Kuwait, 52-year-old Velur 
native who returned from Qatar, 
35-year-old Kunnamkulam na-
tive who returned from Dubai, 
41-year-old Madavana native 
who returned from Bengaluru, 
32-year-old Konnakkuzhi native 
who returned from Mumbai and 
24-year-old Kara native who re-
turned from Hyderabad.

Meanwhile, the government 
has confirmed Valsala’s death 
due to Covid on Sunday. The 
swab samples of  Valsala, who 
died on July 5, came out to be 
positive on July 10. After tracing 
her contacts, the medical board 
instructed 68 people, including 
Valsala’s family members, three 
officers of  Anthikkad police  
station and 10 staffers of  the gov-
ernment  medical college hospi-
tal, to remain in quarantine.                                       

A total of  14,238 people were 
placed under observation, of  
which 14,000 were in home  
quarantine while  238  in 
hospitals. 

The test results of  14,293 swab 
samples were received so far. A 
total of  6,265 samples were  
collected as part of  sentinel sur-
veillance on Sunday.

Five persons 
arrested in 
Avanoor Sijo 
murder case

THE Mulankunnathuka-
vu police in the district on 
Sunday arrested five peo-
ple in connection with the 
murder of  Avanoor Sijo, 
who was the main accused 
in a twin murder case. Sijo 
was found hacked to death 
on the roadside at Mani-
thara near Mulankun-
nathukavu on July 6.

The police suspect gang 
rivalry as the reason for 
the murder. The prime 
suspect in the case, Talak-
kulam Pratheesh, 27, was 
arrested by the police on 
July 8. As per the police, 
Pratheesh and other gang 
members came in two ve-
hicles carrying weapons 
and hacked Sijo. After the 
crime, the gang split up 
and absconded, with the 
vehicles recovered from 
different places.

On Sunday, Sivadasan 
alias Sivan, 35, a native of  
Erumapetty, Sachin alias 
Kodi Pamparam, 25, of  
Villadam, Vaisakh alias 
Cheetah, 33, of  Wadak-
kanchery, Legeesh alias 
Kattu, 28, of  Aryampad-
am, and Prasad alias 
Sethu, 28, of  Kuttur, were 
booked. 

Led by Guruvayur ACP 
T Biju Bhasker, the police 
team which arrested the 
accused included Mu-
lankunnathukavu SI P P 
Joy, Peramangalam SI 
Rajesh K Menon and Gu-
ruvayur SHO K C Sethu, 
among others.
