In an interview,
managing director of Intel India San-
thosh Viswanathan said these initia-
tives are also driving momentum for
domestic technology spending.
“Ifyoulook at market sentiment in
India, there’s a lot of momentum on
technology and tech spending. The
entire conversation around digital
foundation is strong, and in the long
run, it gives us good appetite to grow,
and grow faster in India. Further, initi-
ativesaround Make in India and build-
ing aresilient supply chain are other
factorswhere we’re starting toseealot
ofinnovations,” he added.
Intel’s operating revenue for the
quarter was down 8% from a year ago

sentiments worldwide, according to
its Q2 FY24 earnings results
announced on 26 October.
However, Viswanathan said the
advent of local brands, driven by opti-
mism in domestic manufacturing and
production-linked incentives (PLIs) of
the central government, will be a key
growth factor.

Advanced Micro Devices (AMD), Intel
continued tolead the data centre pro-
cessorssegment with amarket share of
70.8%, according to a 27 February
reportby Counterpoint. Thisis helping
Intel leverage brand partnerships by
offeringreference designsto thelocal
brands. “Intel’s role in local manufac-
turing in India has many angles: one,
thelocal electronics manufac-
turing push is a key deal,
sinceitwill helpusbuilda
supply chain here.
