Khurda Road at 22.30  hrs on
20th June, 2020 & will reach
Kankaria at 10.10 hrs on 22nd
June, 2020. The train will halt
at Anand, Ratlam, Maksi,
Bhopal, Bina Jn,
KatniMurwara, Bilaspur,
Jharsuguda Road and
Sambalpur City in both
directions. ShriBhakar stated
that since 23rd March to 16th
June, 2020, commodities
weighing more than 58,500
tonnes have been transported

by Western Rly through its
341 parcel special trains,
which mainly included
agricultural produce,
medicines, fish, milk etc.  The
earnings generated through
this transportation, has been
approx Rs 18.70 crore.

Russia has allowed clinical
trials of two forms of a
potential COVID-19 vaccine
developed by the Gamaleya
National Research Center for
Epidemiology and
Microbiology.

Another, in the form
of a powder for the
preparation of a solution for
intramuscular administration,
will be carried out at Sechenov

First Moscow State Medical
University. The research will be
attended by two groups of
volunteers of 38 people each,
the Russian Ministry of Health
said, adding that the first
volunteers will be vaccinated
on June 18-19. After
vaccination, all volunteers are
expected to remain in isolation
in a hospital for 28 days.
Doctors will monitor their

health status, the absence of
adverse reactions and take
blood tests -- including to
assess the immunogenicity of
the vaccine. According to
various parameters, they will
monitor the formation of the
immune response. Research
doctors will monitor the health
status of volunteers for six
months after discharge from
the hospital, the ministry said.

Hyderabad: Inter 1st and
2nd year results were
announced today at around 3
p.m. The announcement of the
commencement of classes and
admission schedule for the next
academic year is expected to
be made.

expected. This year, the results
of both inter 1st and 2nd year
got delayed due to the
nationwide lockdown that was
imposed to contain the spread
of coronavirus. The results can
be downloaded from
tsbie.cgg.gov.in or
results.cgg.gov.in or
manabadi.co.in. Last year, 59.8
percent students passed the
first year exam whereas, 65

percent cleared the second
year exam. In 2020, around
9.65 lakh students registered for
the examination. Out of the total
students, 95.72 percent
students appeared in the exam
held at 1339 centers.

Nine coal mines of Odisha to be auctioned
Bhubaneswar: As many as

nine coal mines of Odisha are
among the 41 coal blocks in
the country to be auctioned for
commercial mining. The
mines are Chendipada I,
Chendipada II, Machhakata,
Mahanadi, Radhikapur (East),
Radhikapur (West),
Brahmanbil & Kardabahal,
Kuraloi (A) North, and
Phuljhari (East & West). Prime
Minister Narendra Modi today
launched the auction process
of 41 coal blocks for
commercial mining. It was
part of the series of
announcements made by the
Government of India under the
Aatma Nirbhar Bharat
Abhiyan.

In all 41 mines with total
geological coal reserve of 17
billion tonne is on offer under
the first phase of commercial
coal mine auctions. These
include both large and small
mines with peak rated
capacities (PRC) ranging from
0.5 to 40 million tonne per
annum (mtpa) of coal. The
cumulative PRC of all mines is
225 mtpa. The commercial
coal mining auctions are
completely different from

earlier regime of restricted
sectors, use and price. Now
there are no such restrictions
at all. The proposed auctions
have terms and conditions
which are very liberal allowing
new companies to participate
in the bidding process,
reduced upfront amount,
adjustment of upfront amount
against royalty, liberal
efficiency parameters to
encourage flexibil ity to
operationalize the coal mines,
transparent bidding process,
100 per cent FDI through
automatic route allowed and
reasonable financial terms
and revenue sharing model
based on National Coal Index.

Accordingly, there are no
financial and technical criterion
for bidders while floor price of
coal mines has been set
competitively at 4 per cent of
revenue share. Plus, investors
would have liberal exit option
that could be exercised post
lock-in period by just
informing the nominated
authority. For partially
explored mines, investors
could exit post completion of
mandatory work programme.

The successful bidders

also will have flexibility in coal
production unlike past and
have provision for incentives
for early production and coal
gasification. The winners
could have 65 per cent of
scheduled production on
annual basis and 75 per cent
of scheduled production over
a block of 3 years. There will
also be complete freedom to
numbers to use coal
production for sale, captive
consumption, sale to
affiliates, coal gasification and
exports. Moreover, exploitation
rights for CBM and other minor
minerals present in the
coalfields would also be

provided to miners. Also,
Security creation through
mortgage over the coal mine
has been allowed for scaling
any financing needs. Change
in control has also been
allowed. The coal mines
auction process will lay strong
foundation for energy security
in the country by producing
additional coal providing large
scale employment and huge
opportunities for investment in
coal sector. These efforts will
supplement the 01 billion
tonne coal production likely
from Coal India in FY23-24 and
meet full requirement of
domestic thermal coal.

Taxi and driver association to
protest if MV tax isn't forgiven

 Hyderabad: Due to the huge
losses incurred by operators due
to the corona scare and
lockdown, the Telangana's Taxi
and Drivers JAC (Joint Action
Committee) has demanded that
the state government exempt
contract carriage vehicles and
maxi cabs from paying the motor
vehicle tax. If not, they will
intensify protests and park their
buses before the RTA offices and
district collectorates if there is
no tax exemption for the next
two quarters. Shaik Salahuddin,
leader of the JAC and Telangana
State Cabs and Bus Operators
Association (TSCBOA), claims,
'The travel industry in the state
is worth more than Rs. 50,000
crore and it is considered the
third-largest revenue-generating
segment in the state. We pay
taxes of nearly Rs. 3,000 crore
a year under various heads.

Due to the lockdown, the bus
companies and others are
unable to pay salaries to staff
and other state levies like permit
fees insurance and other taxes.
Salahuddin added that almost all

corporate companies including
IT firms clearly informed cab and
bus operators that their vehicles
were not needed till September
30. With people not hiring buses
to visit temples, marriages or
other tourist spots, the tax waiver
from the state government
would help the industry. 'Our
industry provides employment
to nearly five to six lakh people.
While drivers, cleaners,
mechanics and other non-
technical staff get direct
employment, other jobs at
petrol pumps, denters,
painters, tourism, hotel, and etc.
were inter-linked with our
industry. Therefore, a huge
amount of industry jobs without
any government protection,' he
said. The JAC Chairman and
TSCBOA President said that
Chief Minister K.
Chandrashekar Rao never met
any representative of the travel
industry during the last six years.
Even now, when the entire
industry is on the verge of
collapse, the CM is not even
willing to discuss the problem.

Vijayan has badly let down
Kerala diaspora: Congress
Thiruvananthapuram, The Congress in Kerala on Thursday

slammed the Pinarayi Vijayan government which has badly let
down the Kerala diaspora waiting to return from abroad.
Speaking to the media here, Leader of Opposition Ramesh
Chennithala said Vijayan is good at rhetoric, but there is no
action and as a result thousands of Kerala diaspora waiting to
return is facing fresh hurdles. 'While Vijayan himself says 60
per cent of those who come from within the country to Kerala
are coming from red zones in trains and now in flights too. But
for them there are no restrictions, while harsh and illogical
conditions of carrying a Covid negative certificate is being
insisted from all the diaspora returning from abroad.
