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Ukraine accuses
Russia of massacre,
hodies strewn in city

AP M BUCHA

Bodies with bound hands,
close-range gunshot wounds
and signs of torture lay scattered
in a city on the outskirts of Kyiv
after Russian soldiers withdrew
from the area. Ukrainian author-
ities accused the departing forces
on Sunday of committing war
crimes and leaving behind a
“scene from a horror movie”

As images of the bodies
emerged from Bucha, European
leaders condemned the atroci-
ties and called for tougher sanc-
tions against Moscow. In a sign
of how the horrific reports
shook many leaders, Germany’s
defense minister even suggest-
ed that the European Union
consider banning Russian gas
imports.

Ukrainian officials said the
bodies of 410 civilians were
found in Kyiv-area towns that
were recently retaken from
Russian forces.

Associated Press journalists
saw the bodies of at least 21 peo-
ple in various spots around
Bucha, northwest of the capital.
One group of nine, all in civil-

ian clothes, were scattered
around a site that residents said
Russian troops used as a base.

They appeared to have been
killed at close range. At least two
had their hands tied behind their
backs, one was shot in the head,
and another’s legs were bound.

Ukrainian officials laid the
blame for the killings squarely at
the feet of Russian troops, with
the president calling them evi-
dence of genocide. But Russia’s
Defense Ministry rejected the
accusations as “provocation””

The discoveries followed
the Russian retreat from the area
after Moscow said it was focus-
ing its offensive on the country’s
east. Russian troops had rolled
into Bucha in the early days of
the invasion and stayed up until
March 30.

One resident, who refused
to give his name out of fear for
his safety, said that Russian
troops went building to building
and took people out of the
basements where they were hid-
ing, checking their phones for
any evidence of anti-Russian
activity before taking them away
or shooting them.

Hanna Herega, another res-
ident, said Russian troops start-
ed shooting at a neighbor who
had gone out to gather wood for
heating.

“They hit him a bit above
the heel, crushing the bone, and
he fell down,” Herega said.

“Then they shot off his left
leg completely, with the boot.
Then they shot him all over”

The AP also saw two bod-
ies, that of a man and a woman,
wrapped in plastic that residents
said they had covered and placed
in a shaft until a proper funer-
al could be arranged.

“He put his hands up, and
they shot him,” said the resident
who refused to be identified.

Oleksiy Arestovych, an
adviser to Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy, described
bodies lying in suburban streets
as a “scene from a horror movie””
He claimed some of the women
had been raped before being
killed and the Russians then
burned the bodies. In a video
address, Zelenskyy said Russian
soldiers who killed and tortured
civilians were responsible for
“concentrated evil”
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Drug shortage persists in Russia after start of war

First came the warnings, in
messages among friends and
families and on social media, to
stock up on vital drugs in Russia
before supplies were affected by
crippling Western sanctions
over the invasion of Ukraine.

Then, some drugs indeed
became harder to find at phar-
macies in Moscow and other
cities.

“Not a single pharmacy in
the city has it now;” a resident of
Kazan told The Associated Press
in late March about a blood thin-
ner her father needs.

Experts and health author-
ities in Russia say the drug
shortages are temporary - due to
panic- buying and logistical dif-

ficulties for suppliers from the
sanctions - but some remain
worried that high-quality med-
icines will keep disappearing in
the Russian market.

“Most likely there will be
shortages. How catastrophic it
will be, I don’t know;” said Dr.
Alexey Erlikh, head of the car-
diac intensive care unit in
Moscow Hospital No. 29, and a
professor at the Moscow-based
Pirogov Medical University.

Reports that Russians could
not find certain medications in
pharmacies started surfacing in
early March, shortly after
Moscow unleashed a war on
Ukraine, and sweeping sanctions
left Russia increasingly isolated
from the rest of the world.

Patient’s Monitor, a patients’

i

rights group in the Russian
region of Dagestan on the
Caspian Sea, began getting com-
plaints in the second week of
March.

Ziyautdin Uvaysov, head of

the group, told AP he personal-
ly checked with several state-run
pharmacies in the region on the
availability of 10 most-wanted
medications and “they didn't
have a large number of these”

Uvaysov added that when
he asked about when supplies
would be restocked, the phar-
macies replied that “there aren’t
any and its unclear when there
will be” Despite assurances
from authorities that hoarding
of supplies was to blame for the
quickly emptying shelves,
reports about shortages per-
sisted throughout March.

Vrachi.Rf, one of Russias
biggest online communities for
medical workers, surveyed more
than 3,000 doctors in mid-
March, and they said they had
run into shortages of more than
80 medications: anti-inflamma-
tory, gastrointestinal, antiepilep-
tic and anticonvulsant drugs, as
well as antidepressants and
antipsychotics.

UK: Russia
refocusing on
Donbas region

Britain’s Defence Ministry
says Russia is continuing to
build up both its soldiers and
mercenaries in eastern
Ukraine. “Russian forces are
continuing to consolidate and
reorganise as they refocus their
offensive into the Donbas
region in the east of Ukraine,”
the ministry said in an intelli-
gence update posted on social
media Monday.

It says Russian troops are
being moved into the area,
along with mercenaries from
the Wagner private military
group. Overnight, the UK said
Russia was still trying to take
the southern port city of
Mariupol, which has seen
weeks of intense fighting.

It said, “The city continues
to be subject to intense, indis-
criminate  strikes, but
Ukrainian Forces maintain a
staunch resistance, retaining
control in central areas.”

Senate panel to vote on Jackson nomination to SC

Democrats are launching a
whirlwind of votes and
Senate floor action on Monday
with the goal of confirming
Ketanji Brown Jackson as the
first Black woman on the
Supreme Court by the end of
the week.

The Senate Judiciary
Committee kicks off on
Monday morning with a vote
on whether to move Jackson’s
nomination to the Senate floor.

Democrats will then wind
the nomination through the
50-50 Senate, with a final vote
in sight for President Joe
Biden’s pick to replace retiring
Justice Stephen Breyer.

After more than 30 hours
of hearings and interrogation
from Republicans over her
record, Jackson is on the brink
of making history as the third
Black justice and only the sixth
woman in the court’s more
than 200-year history.

Democrats - and at least
one Republican - cite her deep

experience in her nine years on
the federal bench and the
chance for her to become the
first former public defender on
the court.

The chairman of the Senate
Judiciary Committee, Sen. Dick
Durbin, D-IIL,, said Thursday
that the high regard for Jackson
after a combative four days of
hearings is “evidence of the
strength that she brings to this
nomination and the value that
she will bring to the Supreme
Court”?

The committee could
deadlock on Monday’s vote, 11-
11, meaning Democrats will
have to spend additional hours
on the Senate floor to “dis-
charge” her nomination from
committee.

While it won't delay the
process for long, it’s another
blow for Democrats who had
hoped to confirm Jackson with
bipartisan support.

A deadlocked vote would
be “a truly unfortunate signal
of the continued descent into

China sends in military to help
with Shanghai Covid outbreak

hina has sent more than

10,000 health workers from
across the country to Shanghai,
including 2,000 military medical
staff, as it struggles to stamp out
a rapidly spreading Covid-19
outbreak in China’s largest city.

The city was conducting a
mass testing of its 25 million res-
idents Monday as what was
supposed to be a two-phase
lockdown entered its second
week.

While many factories and
financial firms have been able to
keep operating by isolating their
employees, concern was grow-
ing about the potential economic
impact of an extended lockdown
in Chinas financial capital and
a major shipping and manufac-
turing centre.

The highly contagious omi-
cron BA.2 form of the virus is
testing China’s ability to main-
tain its zero-COVID approach,
which aims to stop outbreaks
from spreading by isolating
everyone who tests positive,
whether they have symptoms or
not. Shanghai has converted an
exhibition hall and other facili-
ties into massive isolation cen-
tres where people with mild or
no symptoms are housed in a sea
of beds separated by temporary
partitions. China on Monday
reported more than 13,000 new
cases nationwide in the previous
24 hours, of which nearly 12,000
were asymptomatic. About 9,000
of the cases were in Shanghai.

The other large outbreak is
in northeastern China’s Jilin
province, where new cases
topped 3,500.
