BANGKOK: Thailand's king has reconciled with his royal
consort, whom he stripped of her titles last year after
accusing her of seeking to undermine his official wife, the
country’s queen.

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PENTAGON REPORT EXPOSES CHINA'S MILITARY INTENT

Says Xi seeks to set up military logistic facilities in
Pakistan, Sri Lanka, Myanmar and other countries

China is seeking to set up
more robust logistics facili-
ties in about a dozen coun-
tries, including three in In-
dia’s neighbourhood, to al-
low the PLA to project and
sustain military power at
greater distances, according
to a Pentagon report.

In addition to the three
neighbours of India - Pak-
istan, Sri Lanka and Myan-
mar - the other countries
where China is considering
to base its military logistics
and infrastructure facilities
are Thailand, Singapore, In-
donesia, United Arab Emi-
rates, Kenya, Sevchelles,
Tanzania, Angola and Tajik-

Pentagon said in the report.

In its annual report "Mili-
tary and Security Develop-
ments Ivolving the People's
Republic of China (PRC)
2020" that was submitted to

the US Congress, the Penta-
gon said these potential Chi
nese military logistics facili
ties are in addition to the
Chinese military base in Dji-
bouti, which is aimed at sup-
porting naval, air and
ground forces projection.

“A global PLA (People's Lib-
eration Army) military logis-
tics network could both in-
terfere with US military op-
erations and support offen-
sive operations against the
United States as the PRC's
global military objectives
evolve,” the Pentagon said in
the report.

China has probably already
made overtures to Namibia,
Varmatu, and the Solomon Is-
lands, it said, adding the
known focus areas of PLA

planning are along the Seal
Lines of Communication
from China to the Strait of
Hormuz, Africa, and the Pa-
cific Islands

Similarly, the Pentagon
said, Beljing uses the One
Belt One Road (OBOR) inti-
tiative to support its strategy
of national rejuvenation by
seeking to expand global
transportation and trade
linkages to support its devel-
opment and deepen its eco-
nomic integration with na-
tions along its periphery and
beyond.

The report by the American
Academy of Pediatrics and the
Children’s Hospital Association
released on Monday said that
while children represented only
95 per cent of the overall case.
load, a total of 476439 kids have
tested positive so fax reports Xin-
hua news agency.

The overall rate is 631 cases per
100,000 children.

According to the report, 70,330
new child cases were reported
from August13to 27, a 17 percent
increase in over two weeks.

Children were 0.6 to 4.1 per
cent of total reported hospital-
izations, and 0 to 0.3 per cent of
deaths, said the report.

However, states
should continue to provide de-
tafled reports on cases, testing,
hospitalzations, and martality
by age so that the effects of the
wvirus on children's health can be
documented and monitored,” it
added.

New Taiwan passport
font enlarges ‘Taiwan’
and shrinks ‘China’

Taiwan plans to issue
new passports emphasis-
ing its independent iden-
tity and downgrading
connections with China.

The foreign ministry on
Wednesday released im-
ages of the new docu-
ment that features "Tai-
wan" in large capital let-
ters on its cover and min-
imises the English word-
ing "Republic of China",
the island's official name
according to its Constitu-
tion.

Taiwan was handed
over from Japanese to
Chinese rule in 1945
Four years later, Chiang
Kaishek relocated the
Republic of China and its
institutions to the island
asMao Zedong's Commu-
nist Party swept to power
in the Chinese Civil War

Taiwan  has  since
shrugged off political
connections with China
aspart of itstransition to

full democracy However,
it has retained Republic
of China as its official
name, along with the con-
stitution, flag and state
institutions brought from
China.

Despite the political di-
vide, China continues to
claim Taiwan as its own
territory and has re-
quired foreign countries
and multinational com-
panies to refer to the is
land as a part of China.

There was no immedi-
ate reaction from Beijing
on the new passport de-
sign. Beijing responded
angrily when Taiwan was
added to the cover of the
Taiwanese passport more
than adecade ago andhas
increasingly lashed out at
assertions of the island’s
political independence.

China does not recog-
nise Taiwanese passports
and requires citizens of
the island travelling to
the mainland to usea Chi-
nese-issued document.
