“India will continue to
be a key contributor to our
global supply chain. Our
sourcing from India stands
at close to $1 billion a year
from more than 200 suppli-
ers who are manufacturing
critical systems and compo-
nents for some of Boeing’s
most advanced products,”
Boeing India president Salil
Gupte told IANS.

“Our commitment to In-
dia remains strong and is for
the long term. We want to
contribute to the growth of
India’s aerospace industry;
that's why we're investing in
commercial aviation and

defence....”

According to Gupte, the
aerospace major supports
the government’s
‘Atmanirbhar Bharat’ initia-
tives by developing Indian
MSMEs through skilling and
upskilling initiatives.

“Our growing installed
platform base with com-
mercial and defence cus-
tomers in India and our ex-
panding supplier base
makes itimperative for us to
invest, develop and nurture
talent,” he said.

“Through our skilling
initiatives, we are training

Still it is now Rs 1.51 costlier than petrol in the
city.Similarly, diesel prices in Mumbai, Chennai and

a litre respectively.Unexpected rise in diesel prices de-
spite slower demand has put the transport sector at a
big disadvantage as rising fuel cost has further shrunk
its margins. The price of diesel in the capital has also
put automobile companies concerned about the pros-
pect of the sale of diesel-run cars in the country’s larg-
est car market.The Oil companies resumed the dynamic
pricing system for daily revision of the two auto fuels
from June 7 after keeping the price unchanged for
around 82 days during the lockdown.

More Al adoption may lead to 2.5% hike

in India’s GDP: Report

New Delhi,

One unitincrease in Artificial Intelligence (Al) inten-
sity by Indian firms can result in a 2.5 per cent increase
in the country’s gross domestic product (GDP) in the
immediate term, a study by Google, IT industry body
Nasscom and think tank ICRIER revealed on Monday.

Al intensity is measured as the ratio of Al to total
sales of the firm, said the report titled “Implications of
Al on the Indian Economy”.

In the absence of a direct measure of Al at the firm
level,the model uses investments in software, databases
and computer machinery as a proxy for AL."This is a
seminal report, estimating a 2.5 per cnet growth in
India’s GDP if India adopts Al in a sustained way,” Sanjay
Gupta, Country Head and Vice President, Google India,
said in a statement.The research, however, found that
the current rate of growth in Al investments is unlikely
to increase the levels of Al intensity adequately.In or-
der to trigger a positive growth shock, Al intensities
should be sharply increased, it added.

“The outstanding properties of carbon nanotubes
(CNTs) — nanometre-sized molecules made of rolled-
up sheets of carbon atoms — can tremendously im-
prove mechanical, thermal and electrical properties of
polymers,” Prathap Haridoss from the Department of
Metallurgical and Materials Engineering, IIT Madras, said
in a statement.

According to the research team, polymer compos-
ites, materials formed by combining polymers with vari-
ous additives, have been used for a long time in re-
corded history for various purposes.

Many polymers, loaded with various types of rein-
forcing fillers,are the mainstay of daily use articles,from
automobile parts to construction components.
