The aforesaid method of valuation of stock is 
consistent with the accounting policy followed by the Company in earlier years for the 
purpose of publishing quarterly results. Valuation of stock of tea at the end of the financial 
year will be as per the applicable Indian Accounting Standard(s). 

3) Value of green leaf produced in the Company's own tea estates is not ascertainable. 
However, cost of materials consumed represents only cost of green leaf purchased from 
others. 

4) The Company is engaged in the business of cultivation, production and sale of black t~a 
which is seasonal in nature, and as such, the above results for the quarter and six month 
.ended 30th September, 2022 are not indicative of the results for the full financial year. 

5) Tax expense, including current tax and deferred tax, if any, is recognised at the end of the 
financial year.

1) The above consolidated financial results of the Group (B & A Limited - the Parent Company 

and B&A Packaging India Limited - the Subsidiary Company together referred to as "the 

Group") have been reviewed by the Audit Committee and approved by the Board of 

Directors of the Parent Company at their respective meetings held on 10th November, 2022. 

2) These results have been prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind 

ASs) notified by the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 as amended , and 

as prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013. The Group has consolidat ed 

the financial statements of the Parent and Subsidiary Companies taking into consideration 

relevant adjustments. 

3) Stock of black tea as on 30th September, 2022 has been valued at lower of cost (which is 

based on estimated cost of production and expenditure for the financial year ending 31st 

March , 2023) and net realisable value. Production and expenditure not being uniform 

throughout the year, stock valuation will be unrealistic if it is based on actual production 

and expenditure up to 30th September, 2022. The aforesaid method of valuation of stock is 

consistent with the accounting policy followed by the Group in earlier years for the purpose 

of publishing quarterly results. Valuation of stock of tea at the end of the financial year 

will be as per the applicable Indian Accounting Standard(s). 

4) Value of green leaf produced in the Group's own tea estates is not ascertainable. However, 

cost of materials consumed by the Parent company represents only cost of green leaf 

purchased from others. 

5) Deferred tax, if any, is recognised at the end of the financial year. Current tax as 

appearing in this statement is in respect of the Subsidiary Company. The Parent Company is 

engaged in the business of cultivation, production and sale of black tea which is seasonal in 

nature and as such the results for the quarter and six month ended 30th September, 2022 

are not indicative of the results for the full financial year. For this reason, current tax will 

be recognised at the end of the financial year by the Parent Company. 

6) Liability on account of defined benefit obligation has been provided on estimated basis. 

Actuarial valuation of defined benefit obligation will be made at the end of the financial 

year and actuarial gain/ loss , if any, will be recognised at that time. 

7) Measurement of fair value of investment in equity shores will be carried out at the end of 

the financial year, when the extent of impairment or enhancement , if any, will be 

ascertained. 



8) Operating segments have been identified as Tea and Packaging taking into consideration the 

requirements of Ind AS 108, ·operating Segments".
