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CAA WILL BE IMPLEMENTED BEFORE
LS POLLS: SHIVRAJ CHOUHAN

Senior BJP leader Shivraj
Singh Chouhan expressed
confidence on Tuesday
that the Citizenship
Amendment Act (CAA)
would be implemented be-
fore the forthcoming Lok
Sabha elections.

Speaking to PTI, the for-
mer Madhya Pradesh
Chief  Minister empha-
sised that the CAA aimed
at granting citizenship
rather than revoking it,
contrary to claims by some
opposition parties.

"I am confident that CAA
will be implemented be-
fore the Lok Sabha polls.
This act is very much
needed. It has been clari-
fied time and again that
this law is not against any-

one but about giving citi-
zenship to those brothers
and sisters of  the neigh-
bouring countries who fled
the countries for religious
persecution", Chouhan
said.His assertion comes
amidst earlier reports this
month suggesting that the
rules for the legislation
would be notified "much
before" the announcement
of  the Lok Sabha elections.

Enacted by the BJP-led
government in 2019, the
CAA aims to grant Indian
citizenship to persecuted
non-Muslim migrants, in-
cluding Hindus, Sikhs,
Jains, Buddhists, Parsis, and
Christians, from
Bangladesh, Pakistan, and
Afghanistan who entered In-
dia before December 31, 2014.

The promise of  imple-

menting the controversial
CAA served as a major
electoral platform for the
BJP in the previous Lok
Sabha and Assembly polls
in West Bengal. Party lead-
ers believe it played a piv-
otal role in the BJP's rise
in the state.

Chouhan, who has been
assigned to oversee the or-
ganisation of  the Howrah

cluster - two Lok Sabha
seats from the district, in
West Bengal, exuded confi-
dence in achieving the tar-
get of  35 Lok Sabha seats
from the state.

"In Bengal, the rule of
cut, commission and cor-
ruption is going on and the
people of  the state are fed
up with the misrule of  the
TMC. Last time from two
seats we won 18 seats, this
time we are confident of
winning 35 plus seats from
the state", he told PTI here.

In the 2019 elections,
TMC secured 22 seats, Con-
gress won two, and the BJP
bagged 18 seats in the state.

Hitting out at the state
government over the re-
cent unrest at
Sandeshkhali, Chouhan
said the "revelations at

Sandeshkhali are spine
chilling. "The revelations
at Sandeshkhali are spine-
chilling. The state govern-
ment allowed such things
to happen", he said.

Protests persisted in
Sandeshkhali for the sixth
consecutive day, with a sig-
nificant number of  women
taking to the streets, de-
manding the arrest of
TMC leader Sheikh Shaja-
han and his alleged "gang." 

The accusations include
forcefully capturing land
and sexually harassing
women.

Chouhan also criticised
Congress leader Rahul
Gandhi over Congress' on-
going 'Bharat Jodo Nyay
Yatra' and wondered why
Congress leaders were
silent on the issue.

DrHimanshuJayswar state programme officer, Nation-

al Center for Vector Borne Diseases Control (NCVBDC)
said that it would be a special vaccination drive for chil-
dren of  age 1 to 15 years.

Marching orders given...
After the BJP returned to power, its leaders expected

the government not to cancel the political appoint-
ments.  The decision has, however, shocked those who
were working as chairmen and deputy chairmen for
corporations, boards and development authorities. 

Technical Education and Skill Development Corpora-
tion has issued the order for removal of  the chairman of
the Rojgar Nirman Board Shailendra Sharma and its
deputy chairman Narendra Birthare. Other depart-
ments have also started the process for issuing the or-
ders. According to sources, the political appointments
will be made after the Lok Sabha election.  The govern-
ment it seems plans to give opportunities to the young
candidates. Chouhan made a large number of  political
appointments from 2021 to 2023. But most of  them were
appointed on the recommendations of  the leaders of  the
party organization and those of  the RSS.

Chaos in Assembly...
BJP MLA Om Prakash Saklecha backed the bill stat-

ing that it will be beneficial as it calls for registration of
hitherto illegal activities. Urban development and hous-
ing Minister Kailash Vijayvargiya said that after the
amendment, apps like Mahadev will get stopped.  Fi-
nance Minister Jagdish Devda said that 28 % GST will
be applicable on the sum deposited by the participants
of  online gaming.  Hearing this, Ramnivas Rawat asked
government whether state would be run through gam-
bling, betting?  Infuriated over government's reply,
Leader of  Opposition, Umang Singhar announced a
walk out from the Assembly.  Amidst the walk out of  Op-
position, Madhya Pradesh Goods and Services Tax
Amendment Bill was passed in the assembly. 

A ‘TEARFUL’ SIGHT...
Given the poor visibility, with the entire area shroud-

ed in huge plumes of  smoke, hundreds of  farmers and
their supporters, as well as media personnel, were seen
scurrying as the sound of  popping tear gas shells
brought them to their toes. Dramatic visuals, primarily
at the Shambhu border, showed police and security per-
sonnel dropping smoke bombs from drones to disperse
the farmers. The momentarily dazed protestors, with
layers of  scarves around their faces, tried to scale the
concrete barriers. The green fields enveloped in smoke
(from tear gas guns) made a grim sight with a few farm-
ers hurling stones from their hideouts.

FARMERS CAME `PREPARED: The protesting
farmers had come prepared this time to counter police
action. So much so, they carried water tanks along so as
to repeatedly keep the scarves wet and cleanse their
faces to mitigate the adverse effect of  the teargas.

This confrontation was anticipated after the second
round of  the talks between the farmers unions and the
Union ministers over the former s demands, including
MSP for their crops, failed on Monday.

Tractors as weapons...

On Republic Day, January 26, 2021, some tractors made
it all the way from the borders of  Delhi up to Red Fort
where a religious flag and flags of  some of  the protest-
ing unions were flown from the ramparts. It will be re-
called how some protesters had recklessly driven their
tractors near the Police Headquarters had made mo-
torists and pedestrians quake with fear. One of  the trac-
tor drivers even lost his life while driving at high speed. 

Police crackdown...
The police barricaded the road leading to the Vidhan

Sabha to prevent the protesters from moving further.
Patwari and others tried to cross the barricades by
climbing over them, the police used water cannons and
fired tear gas shells to disperse them, a police official
said. Earlier addressing the party leaders Youth Con-
gress National President Srinivas also alleged that the
state BJP government is a "gambling government." "It is
a gambling government which gave a new job of  gam-
bling to the youths of  the state.  Patwari  claimed that
the government had failed to deliver its promise of  giv-
ing Rs 2,700 MSP for wheat. Habibganj police informed
that 24 Congress leaders were arrested. 21 of  them were
released on bail, the IYC state president and MLA Dr
Vikrant Bhuria and other two denied to take the bail,
they are sent to jail.

Imran Khan rules out
coalition with PML-N, PPP 
ISLAMABAD: Jailed former prime minister
Imran Khan on Tuesday dismissed the idea of
forming a coalition government with any of
the main political parties in Pakistan and

termed them as the "biggest money launderers" being brought
to power. The 71-year-old Khan, also the founder of the
Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaaf (PTI) party, was speaking with
journalists at the high-security Adiala Jail in Rawalpindi. Khan
and many of his party colleagues are lodged in jail for many
months in connection with convictions in multiple cases. In the
February 8 general elections, independent candidates, mostly
backed by Khan's PTI, won 101 seats in the 266-member
National Assembly, another former prime minister Nawaz
Sharif's party (PML-N) won 75 seats and former foreign
minister Bilawal Bhutto Zardari's party (PPP) won 54 seats.
