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Fresh layoffs at Byju's:
Another 100 lose jobs

TROUBLED EDTECH MAJOR
Byju’s has laid off at least 100
employees from its mentor-
ing and product expert func-
tions, according to sources.
Somereports suggest that the
company has laid off around
400 employees.

The layoffs come at a time
when the company has roped
in Infosys veteran Richard
Lobo as an “exclusive” advisor
to help drive its human
resources function and guide
the management on organisa-
tional change and transforma-
tion. According to a sources,
the employees who have now
been let go of were placed ona
performance improvement
plan (PIP) beginning in July.

A Byju's spokesperson con-
firmed the letting go of 100
employees but steered away
from terming them asalayoff.

"As part of a periodical per-
formance review, 100 individ-
ualswho did not meet expecta-
tions after a performance
improvement plan,werelet go
with proper procedures," a
company spokesperson said.

Expansion at Finolex
Cables driven by growth

RIDING ONTHE back of robust
demand from the infrastruc-
ture and real estate segments
as well as growth prospects in
the telecom sector, Finolex
Cablesis expanding capacities
inits electrical and communi-
cation cables business.

Deepak K Chhabria, execu-
tive chairman, Finolex Cables,
said the company's aspiration
was to “get to the 310,000 -
311,000 crore revenue mark
and they would get there by
using various means, includ-
ing expansion of existing prod-
uct lines”. The company had
big plans for the optic fibre
business and was increasing
cabling, draw towers and pre-
form capacity which was part
of the Rs 300 croreinvestment
plan Chhabria said.

“The auto sector capacity
was sold out.We are expanding
capacity by 50%. Machinery
orders have been placed and
delivery will be done in 12
months,’ Chhabria said.

"Inthe PVCelectric conduit
plantin Goa, the companyhad
expanded capacity twice, to
produce 25 lakh pieces. With
no place to expand further in
Goa,Finolexwaslooking at set-

To ensureit doesn't need to
buy fibre from outside and all
value add would be done
within the company, improv-
ing its margins, the company
has also been building a pre-
form plant and optical fibre
draw towers in phases.

The optic fibre building is
ready and would be installed
here,while construction onthe
pre-form plant will start soon.

"In the telecom segment,
Finolex has taken steps to
enter the engineering, pro-
curement and construction
(EPC) business of laying fibre
optic cables. The first of these

projects would be in Gujarat
and eventually in other states
too, Chhabria said. Meanwhile,
the electron e-beam pro-
gramme that uses specialized
radiation equipment for man-
ufacturing cables is progress-
ing, with one of the machines
expected to be completed by
the end of the calendar year.
These electric cables are for
specialized applications in
solar power, high-speed trains,
data centres and EVs. Mahesh
Vishwanathan, CFO, Finolex
Cables, said,"The CAPEX guid-
ance for the next 18-20
months would be around Rs
300 crore and another Rs 100
crore on replenishment pro-
grammes for existing capaci-
ties.Theinvestment in capacity
expansion is expected to take
the company's topline up by
around Rs 2,000 croretotheRs
6,000-6,500 crore range.
Finolex is a debt-free company

with expansion funding com- |

ing from cash reserves of
around Rs 2,200 crore.”

The electrical cables
segmentaccounted for 82% of
the company's revenues and

is expected to maintain a
strong growth in FY24.
The electric cables segment
grew by 29% during the first
quarter of FY24.

VODAFONE IDEA ON Friday
entered into a contract with
Route Mobile, as perwhich the
latter will provide an interna-
tional A2P (application to per-
son) SMS monetisation ser-
vices through its artificial
intelligence/machine learning
(AI/ML) driven firewall solu-
tions.The firewall solutionsare
essential for telcos to protect
the consumers from unwanted
messages. Route Mobile MD &
CEO Rajdipkumar Gupta said
the deal could potentially
bring over $100 million
(around %832 crore) annual
business for the company.

The telecom operator’s
partnershipwith Route Mobile
follows completion of its two-
year contract with Tanla Plat-
forms for similar solutions. In
the absence of renewal of the
deal, Tanla will have a revenue
impact of ¥17 crore and net
profit impact of X9 croreon a
full-quarterbasis post Novem-
ber 2023, according to the
company’s exchange filing.

As per the contract, Route
Mobile through its wholly-
owned subsidiary Route
Mobile (UK) will provide its
solutions to Vodafone Idea for
a period of 24 months. The
date from which the partner-
shipwill comeinto effectisyet
to be decided, Vodafone Idea
said. “Vodafone Idea is an
important operator in the
country and our firewall solu-
tion will further help them
protect their customers
against Spam and Phishing,”
Gupta said. Route Mobile said
its solution leverages propri-
etarymessage simulators, traf-
fic analysis and forecasting
tools, business intelligence,
data analysis and intelligence
databases to offer effective
blocking of illegitimate grey
route trafficand monetisation
of A2P SMS traffic on the
network. On reasons for
not going ahead with the part-
nership, a spokesperson of
Tanla Platforms said, “we dif-
ferentiate on technologylead-
ership and innovation - con-
tinuing this partnership
necessitated financial struc-
turing which we were not com-
fortable with. This was a
mutual decision and best
wishes toVodafone Idea forthe
direction they have chosen”.

5G network issues: Trai starts
consultation on service quality

New Delhi, August 18

THETELECOM REGULATORY
Authority of India (Trai) on Fri-
day issued a consultation
paper to review the quality-of-
service standards for telecom
operators and broadband ser-
vice providers. The consulta-
tion comes after Trai received
a number of complaints from
the subscribers regarding call
drops and other network
related issues especially after
rollout of 5G services, it said.
With the increase in cover-
age of 4G and 5G networks in
the country compared to the
2Gand 3G networks, thereisa
requirement of stringent per-
formance benchmarks to
improve consumer experience,
especially related to call drops.
“Evenwithwidespread cov-
erage of 4G networks in the
country and rollout of 5G ser-
vices, there are increasing
number of complaints of call
drops, call muting, low data
throughput etc which raises
question marks on the net-
work design and provisioning
of required network
resources,’ Trai said.

“The QoS (quality of ser-
vices) parameters and bench-
marks for voice and data ser-
vices are technology agnostic
in presentregulations.Therel-
evant terminology for 5G ser-
vices has also been updated in
draft regulations to monitor
QoS performance of 5G,” Trai
said,adding that for closerview
of QoS, there is a need for
monthly QoS performance
reporting at the state and
Union territory level in addi-
tion to at licensed service area

(LSA)level.

Ina149-page consultation
paper, Trai has sought com-
ments on subjects such as rea-
sons for increasing gaps
between the QoS reported by
the service providers and the
QoS experienced by the con-
sumers, transparent frame-
work for measurement and
reporting of QoS and quality of
experience (QoE) especially in
4G and 5G, adverse impact on
existing consumer voice and
data services upon rollout of

enterprise use cases of 5G,
among key things.

According to Trai, 5G net-
works support three broad ser-
vice categories - Enhanced
Mobile Broadband (eMBB),
Ultra Low Latency Communi-
cation (uLLC) and Massive
Machine Type Communica-
tion (mMTC).While present 5G
networks, being rolled out by
service providers in the coun-
try, supports eMBB which can
deliver voice and wireless
broadband services, the uLLC
and mMTC use cases are still
evolving. These kind of tech-
nologies and their impact on
service quality will also be
among key discussion areas of
the consultation issued by Trai.

Currently,the performance
assessment period is done for
a quarter that too over a large
area like LSA. Trai, however,
noted that telcos are currently
meeting the QoS benchmarks.

Trai has also sought com-
ments on the measures
required toaccelerate theadop-
tion of Al for management of
QOE to reduce consumer com-
plaints protectively and enable
real-time reporting of QoS per-
formance to consumers.

Godrej Security Solutions sees exports
share hitting 16% in next three years
