WASHINGTON: Some white-tailed deer living in the US are
actively infected with the Omicron variant of SARS-CoV-2, the
virus that causes Covid, according to a study. The yet-to-be
peer-reviewed study, posted recently on the preprint
repository bioRxiv, also found neutralising antibodies to
SARS-CoV-2 in one of the Omicron-infected deer, suggesting
that, like humans, these animals can be reinfected with the
virus.

disabled nearly 2,400 mili-
tary targets of Ukraine
since the start of the opera-

tion. "In total, 2,396 mili-
tary targets of Ukraine
were hit during the opera-
tion, including 82 com-
mand posts and communi-
cation centres of the
Ukrainian military, 119 S-
300, Buk M-1 and Osa air
defence missile systems, 76
radar stations," Russian de-
fence ministry spokesman
Igor Konashenkov said on
Monday.
