Trump’s show of force fizzles in
backlash over protest crackdown

DONALD TRUMP FACED a
dwindling set of options to ad-
dress nationwide unrest,aftera
backlash erupted over the gov-
ernment’s violent dispersal of
peaceful protests outside the
White House, plunging the
president into more election-
year turmoil.

For Trump and his conserv-
ative backers, his photo op late
Monday in front of historic St.
John’s Episcopal Church with
Bible in hand was a show of
strength — a symbolic move
meant to reassure Americans
that he would restore law and
order after several nights of
chaos in major US cities over
the death of George Floyd.

Instead, Trump’s display
prompted a cascade of con-
demnation fromreligious lead-
ers, Democrats and even some
Republicans. Images of police
using tear gas and flash-bang
devices to clear protesters from
Lafayette Square ahead of
Trump’s walk to the church
marred his presidency anew at
a time when his public support
was already slipping over his
handling of the coronavirus
pandemic.

No Republican governors
publiclyaccepted Trump’s invi-
tation to send the military to
crush riots and looting; Texas’s
Greg Abbott said at anews con-
ference that ‘Texans can take
care of Texans’

Vestager
weighs new
powers to
take on
tech giants,
China M&A

MARGRETHE VESTAGER,
THE European Union’s an-
titrust chief, is weighing the
need for tougher powers to
protect the bloc’s economy
from the twin threats of Sili-
con Valley and China.

Vestager asked for feedback
on June 2 about a potential
new tool to intervene on mar-
kets — such as technology —
beforeit’s too late for competi-
tion to be saved. The move
come weeks before the Dane is
expected to unveil separate
proposals that could arm an-
titrust watchdogs with
tougher powers to vet deals or
companies funded by the Chi-
nese government and other
foreign states.

“Theworld is changing fast
and it is important that the
competition rules are fit for
that change,”Vestagersaidina
statement on the European
Commission antitrust over-
haul. “There are certain struc-
tural risks for competition,
such as tipping markets,which
are not addressed by the cur-
rent rules” Internet platforms,
from Alphabet’s Google to
Amazon.com, have attracted
complaints over an alleged
failure to play fair. Afteradding
the role of tech chief to her job
description, Vestager is looking
athow enforcers could prevent
tech giants from exploiting
their dominance before com-
petition is wiped out.

At the same time, she is
weighing her options to tackle
how some companies may use
funding from foreign states to
undercut European rivals or
outbid them in M&A. An EU
initiative due to be published
on June 17 seeks to assuage Eu-
ropean businesses’ fears about
Chinese state-owned firms
that may pay less for financing
to fund business operations
within Europe, Vestager told
Bloomberg TV1ast month.

Europeanregulators are try-
ing towalk a fine line between
keeping Europe’s markets open
and shielding its companies
from rule-breakers. Vestager
has come under intense pres-
sure from French and German
politicians and businesses to
take action on the challenge
posed by Chinese businesses.
The EU plans eventually to draft
rules that tackle foreign subsi-
dies after asking for comments
on the various options, the
commission’s press office said
inan email.

And the show of force failed
to deter demonstrations in the
nation’s capital and other cities.
Large crowds of protesters be-
gan marching on public streets
in  Washington Tuesday
evening, challenging both the
city’s 7 pm curfewand Trump’s
authority.

Trump continued to advo-
cate for toughness on Wednes-
day morning, tweeting such
statements as‘Get tough police!’
and ‘The National Guard is
ready!’

He was praised by some
evangelical Christian leaders
for hiswalk to the church.

“By holding up the Bible, he
was showing us that it teaches
that, yes, God hates racism, it’s
despicable — but God also
hates lawlessness,” pastor
Robert Jeffress said in an inter-

viewwith The Atlantic.

But the crisis — and
Trump’s response — has cre-
ated an opening for likely De-
mocratic presidential nominee
Joe Biden, who seized on the
president’s missteps.

He delivered a televised
speech from Philadelphia on
Tuesday,saying that had Trump
opened his Bible ‘instead of
brandishing it, he could have
learned something: Thatweare
all called tolove one another as
we love ourselves’.

A Monmouth University
poll released earlier this week
showed 749% of Americans say
the country is on the wrong
track,analarming responsetoa
question pollsters consider im-
portantinjudgingapresident’s
re-election chances. Trump’s
approval rating was at 42%,

down from 46% in March.

Trump officials have dis-
cussed the possibility of the
president invoking the Insur-
rection Act of 1807 to make
good on his threat to send US
military forces to states and
cities that struggle to quell riot-
ing and looting, according to a
person familiar with the mat-
ter. But a consensus has not
emerged.

“No decisions have been
made on that,” White House
counselor Kellyanne Conway
said Tuesday, after reporters
asked how seriously the idea
was being considered. She ex-
pressed hope that such a move
wouldn’t be ‘necessary’.

YouTube censorship case turns
on internet law Trump scorns

IN A CENSORSHIP case filed
against YouTube by LGBTQ
content creators,the US Justice
Department is defending the
law that protects internet
companies from lawsuits —
the same statute President
Donald Trump has threatened
to revoke.

Trump targeted the 1996
law in an executive order last
week as he escalated a fight
with Twitter after it tagged two
of his tweets as potentially
misleading. But three weeks
earlier, the Justice Department
weighed into the YouTube case
and urged a federal judge not
to declare the law unconstitu-
tional after the content cre-
ators said it allows the Google
video-sharing site to violate
their free-speech rights.

The content makers accuse
YouTube of using unlawful
policies and algorithms to re-
strict the videos they post and
strip them of ad revenue. The
company denies discriminat-
ing against creators and claims
it’simmune from the suit un-
der section 230 of the Com-
munications Decency Act,
which shields tech platforms
from being sued over content

that users post on their sites.

At a hearing Tuesday, US
Magistrate Judge Virginia De-
Marchi said she’ll issue a rul-
ing in coming weeks on
whether to let the case pro-
ceed.The Justice Department’s
view is ‘not surprising’ as
courts have ruled that social
media platforms aren’t gov-
ernment bodies and people
don’t have constitutional
rights against them, said
Nathaniel Persily, a professor
at Stanford Law School.

“It will be very interesting
to see in the future whether
the admonition in the execu-
tive order to conduct investi-
gations on companies onview-
point-based discrimination
would then lead the DOJ not to
take positionslike thisin these
cases,” Persily said.

Social distancing is improving
your shopping experience

BEFORE COVID-19, VISI-
TORS to Jared The Galleria of
Jewellery browsed glass cases
of engagement rings and dia-
mond earrings and paid at a
pin pad. But now this routine
— culminating in the furious
printing of a receipt — has
been turned upside down.

And it’s likely to stay that
way.

With two-thirds of its
3,000 locations shuttered,
Signet Jewellers, owner of the
Jared brand and other chains,
has sold thousands of pieces a
day via a new feature: video
calls. After browsing online
with asalesrep and paying, the
shopper drives to a nearby
store. A gloved and masked
employee makes the delivery,
and maybe something extra —
a fewweeks ago,a dozen roses
were included and the buyer
proposed in the parking lot.

As thousands of stores and
restaurants across the country
reopen with shutdown restric-
tions easing, Americans are
discovering a reshaped shop-
ping experience.Along with all
the plexiglass shields and so-
cial-distancing signs, comes
the rapid adoption of contact-
less checkout. This is safer for
employees and customers,

The traditional checkout

while also forcing the evolu-
tion of a USretail industry that
has woefully trailed much of
the world in technology.

“We see it as an opportu-
nity to open the aperture for
our customer experience,’ said
Bill Luth, an executive vice
president at Signet.

Courts have thrown out
other censorship cases targeting
social media companies.The US
Court of Appeals in San Fran-
cisco in February dismissed a
suit by conservative media com-
pany PragerU alleging YouTube
unlawfully censored its videos
because of the political views
they espoused. The court ruled
that although YouTube is like a
‘public square’ on the internet,
it’sbeyond thereach of the First
Amendment.— BLOOMBERG

some of the president’s allies
believe it would not bring an
end to the demonstrations.

“That would only set the
president up for failure for the
simple fact that it doesn’t mat-
ter how beautiful, or poetic or
even unifying an Oval Office
address President Trump
might give, it’s not going toim-
mediately stop the lawlessness
thatwe’re seeing in the streets,’
said Jason Miller, a former
spokesman for Trump’s 2016
campaign.

In his Rose Garden remarks
Monday evening, though,
Trump offered little to unify the
nation,sooth wounds reopened
by Floyd’s killing at the hands of
Minneapolis police or call for
calm. The president instead
presented the might of the US
military as his answer to do-
mestic unrest.

And previous efforts to de-
liver a presidential message
from the Oval Office have
largelybeen panned. His March
11 speech about the coron-
avirus pandemic, in which he
blamed China for the outbreak,
sent financial markets tum-
bling.

As criticism of Monday’s po-
liceviolence mounted, Trump’s
White House braced itself. The
security perimeter was ex-
tended to two blocks in all di-
rections,with a fence appearing
overnight on the northern side
of Lafayette Square, normally a
public park.

defy curfew but violence subsides

US PROTESTERS IGNORED
curfews overnight as they
vented their anger over the
death of an unarmed black
man at the hands of police,but
there was a marked drop in the
violence that prompted Presi-
dent Donald Trump to
threaten to deploy the mili-
tary.

George Floyd died after a
white policeman pinned his
neck under a knee for nearly
nine minutes in Minneapolis
on May 25, reigniting the ex-
plosive issue of police brutality
against African Americans five
months before the November
presidential election.

Tens of thousands of peo-
ple took to the streets of cities
coast to coast for an eighth
night as National Guard troops
lined the steps of the Lincoln
Memorial in Washington.

There was sporadic vio-
lence in Washington and Port-
land, Oregon, with protesters
tossing fireworks and bottles
answered by police flash
grenades and tear gas.

Clashes between protesters
and police and looting of some
stores in New York gave way to
relative quiet in the early hours
of Wednesday. Police told me-
dia they made 200 arrests,
largely for curfew violations.

In Los Angeles, many
demonstrators who defied the
curfew were arrested but by
mid-evening, calm had been
restored to the extent that
television stations switched

There was sporadic
violence in Washington
and Portland, Oregon,
with protesters tossing
fireworks and bottles
answered by police flash
grenades and tear gas

from wall-to-wall coverage
back to regular programming.

Large marches and rallies
also took place in Philadelphia,
Atlanta, Denver and Seattle.

The officer who knelt on
Floyd, Derek Chauvin, 44, has
been charged with third-de-
gree murder and second-de-
gree manslaughter. Three
other officers involved were
fired but have not been
charged.

Although rallies on behalf of
Floyd and othervictims of police
brutality in recent days have
been largely peaceful,after dark
many have turned tovandalism,
arson and looting. On Monday
night, five police officers were
hit by gunfire in two cities.

Outside the US Capitol
building on Tuesday afternoon
a throng took to one knee,
chanting‘silenceisviolence’and
‘no justice, no peace’,as officers
faced them just before the gov-
ernment-imposed curfew.

Many of the protesters
used the slogan ‘take a knee’,
referring both to how Floyd
died and a long-standing
protest against racism in
America that started in 2016
with a football player taking a
knee instead of standing dur-
ing the National Anthem.

The crowd remained after
dark, despite the curfew and

vows by Trump to crackdown on
what he has called lawlessness
by ‘hoodlums’and ‘thugs’, using
National Guard troops or even
the US militaryif necessary.

In Atlanta, four officers and
two former officers were
charged with using excessive
force while arresting two stu-
dents. Minneapolis launched
an investigation into possible
discriminatory practicesin the
police department over the
last 10 years.

In New York, thousands of
chanting protesters ignored
the curfew to march from the
Barclays Center in Flatbush to-
ward the Brooklyn Bridge as
police helicopters whirred
overheard.The crowd halted at
an entrance to the Manhattan
Bridge roadway,chanted at riot
police: ‘Walk with us! Walk
with us’. New York state police
arrested a 30-year-old woman
Tuesday after she drove a car
striking three police at a
demonstration in Buffalo on
Monday.

On Hollywood Boulevard in
Los Angeles, hundreds of peo-
ple filled the street, marching
past famous landmarks of the
film center. Others gathered
outside Los Angeles Police De-
partment headquarters down-
town, in some cases hugging
and shaking hands with a line
of officers outside.

Los Angeles was the scene
of violent riots in 1992, fol-
lowing the acquittal of four
policemen charged in the
beating of black motorist Rod-
ney King, that saw more than
60 people killed and an esti-
mated $1 billion in damage.

Zuckerberg defends hands-oft
approach to Trump’s posts

MARK ZUCKERBERG, FACE-
BOOK'S chief executive, on
Tuesday stood firmly behind
his decision not to do any-
thing about President
Trump’s inflammatory posts
on the social network, saying
that he had made a ‘tough
decision’ but that it ‘was
pretty thorough’.

In a question-and-answer
session with employees con-
ducted over video chat soft-
ware, Zuckerberg sought to
justify his position, which
has led to fierce internal dis-
sent.The meeting, which had
been scheduled for Thursday,
was moved up to Tuesday af-
ter hundreds of employees
protested the inaction by
staging a virtual ‘walkout’

Zuckerberg said that
though he knew many people
would be upset with Face-
book, a policy review backed
up his decision. He added
that after he made his deter-
mination, he received a
phone call from President
Trump on Friday.

“I used that opportunity
to make him know I felt this
post was inflammatory and
harmful, and let him know
where we stood on it,” Zucker-
berg told Facebook employ-
ees.But though he voiced dis-
pleasure to the president, he
reiterated that Trump’s mes-
sage did not break the social
network’s guidelines.

The Facebook chief held
firm even as the pressure on
him to rein in Trump’s mes-
sages intensified. Civil rights
