67% new total Covid cases in Kerala alone

NEW DELHI: India logged in the new Covid- 19 infections over 40,000 for the second day with 44,658 cases on Friday, while 67% of
them or 30,007 were reported from Kerala alone that accounted for 18.03% positivity rate against the national average of 2.45% and
the highest 162 deaths in the past 24 hours, Maharashtra close behind at 159 fatalities and 5108 infections. The active Covid-19 cases
also swelled for the third day by | 1,174 to push the cumulative active cases to 3.45 lakh. The nationwide tally of the spread of Covid-
19 hit 32.60 million, though 31.82 million recovered with the recovery rate of 97.60% and the death toll jumped to 4,36,861.

CBI registers
iresh FIR

The CBI on Friday regis-
tered two more separate
cases pushing the number
of cases to eleven on the
orders of the Calcutta
High Court related to vio-
lence and other offences in
West Bengal.

Notably, on Thursday the
CBI had registered nine
cases on post-poll violence.
Of the 11 cases one case
was of gangrape the com-
plaint of which was regis-
tered at the Nabagram po-
lice station on May 10.

Meanwhile, of the remain-
ing FIRs three are from
Gangnapur, Chapra and Kot-
wali in Nadia where the CBI
team visited on Friday and
spoke to the family members
of deceased BJP cadres
there and also took evi-
dences and did videos dur-

ing their probe. CBI visited
houses of Uttam Ghosh in
Gangnapur who were
killed on May 2 and Palash
Mandal of Krishnanagar
who were dragged from his
house and was killed on
June 14. Apart from Nadia
the CBI teams had visited
South 24 Parganas and
also revisited deceased
BJP cadre Jay Prakash Ya-
dav’s house in North 24
Parganas and have spoken
to his wife.

According to the de-
ceased cadre’s wife, they
are still getting threats
and warnings of death
from local TMC cadres.

“The TMC cadres are
still giving us threat calls
of killing the entire family.
I want the investigation to
run smoothly and end fast
so that the culprits can get
punished,” said deceased
BJP worker’s wife.

Mysuru gangrape: 5 college
stutents on police radar

The needle of suspicion in
the horrific gang rape of an
MBA student near Mysuru
Tuesday night is now on five
students studying in a col-
lege in Mysuru - four from
Kerala and one from Tamil
Nadu.

Bombay HC's bail to alleged terrorist upheld

The Supreme Court on Friday refused
to entertain a plea by the NIA to re-ar-
rest Areeb Ejaz Majeed, an alleged
member of banned terrorist outfit Is-
lamic State (IS), nabbed in November
2014 by the Mumbai ATS and then his
case was handed over to the NIA.

A Bench of Justices S Abdul Nazeer
and A S Bopanna declined to interfere
in the Bombay High Court's decision
on February 23 to uphold the bail
granted to him by the trial court, de-
spite strong pleadings by Additional

Solicitor General S V Raju on behalf
of the NIA why he moving freely may
trigger terrorist activities in the
country. Raju claimed Majeed had re-
turned to Mumbai to carry out blasts
at the police headquarters and recruit
Indians and non-residents to join the
terrorist organisation and narrated
how he went to Iraq in May 2014 on a
pilgrimage visa but slipped out to Syr-
1a to join IS. He argued the bail is not
permissible to Majeed since his case
is under the UAPA.

The Bench, however, declined to en-
tertain the central agency's petition,
noting that the accused has been in

the trial

prison for more than five years and

court had put stringent con-

ditions while releasing him on bail on
March 17, 2020. It did not accept Raju's
plea that Majid's decent behaviour
can't be a ground for bail by the trial
court since he had come back to India
with a motive to carry out a "lone wolf
attack" kind of operations.

Relying on alleged social media
posts of his co-accused, the NIA had
made out a case that Majid was

trained in handling of weapons and

Five truckeps
Killed by militants
in Assam

Five truckers transporting
coal were killed and their
vehicles set ablaze by sus-
pected militants in Assam's
Dima Hasao district, police
said on Friday.

A group of suspected Di-
masa National Liberation
Army militants opened fire
at the trucks lined up in the
Rangerbeel area, around 5
km from the Diyunmukh
police station, on Thursday
night, they said.

Two truck drivers were
shot dead, while three oth-
ers were burnt to death
when their vehicles were
set ablaze by the militants,
police said.

The trucks were carrying
coal from Umrangshu in
Dima Hasao to Lanka in
Hojai district, they said.
Combing operations were
launched to nab the mili-
tants, police said. senior
district police officer said
that security was beefed up
in the area.

The truck owners claimed
that the militants demand-
ed money from them.

They urged the authori-
ties to ensure adequate se-
curity.

We con-
tinue to monitor the evolv-
ing situation which is very
fluid,” said Bagchi.

Asked how many Indian
nationals are still left in
Afghanistan, he said, “This
is a number that changes as
we receive new information
of people who contact us
with a request to leave the
country.
