d) The appointment, re-appointment or removal of an Independent Director of the 

Company, shall be subject to the approval of shareholders by way of a special 

resolution. 

e) The Company shall ensure that the appointment or a re-appointment of a person, 

including as a managing director or a whole-time director or a manager, who was 

earlier rejected by the shareholders at a general meeting, shall be done only with the 

prior approval of the shareholders. The statement referred to under sub-section (1) of 

section 102 of the Companies Act, 2013, annexed to the notice to the shareholders, for 

considering the appointment or re-appointment of such a person earlier rejected by the 

shareholders shall contain a detailed explanation and justification by the Nomination 

and Remuneration Committee and the Board of directors for recommending such a 

person for appointment or re-appointment;

f) The Company shall not appoint or continue the employment of any person as 

Managing Director or Whole-time Director who has attained the age of seventy years. 

Provided that the term of the person holding this position may be extended beyond the 

age of seventy years with the approval of shareholders by passing a special resolution.

g) The Company shall not appoint a person or continue the directorship of any person 

as a Non-Executive Director who has attained the age of seventy five years unless a 

special resolution is passed to that effect, in which case the explanatory statement 

annexed to the notice for such motion shall indicate the justification for appointing 

such a person;
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2. TERM / TENURE

 Managing Director/Whole-time Director:

 The Company shall appoint or re-appoint any person as its Executive Chairman, Managing 

Director, Whole-time Director or Executive Director for a term not exceeding five years at a 

time. No re-appointment shall be made earlier than one year before the expiry of term.

3. Independent Director:

a) An Independent Director shall hold office for a term upto five consecutive years on the 

Board of the Company and will be eligible for re-appointment on passing of a special 

resolution by the Company and disclosure of such appointment in the Board’s report.

b) No Independent Director shall hold office for more than two consecutive terms of 

upto maximum of 5 years each, but such Independent Director shall be eligible 

for appointment after expiry of three years of ceasing to become an Independent 

Director.

c) Provided that an Independent Director shall not, during the said period of three years, 

be appointed in or be associated with the Company in any other capacity, either 

directly or indirectly.

d) At the time of appointment of Independent Director it should be ensured that number 

of Boards on which such Independent Director serves is restricted to seven listed 

companies as an Independent Director and three listed companies as an Independent 

Director in case such person is serving as a Whole-time Director of a listed company or 

such other number as may be prescribed under the Act.

e) The Independent Director, who resigns from the Company, shall be appointed as an 

Executive / Whole Time Director on the Board of the Company, its holding, subsidiary 

or associate company or on the board of a company belonging to its promoter 

group, unless a period of one year has elapsed from the date of resignation as an 

Independent Director.

4. Remuneration to Managing Director / Executive Director / Whole-time Director:

a) The Remuneration / Commission etc. payable to Managing Director / Executive 

Director / Whole-time Director, etc. including the income components, perquisite, 

benefits, etc., shall be governed as per the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 

and its rules made there under or any other enactment and the Listing Regulations, 

including amendments or modifications or re-enactments for the time being in force.

b) All form of remuneration including its components, perquisites, benefits etc. payable to 

Managing Director / Executive Director / Whole-time Director, etc. shall be determined 

and recommended by the Nomination and Remuneration Committee and the same 
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shall be approved by the Audit Committee, Board of Directors and Shareholders with 

or without modifications as may be deemed appropriate subject to the provisions of 

the Companies Act, 2013 and its rules made there under or any other enactment and 

the Listing Regulations, including amendments or modifications or re-enactments for 

the time being in force.

c) The fees or compensation payable to Managing Director / Executive Director / Whole-

time Director, who are promoters or members of the promoter group, shall be subject 

to the approval of the shareholders by special resolution in general meeting, if-

i. the annual remuneration payable to such Managing Director / Executive Director / 

Whole-time Director exceeds rupees 5 crore or 2.5 per cent of the net profits of the 

Company, whichever is higher; or

ii. where there is more than one such Director, the aggregate annual remuneration 

to such directors exceeds 5 per cent of the net profits of the Company;

 Provided that the approval of the shareholders, as mentioned above, shall be valid 

only till the expiry of the term of such director.

5. Remuneration to Non- Executive / Independent Directors:

a) The Non-Executive / Independent Directors may receive sitting fees and such other 

remuneration as permissible under the provisions of Companies Act, 2013. The 

amount of sitting fees shall be such as may be recommended by the Nomination 

and Remuneration Committee and approved by the Board of Directors.

b) All the remuneration of the Non- Executive / Independent Directors (excluding 

remuneration for attending meetings as prescribed under Section 197 (5) of the 

Companies Act, 2013) shall be subject to ceiling/ limits as provided under Companies 

Act, 2013 and rules made there under or any other enactment for the time being in 

force. The amount of such remuneration shall be such as may be recommended 

by the Nomination and Remuneration Committee and approved by the Board of 

Directors or shareholders, as the case may be.

c) Any remuneration paid to Non- Executive / Independent Directors for services rendered 

which are of professional in nature shall not be considered as part of the remuneration 

for the purposes of clause (b) above if the following conditions are satisfied:

i) The Services are rendered by such Director in his capacity as the professional; and

ii) In the opinion of the Committee, the director possesses the requisite qualification 

for the practice of that profession.
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d) All fees or compensation, if any, paid to Non-Executive Directors, including Independent 

Directors shall require approval of the shareholders.  The approval of shareholders shall 

specify the limits for the maximum number of stock options that may be granted to 

Non-Executive Directors, in any financial year and in aggregate. The requirement of 

obtaining approval of shareholders shall not apply to payment of sitting fees to Non-

Executive Directors, if made within the limits prescribed under the Companies Act, 

2013 for payment of sitting fees without approval of the Central Government;

e) The approval of shareholders by special resolution shall be obtained every year, in 

which the annual remuneration payable to a single Non-Executive Director exceeds 

fifty per cent of the total annual remuneration payable to all Non-Executive Directors, 

giving details of the remuneration thereof.

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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

INDUSTRY STRUCTURE, DEVELOPMENTS AND FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE WITH RESPECT TO 

OPERATIONAL PERFORMANCE

Results

The Company’s Total income stood at ` 41,365 lakhs in contrast to ` 41,116 lakhs achieved 

during the previous year 2022-23.

The EBIDTA of the Company for FY 2023-24 was ` 2,653 lakhs compared to ` 2,825 lakhs in FY 

2022-23. 

The PAT reported for FY 2023-24 is ` 781 Lakhs compared to ` 1,014 lakhs in FY 2022-23.

Capital Investment

Our Company has made a total capital investment of ` 708 lakhs.

OPPORTUNITIES, THREATS, RISKS & CONCERNS

Food Division

The demand for wheat-based products such as bread, biscuits, pasta, and ready-to-eat meals 

is increasing, driven by urbanization, changing dietary habits, and an expanding middle class 

in India. This presents an opportunity for product diversification and market expansion.  The 

government’s support through stable MSP (Minimum Support Price) ensures a reliable raw 

material supply at predictable costs, helping in long-term planning and pricing strategies.

Wheat production in India for FY 2023-24 was estimated to be around 110-112 million metric 

tons. This was slightly lower than the initial projections due to weather-related disruptions, but 

still within a stable range compared to previous years.  The OMSS (Open Market Sales Scheme) 

program implemented by the FCI (Food Corporation of India) for the FY 2023-24 was continued 

till December 2023, to facilitate the sale of surplus food grains, primary wheat, and rice, from 

the central pool in the open market at pre-determined prices through e-auction in the open 

market time to time. Which enhances the supply of wheat during the lean season.

Engineering Division

The Indian foundry industry, which is one of the largest globally, continued to be a critical part 

of the manufacturing sector, supporting industries like automotive, engineering, infrastructure, 

agriculture, and defense. Despite global economic uncertainties, the demand for castings in 

India remained strong, driven by robust growth in end-user industries, particularly automotive 

and infrastructure development.

India’s foundry industry operates over 4,500 foundries with a production capacity of around 

12 million metric tons per annum. The sector is diverse, comprising large-scale manufacturers 

and numerous small and medium enterprises (SMEs).
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The industry’s focus on technological advancements, sustainability, and government support 

initiatives contributed to its overall positive outlook. However, managing raw material costs, 

energy prices, and compliance with environmental regulations remained critical to sustaining 

profitability and growth.

The industry has the potential for continuous growth and innovation with increasing demand 

from various sectors and the adoption of new technologies.

SEGMENT-WISE AND PRODUCT-WISE PERFORMANCE

Segment-wise and product-wise results are stated separately under the relevant notes on 

accounts to the financial statements.

ECONOMIC OUTLOOK FOR THE YEAR

India registered a GDP growth of 8.2% for FY24 (7.2% in FY 2022-23). Government capex 

registered 25%+ Y-o-Y growth. Inflation moderated to 4.9% Y-o-Y by Mar-24 from an average of 

6.7% in FY 2022-23. Core CPI inflation fell to 3.2% (all time low).  While India’s economy remains 

steady, the government’s response to global economic shifts and focus on strengthening 

domestic production and enhancing infrastructure.   

The wheat market in India for FY 2024-25 is expected to be influenced by several key factors, 

including domestic production, government policies, global market dynamics, and climate 

conditions. Wheat production in FY 2024-25 is expected to be stable, with a projected output 

of around 110-115 million metric tons, assuming favorable weather conditions. Wheat prices in 

FY 2024-25 are expected to remain firm, supported by steady demand and the government’s 

Minimum Support Price (MSP) policy. The MSP for wheat is likely to be revised upwards to account 

for inflationary pressures on input costs, ensuring a remunerative price for farmers. However, 

price volatility may occur depending on production levels and market supply.

INTERNAL CONTROL SYSTEM AND THEIR ADEqUACY

Planned periodic reviews are carried out resulting in identification of deficiencies and 

formulation of time bound action plans to improve efficiency. The adequacy of the internal 

control systems is periodically reviewed by the Audit Committee. This, supplemented with 

existing periodical management reviews, will enable the Company to improve its monitoring 

system at all levels.

The Company has internal control procedures commensurate with its size and the nature of 

its business for purchase of raw materials, plant and machinery, components, other items and 

sale of goods.

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Notes to Financial Statements for the year ended March 31, 2024

1 Corporate Information

 Kovilpatti Lakshmi Roller Flour Mills Limited was established in 1964 with an initial milling 

capacity of 15,600 MT per annum and has since expanded to 74,900 MT per annum. 

The Scheme of Amalgamation of Raya Foods Private limited (Transferor Company) 

with the Company sanctioned vide the order of the Hon’ble National company law 

Tribunal, Chennai Bench, dated  5th January 2024 and 18th January 2024 came into 

effect on 1st February, 2024 (Effective Date).  The Appointed Date of the said Scheme 

is 1st April, 2022. On account of this amalgamation, the production capacity has been 

additionally increased by 96,300 MT. The wheat products are marketed in varied SKUs 

across Tamil Nadu and Kerala. The engineering division producing ferrous castings 

with an installed capacity of 12,000 MT per annum caters to a range of clients in the 

automotive, capital equipment, pumps & valves and general engineering sectors. 

In pursuance of the Scheme of Amalgamation, the Board of Directors, on 2nd February, 

2024, has allotted 35,00,000 equity shares of ` 10/- each to the shareholders of Raya 

Foods Private Limited (Transferor Company) and complied with the provisions of the Act.  

Consequently, the paid-up equity share capital of the company increased to ` 904.15 

lakhs comprising of 90,41,476 equity shares of ` 10/- each.  The Earning Per Share (EPS) 

presented for the previous year / preceding and corresponding previous quarter(s) / current 

quarter and year have been restated after recognising the effect of the Scheme.

2 Basis of preparation of financial statements

 Basis of preparation and presentation

 These financial statements are prepared in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards 

(Ind AS) under the historical cost convention on the accrual basis except for certain financial 

instruments which are measured at fair values, the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 

(‘the Act’) (to the extent notified) and guidelines issued by the Securities and Exchange 

Board of India (SEBI). The Ind AS are prescribed under Section 133 of the Act read with  

Rule 3 of the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 and Companies 

(Indian Accounting Standards) Amendment Rules, 2016.

 Use of estimates

 The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Generally Accepted Accounting 

Principles (GAAP) requires management to make judgments, estimates and assumptions 

that affect the application of accounting policies and reported amounts of assets, 

liabilities, income and expenses and the disclosure of contingent liabilities on the date of 

the financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates. Estimates and 

underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Any revision to accounting 

estimates is recognised prospectively in current and future periods.
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 Functional and presentation currency

 These financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees (INR), which is the Company’s 

functional currency. All financial information presented in INR has been rounded to the 

nearest Lakhs (up to two decimals). 

 The financial statements are approved for issue by the Company’s Board of Directors on 

May 22, 2024

2A Critical accounting estimates and management judgments

 In application of the accounting policies, which are described in note 2, the 

management of the Company is required to make judgements, estimates and 

assumptions about the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities that are not readily 

apparent from other sources. The estimates and assumptions are based on historical 

experience and other factors that are considered to be relevant.

 Information about significant areas of estimation, uncertainty and critical judgements 

used in applying accounting policies that have the most significant effect on the 

amounts recognised in the financial statements is included in the following notes:

 Property, Plant and Equipment and Intangible Assets

 The residual values and estimated useful life of PPEs and Intangible Assets are assessed 

by the technical team at each reporting date by taking into account the nature of 

asset, the estimated usage of the asset, the operating condition of the asset, past 

history of replacement and maintenance support. Upon review, the management 

accepts the assigned useful life and residual value for computation of depreciation/

amortisation. Also, management judgement is exercised for classifying the asset as 

investment properties or vice versa.

 Current tax

 Calculations of income taxes for the current period are done based on applicable tax 

laws and management’s judgement by evaluating positions taken in tax returns and 

interpretations of relevant provisions of law.

 Deferred Tax Assets (including MAT Credit Entitlement)

 Significant management judgement is exercised by reviewing the deferred tax assets 

at each reporting date to determine the amount of deferred tax assets that can be 

retained / recognised, based upon the likely timing and the level of future taxable 

profits together with future tax planning strategies.

 Fair value

 Management uses valuation techniques in measuring the fair value of financial 

instruments where active market quotes are not available. In applying the valuation 

techniques, management makes maximum use of market inputs and uses estimates 
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and assumptions that are, as far as possible, consistent with observable data that 

market participants would use in pricing the instrument. Where applicable data is not 

observable, management uses its best estimate about the assumptions that market 

participants would make. These estimates may vary from the actual prices that would 

be achieved in an arm’s length transaction at the reporting date.

 Impairment of Trade Receivables

 The impairment for trade receivables are done based on assumptions about risk of 

default and expected loss rates. The assumptions, selection of inputs for calculation 

of impairment are based on management judgement considering the past history, 

market conditions and forward looking estimates at the end of each reporting date.

 Impairment of Non-financial assets (PPE/ Intangible Assets)

 The  impairment  assessment of  non-financial  assets  is  determined  based  on  

estimation  of recoverable  amount  of  such  assets.  The  assumptions  used  in  

computing  the recoverable amount are based on management judgement 

considering the timing of future cash flows, discount rates and the risks specific to the 

asset.

 Defined Benefit Plans and Other long term benefits

 The cost of the defined benefit plan and other long term benefits, and the present 

value of such obligation are determined by the independent actuarial valuer. An 

actuarial valuation involves making various assumptions that may differ from actual 

developments in future. Management believes that the assumptions used by the 

actuary in determination of the discount rate, future salary increases, mortality rates 

and attrition rates are reasonable. Due to the complexities involved in the valuation 

and  its  long term  nature, this  obligation is  highly sensitive  to changes  in these 

assumptions. All assumptions are reviewed at each reporting date.

 Fair value measurement of financial instruments

 When  the  fair  values  of  financial  assets  and  financial  liabilities  could  not  be 

measured based on quoted prices in active markets, management uses valuation 

techniques including the Discounted Cash Flow (DCF) model, to determine its fair value.  

The  inputs  to  these  models  are  taken  from  observable  markets  where possible, but 

where this is not feasible, a degree of judgement is exercised in establishing fair values. 

Judgements include considerations of inputs such as liquidity risk, credit risk and volatility.

 Provisions and contingencies

 The recognition and measurement of other provisions are based on the assessment of 

the probability of an outflow of resources, and on past experience and circumstances 

known at the reporting date. The actual outflow of resources at a future date may 

therefore vary from the figure estimated at end of each reporting period.
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2B Recent accounting pronouncements

 Ministry of Corporate Affairs (“MCA”) notifies new standards or amendments to the 

existing standards under Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules as issued 

from time to time. During the year ended March 31, 2024, MCA has not notified any 

new standards or amendments to the existing standards applicable to the Company.

 The Company adopted Disclosure of Accounting Policies (Amendments to Ind AS 1) 

from 1 April 2023. Although the amendments did not result in any changes in the 

accounting policies themselves, they impacted the accounting policy information 

disclosed in the financial statements.

 The amendments require the disclosure of ‘material’ rather than ‘significant’ accounting 

policies. The amendments also provide guidance on the application of materiality 

to disclosure of accounting policies, assisting entities to provide useful, entity-specific 

accounting policy information that users need to understand other information in the 

financial statements.

3 Material Accounting Policies

 a) Current versus non-current classification

 The Company presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current/ 

non-current classification.

 An asset is treated as current when it is:

i) Expected to be realised or intended to be sold or consumed in normal operating 

cycle

ii) Held primarily for the purpose of trading

iii) Expected to be realised within twelve months after the reporting period, or

iv) Cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle 

a liability for at least twelve months after the reporting period

 All other assets are classified as non-current.

 A liability is current when:

i) It is expected to be settled in normal operating cycle

ii) It is held primarily for the purpose of trading

iii) It is due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period, or

iv) There is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least 

twelve months after the reporting period

 All other liabilities are classified as non-current.

 Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities.
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 The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their 

realisation in cash and cash equivalents. The Company has identified approximately 5 

months as its average operating cycle.

b) Fair value measurement

 The Company has applied the fair value measurement wherever necessitated at 

each reporting period.

 Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability 

in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date.  The 

fair value measurement is based on the presumption that the transaction to sell the 

asset or transfer the liability takes place either:

i)  In the principal market for the asset or liability;

ii)  In the absence of a principal market, in the most advantageous market for the 

asset or liability.

 The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible by the Company.

 The fair value of an asset or liability is measured using the assumptions that market 

participants would use when pricing the asset or liability, assuming that market 

participants act in their economic best interest.

 A fair value measurement of a non - financial asset takes into account a market 

participant’s ability to generate economic benefits by using the asset in its highest and 

the best use or by selling it to another  market participant that would use the asset in its 

highest and best use.

 The Company uses valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances 

and for which sufficient data are available to measure fair value, maximizing the use 

of relevant observable inputs and minimising the use of unobservable inputs.

 All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the financial 

statements are categorized within the fair value hierarchy, described as follows, based 

on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as a whole:

 Level 1 : Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active market for identical assets or 

liabilities;

 Level 2 : Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the 

fair value measurement is directly or indirectly observable; and

 Level 3 : Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the 

fair value measurement is unobservable.

 For assets and liabilities that are recognized in the financial statements on a recurring 

basis, the Company determines whether transfers have occurred between levels in the 
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hierarchy by re-assessing categorization (based on the lowest level input that is significant 

to the fair value measurement as a whole) at the end of each reporting period.

 The Company has designated the respective team leads to determine the policies 

and procedures for both recurring and non - recurring fair value measurement.  External 

valuers are involved, wherever necessary with the approval of Company’s board of 

directors.  Selection criteria include market knowledge, reputation, independence and 

whether professional standards are maintained.

 For the purpose of fair value disclosure, the Company has determined classes of assets 

and liabilities on the basis of the nature, characteristics and risk of the asset or liability 

and the level of the fair value hierarchy as explained above.  The component wise fair 

value measurement is disclosed in the relevant notes.

c) Revenue Recognition

 Sale of goods

 Revenue is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will 

flow to the Company and the revenue can be reliably measured, regardless of when 

the payment is being made. Revenue on sale of goods is recognised when the risk 

and rewards of ownership is transferred to the buyer, which generally coincides with the 

despatch of the goods or as per the inco-terms agreed with the customers.

 Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable, 

taking into account contractually defined terms of payment. It comprises of invoice 

value of goods including excise duty and after deducting discounts, volume rebates 

and applicable taxes on sale. It also excludes value of self-consumption.

 Sale of services

 Income from sale of services is recognised when the services are rendered as per the 

terms of the agreement and when no significant uncertainty as to its determination or 

realisation exists.

 Export entitlements

 Export entitlements from Government authorities are recognised in the statement 

of profit and loss when the right to receive credit as per the terms of the scheme 

is established in respect of the exports made by the Company, and where there is 

no significant uncertainty regarding the ultimate collection of the relevant export 

proceeds.

 Interest Income

 Interest income is recorded using the effective interest rate (EIR). EIR is the rate that 

exactly discounts the estimated future cash payments or receipts over the expected 

life of the financial instrument or a shorter period, where appropriate, to the gross 
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carrying amount of the financial asset or to the amortised cost of a financial liability. 

When calculating the effective interest rate, the Company estimates the expected 

cash flows by considering all the contractual terms of the financial instrument (for 

example, prepayment, extension, call and similar options) but does not consider the 

expected credit losses.

 Dividend income

 Dividend income is recognized when the company’s right to receive dividend is 

established by the reporting date, which is generally when shareholders approve the 

dividend.

d) Property, plant and equipment and capital work in progress

 Presentation

 Property, plant and equipment and capital work in progress are stated at cost, net of 

accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses, if any. Such cost 

includes the cost of replacing part of the plant and equipment and borrowing costs 

of a qualifying asset,  if the recognition criteria are met. When significant parts of plant 

and equipment are required to be replaced at intervals, the Company depreciates 

them separately based on their specific useful lives. All other repair and maintenance 

costs are recognised in profit or loss as incurred.

 Advances paid towards the acquisition of tangible assets outstanding at each balance 

sheet date, are disclosed as capital advances under other non-current assets and 

the cost of the tangible assets not ready for their intended use before such date, are 

disclosed as capital work in progress.

 Component Cost

 All material/ significant components have been identified and have been accounted 

separately. The useful life of such component are analysed independently and 

wherever components are having different useful life other than plant they are part of, 

useful life of components are considered for calculation of depreciation.

 The cost of replacing part of an item of property, plant and equipment is recognised 

in the carrying amount of the item if it is probable that the future economic benefits 

embodied within the part will flow to the Company and its cost can be measured 

reliably. The costs of repairs and maintenance are recognised in the statement of profit 

and loss as incurred.

 Machinery spares/ insurance spares that can be issued only in connection with an item 

of fixed assets and their issue is expected to be irregular are capitalised. Replacement 

of such spares is charged to revenue. Other spares are charged as revenue expenditure 

as and when consumed.
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 Derecognition

 Gains or losses arising from derecognition of property, plant and equipment are 

measured as the difference between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying 

amount of the asset and are recognized in the statement of profit and loss when the 

asset is derecognized.

e) Depreciation on property, plant and equipment

 Depreciation is the systematic allocation of the depreciable amount of an asset over 

its useful life on a straight line method. The depreciable amount for assets is the cost of 

an asset, or other amount substituted for cost, less 5% being its residual value.

 Depreciation is provided on straight line method, over the useful lives specified in 

Schedule II to the Companies Act, 2013.

 Depreciation for PPE on additions is calculated on pro-rata basis from the date of such 

additions. For deletion/disposals, the depreciation is calculated on pro-rata basis up to 

the date on which such assets have been discarded / sold. Additions to fixed assets, 

costing ` 5000 each or less are fully depreciated.

 The residual values, estimated useful lives and methods of depreciation of property, 

plant and equipment are reviewed at each financial year end and adjusted 

prospectively, if appropriate.

f) Intangible assets

 Intangible assets acquired separately

 Intangible assets acquired separately are measured on initial recognition at cost. 

The cost of a separately acquired intangible asset comprises (a) its purchase price, 

including import duties and non-refundable purchase taxes, after deducting trade 

discounts and rebates; and (b) any directly attributable cost of preparing the asset for 

its intended use.

 Following initial recognition, intangible assets are carried at cost less any accumulated 

amortisation and accumulated impairment losses.

 Useful life and amortisation of intangible assets

 The useful lives of intangible assets are assessed as either finite or indefinite. Intangible 

assets with finite lives are amortised over the useful economic life and assessed for 

impairment whenever there is an indication that the intangible asset may be impaired. 

The amortisation period and the amortisation method for an intangible asset with a 

finite useful life are reviewed at least at the end of each reporting period.

 The amortisation expense on intangible assets with finite lives is recognised in the statement 

of profit and loss unless such expenditure forms part of carrying value of another asset.
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 Intangible assets with indefinite useful lives are not amortised, but are tested for 

impairment annually.  The assessment of indefinite life is reviewed annually to determine 

whether the indefinite life continues to be supportable. If not, the change in useful life 

from indefinite to finite is made on a prospective basis.

 Subsequent cost and measurement

 Subsequent costs are capitalised only when it increases the future economic benefits 

embodied in the specific asset to which it relates. All other expenditures, including 

expenditure on internally-generated intangibles, are recognised in the statement of 

profit and loss as incurred.

 Subsequent to initial recognition, internally-generated intangible assets are reported 

at cost less accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses, on the 

same basis as intangible assets that are acquired separately.

 The amortisation expense on intangible assets with finite lives is recognised in the statement 

of profit and loss unless such expenditure forms part of carrying value of another asset.

g) Inventories

 Inventories are carried at the lower of cost and net realisable value.  Cost includes cost 

of purchase and other costs incurred in bringing the inventories to their present location 

and condition. Net realisable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course 

of business, less estimated costs of completion and the estimated costs necessary 

to make the sale. Raw materials and stores & consumables are valued at weighted 

average rate.

h) Financial Instruments

 Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when an entity becomes a 

party to the contractual provisions of the instruments.

 Financial assets

 Initial recognition and measurement

 All financial assets are recognised initially at fair value. However, in the case of financial 

assets not recorded at fair value through profit or loss, transaction costs that are 

attributable to the acquisition of the financial asset. Purchases or sales of financial 

assets that require delivery of assets within a time frame established by regulation or 

convention in the market place (regular way trades) are recognised on the trade date, 

i.e., the date that the Company commits to purchase or sell the asset.

 Subsequent measurement

 For purposes of subsequent measurement, financial assets are classified on the 

basis of their contractual cash flow characteristics and the entity’s business model of 

managing them.
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 Financial assets are classified in four categories:

l Debt instruments at amortised cost

l Debt instruments at fair value through other comprehensive income (FVTOCI)

l Debt instruments, derivatives and equity instruments at fair value through profit or 

loss (FVTPL)

l Equity instruments measured at fair value through other comprehensive income 

(FVTOCI)

 Debt instruments at amortised cost

 The Company classifies a debt instrument as at amortised cost, if both the following 

conditions are met:

a) The asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets for 

collecting contractual cash flows; and

b) Contractual terms of the asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are 

solely payments of principal and interest (SPPI) on the principal amount outstanding.

 Such financial assets are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective 

interest rate (EIR) method. Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any 

discount or premium on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the 

EIR. The EIR amortisation is included in finance income in the profit or loss. The losses 

arising from impairment are recognised in the profit or loss.

 Debt instrument at FVTOCI

 The Company classifies a debt instrument at FVTOCI, if both of the following criteria are 

met:

a) The objective of the business model is achieved both by collecting contractual 

cash flows and selling the financial assets, and

b) The asset’s contractual cash flows represent SPPI.

 Debt instruments included within the FVTOCI category are measured as at each reporting 

date at fair value. Fair value movements are recognized in the other comprehensive 

income (OCI). However, the Company recognizes finance income, impairment losses 

and reversals and foreign exchange gain or loss in the profit and loss statement. On 

derecognition of the asset, cumulative gain or loss previously recognised in OCI is 

reclassified from the equity to profit and loss. Interest earned whilst holding FVTOCI debt 

instrument is reported as interest income using the EIR method.

 Debt instrument at FVTPL

 The Company classifies all debt instruments, which do not meet the criteria for 

categorization as at amortized cost or as FVTOCI, as at FVTPL.

 Equity investments

 All equity investments in scope of Ind AS 109 are measured at fair value. Equity 

instruments which are held for trading are classified as at FVTPL. Where  the Company 

makes an irrevocable election of equity instruments at FVTOCI, it recognises all 

subsequent changes in the fair value in OCI, without any recycling of the amounts 

from OCI to profit and loss, even on sale of such investments.

 Equity instruments included within the FVTPL category are measured at fair value with 

all changes recognized in the profit and loss.

 Derecognition

 A financial asset is primarily derecognised when:

l The rights to receive cash flows from the asset have expired, or

l The Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from the asset or 

has assumed an obligation to pay the received cash flows in full without material 

delay to a third party under a ‘pass-through’ arrangement; and either (a) the 

Company has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of the asset, or (b) 

the Company has neither transferred nor retained substantially all the risks and 

rewards of the asset, but has transferred control of the asset.

 When the Company has transferred its rights to receive cash flows from an asset or 

has entered into a pass-through arrangement, it evaluates if and to what extent it 

has retained the risks and rewards of ownership. When it has neither transferred nor 

retained substantially all of the risks and rewards of the asset, nor transferred control of 

the asset, the Company continues to recognise the transferred asset to the extent of 

the Company’s continuing involvement. In that case, the Company also recognises 
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an associated liability. The transferred asset and the associated liability are measured 

on a basis that reflects the rights and obligations that the Company has retained.

 Continuing involvement that takes the form of a guarantee over the transferred asset is 

measured at the lower of the original carrying amount of the asset and the maximum 

amount of consideration that the Company could be required to repay.

 Impairment of financial assets

 In accordance with Ind AS 109, the Company applies expected credit loss (ECL) 

model for measurement and recognition of impairment loss on the following financial 

assets and credit risk exposure:

a) Financial assets that are debt instruments, and are measured at amortised cost 

e.g., loans, debt securities, deposits, trade receivables and bank balance.

b) Financial assets that are debt instruments and are measured at FVTOCI

c) Trade receivables or any contractual right to receive cash or another financial 

asset that result from transactions that are within the scope of Ind AS 11 and Ind AS 

18.

 The Company follows ‘simplified approach’ for recognition of impairment loss 

allowance on:

l Trade receivables or contract revenue receivables; and

l All lease receivables resulting from transactions within the scope of Ind AS 17

 The application of simplified approach does not require the Company to track 

changes in credit risk. Rather, it recognises impairment loss allowance based on lifetime 

Expected Credit Loss (ECL) at each reporting date, right from its initial recognition.

 For recognition of impairment loss on other financial assets and risk exposure, the 

Company determines that whether there has been a significant increase in the credit 

risk since initial recognition. If credit risk has not increased significantly, 12 months ECL 

is used to provide for impairment loss. However, if credit risk has increased significantly, 

lifetime ECL is used. If, in a subsequent period, credit quality of the instrument improves 

such that there is no longer a significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition, 

then the entity reverts to recognising impairment loss allowance based on 12-month 

ECL.

 Lifetime ECL are the expected credit losses resulting from all possible default events 

over the expected life of a financial instrument. The 12 months ECL is a portion of the 

lifetime ECL which results from default events that are possible within 12 months after 

the reporting date.

 ECL is the difference between all contractual cash flows that are due to the Company 

in accordance with the contract and all the cash flows that the entity expects to 
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receive (i.e., all cash shortfalls), discounted at the original EIR. When estimating the 

cash flows, the Company considers all contractual terms of the financial instrument 

(including prepayment, extension, call and similar options) over the expected life of 

the financial instrument and Cash flows from the sale of collateral held or other credit 

enhancements that are integral to the contractual terms.

 ECL allowance (or reversal) recognized during the period is recognized as income/ 

expense in the statement of profit and loss. This amount is reflected under the head 

‘other expenses’ in the profit and loss. The balance sheet presentation of ECL for various 

financial instruments is described below:

l Financial assets measured as at amortised cost, contractual revenue receivables 

and lease receivables: ECL is presented as an allowance, which reduces the net 

carrying amount. Until the asset meets write-off criteria, the Company does not 

reduce impairment allowance from the gross carrying amount.

l Debt instruments measured at FVTOCI: Since financial assets are already reflected 

at fair value, impairment allowance is not further reduced from its value. Rather, 

ECL amount is presented as ‘accumulated impairment amount’ in the OCI.

 For assessing increase in credit risk and impairment loss, the company combines 

financial instruments on the basis of shared credit risk characteristics with the objective 

of facilitating an analysis that is designed to enable significant increases in credit risk to 

be identified on a timely basis.

 For impairment purposes, significant financial assets are tested on individual basis at 

each reporting date.

The EIR amortisation is 

included as finance costs in the statement of profit and loss.

 All financial liabilities are recognised initially at fair value and, in the case of loans and 

borrowings and payables, net of directly attributable transaction costs.

 The Company’s financial liabilities include trade and other payables, loans and 

borrowings including bank overdrafts, financial guarantee contracts and derivative 

financial instruments.

 The measurement of financial liabilities depends on their classification, as described 

below:

 Financial liabilities at FVTPL

 Financial liabilities at FVTPL include financial liabilities held for trading and financial 

liabilities designated upon initial recognition as at fair value through profit or loss. 

Financial liabilities are classified as held for trading, if they are incurred for the purpose 

of repurchasing in the near term. This category also includes derivative financial 

instruments entered into by the Company that are not designated as hedging 

instruments in hedge relationships as defined by Ind AS 109. Separated embedded 

derivatives are also classified as held for trading unless they are designated as effective 

hedging instruments.

 Gains or losses on liabilities held for trading are recognised in the profit or loss.

 For liabilities designated as FVTPL, fair value gains/ losses attributable to changes in own 

credit risk are recognized in OCI. These gains/ losses are not subsequently transferred to 

profit and loss. However, the company may transfer the cumulative gain or loss within 

equity. All other changes in fair value of such liability are recognised in the statement 
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of profit or loss. The company has not designated any financial liability as at fair value 

through profit and loss.

 Loans and borrowings

 After initial recognition, interest-bearing loans and borrowings are subsequently 

measured at amortised cost using the EIR method. Gains and losses are recognised in 

profit or loss when the liabilities are derecognised as well as through the EIR amortisation 

process.

 Derivative financial instruments

 The Company holds derivative financial instruments such as foreign exchange forward 

and options contracts to mitigate the risk of changes in exchange rates on foreign 

currency exposures. The counterparty for these contracts is generally a bank.

 Derivatives fair valued through profit or loss

 This category has derivative financial assets or liabilities which are not designated as 

hedges.

 Although the Company believes that these derivatives constitute hedges from an 

economic perspective, they may not qualify for hedge accounting under Ind AS 109, 

Financial Instruments. Any derivative that is either not designated a hedge, or is so 

designated but is ineffective as per Ind AS 109, is categorized as a financial asset or 

financial liability, at fair value through profit or loss.

 Derivatives not designated as hedges are recognized initially at fair value and 

attributable transaction costs are recognized in net profit in the Statement of Profit and 

Loss when incurred. Subsequent to initial recognition, these derivatives are measured at 

fair value through profit or loss and the resulting exchange gains or losses are included 

in other income. Assets / liabilities in this category are presented as current assets / 

current liabilities if they are either held for trading or are expected to be realized within 

12 months after the Balance Sheet date.

 Derecognition of financial liabilities

 A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged 

or cancelled or expires. When an existing financial liability is replaced by another 
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from the same lender on substantially different terms, or the terms of an existing 

liability are substantially modified, such an exchange or modification is treated as 

the derecognition of the original liability and the recognition of a new liability. The 

difference in the respective carrying amounts is recognised in the statement of profit 

or loss.

 Reclassification of financial assets

 The Company determines classification of financial assets and liabilities on initial 

recognition. After initial recognition, no reclassification is made for financial assets 

which are equity instruments and financial liabilities. For financial assets which are 

debt instruments, a reclassification is made only if there is a change in the business 

model for managing those assets. Changes to the business model are expected 

to be infrequent. The Company’s senior management determines change in the 

business model as a result of external or internal changes which are significant to the 

Company’s operations. Such changes are evident to external parties. A change in 

the business model occurs when the Company either begins or ceases to perform an 

activity that is significant to its operations. If the Company reclassifies financial assets, it 

applies the reclassification prospectively from the reclassification date which is the first 

day of the immediately next reporting period following the change in business model.

 Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount is reported in the 

balance sheet, if there is a currently enforceable legal right to offset the recognised 

amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis, to realise the assets and 

settle the liabilities simultaneously.

i) Foreign currency transactions and translations

 Transactions and balances

 Transactions in foreign currencies are initially recorded by the Company at the 

functional currency spot rates at the date at which the transaction first qualifies for 

recognition. However, for practical reasons, the Company uses an average rate, if the 

average approximates the actual rate at the date of the transaction.

 Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the 

functional currency spot rates of exchange at the reporting date. Exchange differences 

arising on settlement or translation of monetary items are recognised in profit or loss.

 Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency 

are translated using the exchange rates at the dates of the initial transactions. Non-

monetary items measured at fair value in a foreign currency are translated using the 

exchange rates at the date when the fair value is determined. The gain or loss arising 

on translation of non-monetary items measured at fair value is treated in line with the 

recognition of the gain or loss on the change in fair value of the item (i.e., translation 

differences on items whose fair value gain or loss is recognised in OCI or profit or loss 

are also recognised in OCI or profit or loss, respectively).

 The Company enters into forward exchange contract to hedge its risk associated with 

foreign currency fluctuations. The premium or discount arising at the inception of a 

forward exchange contract is amortized as expense or income over the life of the 

contract. In case of monetary items which are covered by forward exchange contract, 

the difference between the year end rate and rate on the date of the contract is 

recognized as exchange difference. Any profit or loss arising on cancellation of a 

forward exchange contract is recognized as income or expense for that year.
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j) Borrowing Costs

 Borrowing cost  include  interest  computed using Effective  Interest  Rate  method, 

amortisation  of  ancillary  costs  incurred  and  exchange  differences  arising  from 

foreign currency borrowings to the extent they are regarded as an adjustment to the 

interest cost.

 Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition, construction, production 

of a qualifying assets are capitalised as part of the cost of that asset which takes 

substantial period of time to get ready for its intended use. The Company determines 

the amount of borrowing cost eligible for capitalisation by applying capitalisation rate 

to the expenditure incurred on such cost. The capitalisation rate is determined based 

on the weighted average rate of borrowing cost applicable to the borrowings of the 

Company which are outstanding during the period, other than borrowings made 

specifically towards purchase of the qualifying asset. The amount of borrowing cost 

that the Company capitalises during the period does not exceed the amount of 

borrowing cost incurred during that period. All other borrowings costs are expensed in 

the period in which they occur.

 Interest income earned on the temporary investment of specific borrowings pending 

their expenditure on qualifying assets is deducted from the borrowing costs eligible for 

capitalisation. All other borrowing costs are recognised in the statement of profit and 

loss in the period in which they are incurred.

k) Taxes

 Current income tax

 Current income tax assets and liabilities are measured at the amount expected to 

be recovered from or paid to the taxation authorities. The tax rates and tax laws used 

to compute the amount are those that are enacted or substantively enacted, at the 

reporting date in the countries where the Company operates and generates taxable 

income.

 Current income tax relating to items recognised outside profit or loss is recognised 

outside profit or loss (either in other comprehensive income or in equity). Current tax 

items are recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in OCI or directly 

in equity. Management periodically evaluates positions taken in the tax returns with 

respect to situations in which applicable tax regulations are subject to interpretation 

and establishes provisions where  appropriate.

 Minimum Alternate Tax (MAT) paid in accordance with the tax laws, which gives future 

economic benefits in the form of adjustment to future tax liability, is recognised as an 

asset viz. MAT Credit Entitlement, to the extent there is convincing evidence that the 

Company will pay normal Income tax and it is highly probable that future economic 
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benefits associated with it will flow to the Company during the specified  period.  The  

Company  reviews  the  “MAT  Credit  Entitlement”  at  each Balance Sheet date 

and writes down the carrying amount of the same to the extent there is no longer 

convincing evidence to the effect that the  Company will pay normal Income tax 

during the specified period.

 Deferred tax

 Deferred tax is provided using the liability method on temporary differences between 

the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting 

purposes at the reporting date.

 Deferred tax liabilities are recognised for all taxable temporary differences.

 Deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that taxable profit 

will be available against which the deductible temporary differences, and the carry 

forward of unused tax credits and unused tax losses can be utilised. Where there is 

deferred tax assets arising from carry forward of unused tax losses and unused tax 

created, they are recognised to the extent of deferred tax liability.

 The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each reporting date and 

reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will 

be available to allow all or part of the deferred tax asset to be utilised. Unrecognised 

deferred tax assets are re-assessed at each reporting date and are recognised to the 

extent that it has become probable that future taxable profits will allow the deferred tax 

asset to be recovered.

 Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured at the tax rates that are expected to 

apply in the year when the asset is realised or the liability is settled, based on tax rates 

(and tax laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the reporting date.

 Deferred tax relating to items recognised outside profit or loss is recognised outside 

profit or loss (either in other comprehensive income or in equity). Deferred tax items are 

recognised in correlation to the underlying transaction either in OCI or directly in equity.

 Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset if a legally enforceable right 

exists to set off current tax assets against current tax liabilities and the deferred taxes 

relate to the same taxable entity and the same taxation authority.

l) Retirement and other employee benefits

 Short-term employee benefits

 A liability is recognised for short-term employee benefit in the period the related 

service is rendered at the undiscounted amount of the benefits expected to be paid 

in exchange for that service.
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 Defined contribution plans

 Retirement benefit in the form of provident fund is a defined contribution scheme. 

The Company has no obligation, other than the contribution payable to the provident 

fund and superannuation fund. The Company recognizes contribution payable to 

the provident fund scheme as an expense, when an employee renders the related 

service. If the contribution payable to the scheme for service received before the 

balance sheet date exceeds the contribution already paid, the deficit payable to the 

scheme is recognized as a liability after deducting the contribution already paid. If the 

contribution already paid exceeds the contribution due for services received before 

the balance sheet date, then excess is recognized as an asset to the extent that the 

pre-payment will lead to, for example, a reduction in future payment or a cash refund.

 Defined benefit plans

 The Company operates a defined benefit gratuity plan in India, which requires 

contributions to be made to a separately administered fund. The cost of providing 

benefits under the defined benefit plan is determined using the projected unit credit 

method.

 Remeasurements, comprising of actuarial gains and losses, the effect of the asset 

ceiling, excluding amounts included in net interest on the net defined benefit liability 

and the return on plan assets (excluding amounts included in net interest on the net 

defined benefit liability), are recognised immediately in the balance sheet with a 

corresponding debit or credit to retained earnings through OCI in the period in which 

they occur. Remeasurements are not reclassified to profit or loss in subsequent periods.

 Compensated absences

 As per the policy of the Company, compensated absences are not entitled to be 

carried forward to the subsequent financial year and paid within the  reporting period. 

Accordingly, no liability towards compensated absences are recognised in these 

financial statements.

 Other long term employee benefits

 Liabilities recognised in respect of other long-term employee benefits are measured at 

the present value of the estimated future cash outflows expected to be made by the 

Company in respect of services provided by the employees up to the reporting date.

m) Leases

(a)  As a lessee:

 At inception of a contract, the company assesses whether the contract is, or 

contains, a lease. A contract is, or contains, a lease if the contract conveys the 

right to control the use of an identified asset for a period of time in exchange for 

consideration.
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 Initially, as a lessee, the company recognises a right-of-use asset and a lease 

liability and measure the right-of-use asset at cost. The company measures the 

lease liability at the present value of the lease payments that are not paid at that 

date. The lease payments shall be discounted using the interest rate implicit in 

the lease, if that rate can be readily determined. If that rate cannot be readily 

determined, the company shall use the lessee’s incremental borrowing rate. After 

the commencement date, the company measures the right-of-use asset applying 

a cost model.

 Subsequently, the company measures the lease liability by:

(a) increasing the carrying amount to reflect interest on the lease liability;

(b) reducing the carrying amount to reflect the lease payments made; and

(c) remeasuring the carrying amount to reflect any reassessment or lease 

modifications or to reflect revised in-substance fixed lease payments.

 The Company elects not to apply the requirements to either short-term leases or 

leases for which the underlying asset is of low value, the company recognises the 

lease payments associated with those leases as an expense on either a straight-

line basis over the lease term or another systematic basis. The Company applies 

another systematic basis if that basis is more representative of the pattern of the 

lessee’s benefit. Short term leases are leases with a  lease term of 12 months or less.

(b)  As a Lessor

 As a lessor, the company classifies each of its leases as either an operating lease 

or a finance lease. A lease is classified as a finance lease if it transfers substantially 

all the risks and rewards incidental to ownership of an underlying asset. A lease is 

classified as an operating lease if it does not transfer substantially all the risks and 

rewards incidental to ownership of an underlying asset.

 In case of a financial lease, at the commencement date, the company recognises 

assets held under a finance lease in its balance sheet and present them as a 

receivable at an amount equal to the net investment in the lease. Subsequently, 

the company recognises finance income over the lease term, based on a pattern 

reflecting a constant periodic rate of return on the lessor’s net investment in the 

lease. Any modification to a finance lease shall be accounted as a separate lease 

if the modification increases both the scope of the lease and the consideration for 

the lease.

 In case of an operating lease, the company recognises lease payments from 

operating leases as income on either a straight-line basis or another systematic 

basis or the company applies another systematic basis if that basis is more 

representative of the pattern in which benefit from the use of the underlying asset 
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is diminished. In case of any modification to an operating lease, the company 

accounts for as a new lease from the effective date of the modification, considering 

any prepaid or accrued lease payments relating to the original lease as part of the 

lease payments for the new lease.

 The respective leased assets are included in their balance sheet based on their 

nature.

n) Impairment of non financial assets

 The Company assesses, at each reporting date, whether there is an indication that 

an asset may be impaired. If any indication exists, or when annual impairment testing 

for an asset is required, the Company estimates the asset’s recoverable amount. An 

asset’s recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s or cash-generating unit’s (CGU) 

fair value less costs of disposal and its value in use. Recoverable amount is determined 

for an individual asset, unless the asset does not generate cash inflows that are largely 

independent of those from other assets or groups of assets. When the carrying amount 

of an asset or CGU exceeds its recoverable amount, the asset is considered impaired 

and is written down to its recoverable amount.

o) Provisions, Contingent liabilities and Contingent assets

 Provisions

 Provisions are recognised when the Company has a present obligation (legal or 

constructive) as a result of a past event and it is probable that an outflow of resources 

embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable 

estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

 Provisions are discounted, if the effect of the time value of money is material, using 

pre-tax rates that reflects the risks specific to the liability. When discounting is used, an 

increase in the provisions due to the passage of time is recognised as finance cost. 

These provisions are reviewed at each Balance Sheet date and adjusted to reflect the 

current best estimates.

 Necessary provision for doubtful debts, claims, etc., are made if realisation of money 

is doubtful in the judgement of the management.

 Contingent liability

 A contingent liability is a possible obligation that arises from past events whose 

existence will be confirmed by the occurrence or non-occurrence of one or more 

uncertain future events beyond the control of the company or a present obligation 

that is not recognized because it is not probable that an outflow of resources will be 

required to settle the obligation. A contingent liability also arises in extremely rare cases 

where there is a liability that cannot be recognized because it cannot be measured 

reliably. Contingent liabilities are disclosed separately.
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 Show cause notices issued by various Government authorities are considered for 

evaluation of contingent liabilities only when converted into demand.

Financial risk management objectives

The treasury function provides services to the business, co-ordinates access to domestic and international 

financial markets, monitors and manages the financial risks relating to the operations through internal 

risk reports which analyse exposures by degree and magnitude of risks. These risks include market risk 

(including currency risk, interest rate risk and other price risk), credit risk and liquidity risk.
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The Company seeks to minimise the effects of these risks by using natural hedging financial instruments 

and forward contracts to hedge risk exposures. The use of financial derivatives is governed by the 

Company’s policies approved by the board of directors, which provide written principles on foreign 

exchange risk, the use of financial derivatives, and the investment of excess liquidity. The Company does 

not enter into or trade financial instruments, including derivative financial instruments, for speculative 

purposes.

Market risk

Market risk is the risk of any loss in future earnings, in realizable fair values or in future cash flows that may 

result from a change in the price of a financial instrument. The Company’s activities expose it primarily 

to the financial risks of changes in foreign currency exchange rates and interest rates. The Company 

actively manages its currency and interest rate exposures through its finance division and uses derivative 

instruments such as forward contracts and currency swaps, wherever required, to mitigate the risks from 

such exposures. The use of derivative instruments is subject to limits and regular monitoring by appropriate 

levels of management.

Foreign currency risk management

The Company undertakes transactions denominated in foreign currencies; consequently, exposures to 

exchange rate fluctuations arise. The Company actively manages its currency rate exposures through a 

centralised treasury division and uses natural hedging principles to mitigate the risks from such exposures. 

The use of derivative instruments, if any, is subject to limits and regular monitoring by appropriate levels 

of management.

Foreign currency sensitivity analysis

Movement in the functional currencies of the various operations of the Company against major foreign 

currencies may impact the Company’s revenues from its operations. Any weakening of the functional 

currency may impact the Company’s cost of imports and cost of borrowings and consequently may 

increase the cost of financing the Company’s capital expenditures. The foreign exchange rate sensitivity 
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is calculated for each currency by aggregation of the net foreign exchange rate exposure of a 

currency and a simultaneous parallel foreign exchange rates shift in the foreign exchange rates of each 

currency by 2%, which represents management’s assessment of the reasonably possible change in 

foreign exchange rates. The sensitivity analysis includes only outstanding foreign currency denominated 

monetary items and adjusts their translation at the period end for a 2% change in foreign currency rates.

In management’s opinion, the sensitivity analysis is unrepresentative of the inherent foreign exchange risk 

because the exposure at the end of the reporting period does not reflect the exposure during the year.

Interest rate risk management

The Company is exposed to interest rate risk because it borrow funds at both fixed and floating interest rates. 

The risk is managed by the Company by maintaining an appropriate mix between fixed and floating rate 

borrowings. Hedging activities are evaluated regularly to align with interest rate views and defined risk appetite, 

ensuring the most cost-effective hedging strategies are applied. Further, in appropriate cases, the Company 

also effects changes in the borrowing arrangements to convert floating interest rates to fixed interest rates.

Interest rate sensitivity analysis

The sensitivity analyses below have been determined based on the exposure to interest rates for both 

derivatives and non-derivative instruments at the end of the reporting period. For floating rate liabilities, 

the analysis is prepared assuming the amount of the liability outstanding at the end of the reporting 

period was outstanding for the whole year. A 25 basis point increase or decrease is used when reporting 

interest rate risk internally to key management personnel and represents management’s assessment of 

the reasonably possible change in interest rates.

The 25 basis point interest rate changes will impact the profitability approximately by INR 21.80 Lakhs for 

the year (Previous INR 20.12 Lakhs).

Credit risk management

Credit risk arises when a customer or counterparty does not meet its obligations under a customer 

contract or financial instrument, leading to a financial loss. The Company is exposed to credit risk from 

its operating activities primarily trade receivables and from its financing/ investing activities, including 

deposits with banks, mutual fund investments, investments in debt securities and foreign exchange 

transactions. The Company has no significant concentration of credit risk with any counterparty.

Exposure to credit risk

The carrying amount of financial assets represents the maximum credit exposure. The maximum 

exposure is the total of the carrying amount of balances with banks, short term deposits with banks, trade 

receivables, margin money and other financial assets excluding equity investments.

(a) Trade Receivables

 Trade receivables are consisting of a large number of customers. The Company has credit evaluation 

policy for each customer and, based on the evaluation, credit limit of each customer is defined. 

Wherever the Company assesses the credit risk as high, the exposure is backed by either bank, 

guarantee/letter of credit or security deposits.

 The Company does not have higher concentration of credit risks to a single customer. As per 

simplified approach, the Company makes provision of expected credit losses on trade receivables 

using a provision matrix to mitigate the risk of default in payments and makes appropriate provision 

at each reporting date wherever outstanding is for longer period and involves higher risk.
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(b) Investments, Cash and Cash Equivalents and Bank deposits

 Credit Risk on cash and cash equivalents, deposits with the banks/financial institutions is generally low 

as the said deposits have been made with the banks/financial institutions, who have been assigned 

high credit rating by international and domestic rating agencies.

 Investments of surplus funds are made only with approved banks as fixed deposits. Investments 

primarily represent investments pursuant to power purchase agreement with power generation 

companies. These investments do not have any market risk as the Company will get back the face 

value when terminating the agreement.

Offsetting related disclosures

Offsetting of cash and cash equivalents to borrowings is available only to the bank in the event of a 

default. Company does not have the right to offset in case of the counter party’s bankruptcy, therefore, 

these disclosures are not required.

Liquidity risk management

Liquidity risk refers to the risk that the Company cannot meet its financial obligations. The objective of 

liquidity risk management is to maintain sufficient liquidity and ensure that funds are available for use as 

per requirements. The Company invests its surplus funds in bank fixed deposits, which carry minimal mark 

to market risks. The Company also constantly monitors funding options available in the debt and capital 

markets with a view to maintaining financial flexibility.
