Nobody can take even an
inch of our land, says Shah

Guwahati, April 10

IN REMARKS DIRECTED at
China, Union Home Minister
Amit Shah said on Monday
that “nobody can encroach on
even an inch” of India’s bor-
derlands or cast an “evil eye”
on its territorial integrity. He
was speaking at the launch of
the ‘Vibrant Village’ pro-
gramme in the border village
of Kibithoo in Arunachal
Pradesh.

“Our policy is clear. We
want peace from everybody.
But no one can encroach on
even an inch of our territory...
The protection of borders is
the protection of the country,
which is why Prime Minister
Modi has made border infra-
structure a matter of priority,”
he said.

Meanwhile, China criti-
cised Shah’svisit to Arunachal
Pradesh, stating that it vio-
lated Chinese sovereignty over
the area. Responding to a
question, Chinese Foreign
Ministry spokesman Wang
Wenbin said in Beijing: “Zang-
nan (China’s name for
Arunachal Pradesh) is part of
China’s territory...Theactivity
of the senior Indian official in
Zangnan violates China’s ter-
ritorial sovereignty and is not

conducive to peace and tran-
quility in the border areas. We
are firmly against this.”

This comes days after India
slammed Beijing’s move to
rename some places in the
border state in an attempt to
stake its claim over the area.

“The era is gone when any-
one could encroach on our
lands,” Shah said on Monday,
adding that nobody can cast
an “evil eye” on India because
of the security forces protect-
ing the country’s frontiers.

Emphasising Arunachal
Pradesh’s “integration” with
India, Shah said: “Whenever I
come to Arunachal, my heart
gets filled with patriotism,
because no one here greets by
saying ‘namaste’, they greet

each otherby saying ‘Jai Hind’.
This passion iswhat hasbound
Arunachal together with
India.In the 1962 war, who-
ever had come here to
encroach, the reason they had
to go back was your patrio-
tism. And the country salutes

He said this frontier loca-
tion was the “first village of
India” and not the last, saying
the Modi government had
brought about a “conceptual”
policy change to develop these
areasand help thelocalsliving
here by providing basic
amenities. “This village is
India’s beginning... Earlier,
people would say that they
went to India’slast village. But

when I return from here, I will
tell my granddaughter that I
have come from India’s first
village,”said Shah.

“Before 2014, the entire
Northeastern region was seen
as a disturbed area, but
because of the Look East pol-
icy, it is now known for its
prosperity and development,”
he said. He said the Armed

India’s petroleum use at record high
in FY23 on surglng fuel demand

INDIA'S CONSUMPTION OF
petroleum products hit a new
record in financial year 2022-
23, underscoring robust
demand for transportation
fuels and some other refined
products, shows an analysis of
data released by the Petroleum
Planning & Analysis Cell (PPAC)
of the oil ministry.

For the year ended March,
consumption of major fuels--
diesel, petrol, and liquefied
petroleum gas (LPG)--broke all
previous records. Petroleum
product consumption is con-
sidered a measure for crude oil
demand, alongside being a
proxy for tracking industrial
activity and domestic con-
sumption trends.

India consumed a total of
222.30million tonnes of petro-
leum products in 2022-23,
10.2 per cent higher year on
year (YoY).An analysis of histor-
ical data shows that the previ-
ous consumption record for
petroleum products was

Many states
facing fiscal

sustainability
risks: CAG

THE COMPTROLLER &AUDI-
TOR General of India (CAG) on
Monday said many states are
facing fiscal sustainability
risks and financial indiscipline
due to off-budget borrowings
and misclassification of rev-
enue expenditure as capital
expenditure.

Speaking at the Annual
Accountant General’s Con-
clave, CAG Girish Chandra
Murmu said states must
reduce the fiscal deficit,
remove the revenue deficit
and keep outstanding debt at
anacceptablelevel. Toimprove
fiscal management, both the
Centre and many states have
been implementing the Fiscal
Responsibility and Budget
Management (FRBM) Act in
recent years.

“We, however, continue to
notice fiscal sustainability
risks and financial indiscipline
in many states due to off-bud-
get borrowings, misclassifica-
tion of revenue expenditure as
capital expenditure and
because state guarantees are
not getting captured in
finance accounting.These fac-
tors make qualitative and
timely  preparation  of
accounts by the CAG one of the
most important responsibili-
ties to tackle these challenges,’
Murmu said.

Hesaid that the states must
meet their capex, including
loans and advances, from their
own sources of revenue, or at
the least confine the net debt
to its capital expenditure.
“While we understand the
importance of subsidies to
help the underprivileged, it is
essential to transparently
account for such subsidiesand
we require to distinguish
between justifiable subsidies
from freebies, which are not
fiscally responsible.”

Murmualso said that states
mustinitiate measuresto earn
adequate returns on their
investments and recover their
cost of borrowed funds with-
out resorting to implicit sub-
sidies.Afterthe Centre’s clam-
