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India's consumption story
unlikely to derail: Experts

Food, travel could be key areas as IT companies rationalise salary payout

onsumption-related stocks are
‘ unlikely to take a big hit as firms,

especially the ones in the informa-
tion technology (IT) sector, look to
rationalise costs over the next few quarters,
say analysts, who believe the delay/cut in
variable pay payment and bonuses will
largely be restricted to the IT sector.

"There has been a disproportionate rise
in the employee cost for IT companies that
Thave not seen in the last 20 years," said G
Chokkalingam, founder and chief invest-
ment officer at Equinomics Research. The
industry, he said, will succeed in rational-
ising the rising employee cost going ahead,
as it is a collective effort across large-and
mid-sized firms.

“The revenue (in dollar terms) has
grown just 3-4 per cent in the last few
quarters for IT firms, which is hugely dis-
proportionate to the employee salaries
being paid by them. For the IT sector,
human resource is a raw material unlike
others in the service sector, such as tele-
com and BFSI, where it is not a huge com-
ponent of the total cost structure," he said.

Over the last few days, some frontline
IT companies have either delayed or low-
ered variable payout to employees, reports
suggest. C-suite Level employees at Wipro,
according to reports, will not get any por-
tion of variable pay, while employee grades
between freshers to team leaders will get
70 per cent of the total variable pay. A sim-
ilar action was undertaken by TCS that has
delayed the variable pay (VP) for senior
employees for the first quarter of the 2022-
23 fiscal (QIFY23). India’s second-largest
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IT firm Infosys has decided to give an aver-
age variable payout of 70 per cent to
employees, people familiar with the
matter told Business Standard. In case of
TCS, denying reports of a delay in variable
pay to employees, the company, in a state-
ment, said: “Variable pay is either paid in
month one or month two as per the normal
process and there is no delay in this pro-
cess. 100% VA is being paid for Q1.”

Meanwhile, an analysis of the quarterly
numbers announced by India Inc suggests
that the employee cost rose to3.46 trillion
in the recently concluded quarter, a year-
on-year (YoY) increase of 13.36 per cent.
For IT firms, employee costs grew at a
faster clip — up 20.3 per cent YoY to 31.02
trillion in the June 2022 quarter.

More money in the hands of employees
meant more spending. The markets, on
their part, took note of this development
and most consumption-related stocks did
well in 2022. In the last six months, the

Nifty Consumption index has rallied 12
per cent as compared to the 3 per cent
surge in the Nifty50 index, data showed.

Consumption-related sectors, accord-
ing to A K Prabhakar, head of research at
IDBI Capital will continue to do well as the
employee cost rationalisation will be
restricted to the IT sector only. The delay
in variable pay to IT sector employees, he
believes, will not be meaningful enough
to dent the overall demand in the econ-
omy. “The only concern in my view is that
the rural demand is not picking up, which
can dampen sentiment a bit. But overall,
the consumption story still remains strong
in India as the economy picks up. Among
thelot, Ilike Jubilant FoodWorks, Devyani
International, Indian Hotels, Mahindra
Holiday, Lemon Tree, Trent and Titan
Company. HUL, ITC, Britannia, Dabur,
Marico should also do well as commodity
costs come off and the overall demand
remains robust,” Prabhakar said.

Nifty IT down after JP Morgan downgrade

The Nifty ITindex dropped 1.8
per centon Tuesday,
extending its two-day slide to
nearly 4 per cent. The drop
comes amid a downgrade by
JPMorgan. The brokerage
downgraded all its
‘overweight' stocksinthe IT
sectorto 'neutral’ and
maintained its ‘underweight’
position on the sector — the

best-performing sector last
calendaryear. The brokerage
expects margin of technology
companiesto come under
severe pressure.

Since predicting peak rate isimpossible, deploy in tranches over the next few months

FD RATES OFFERED BY SOME BANKS

With credit growth expected to pick up
during the festive season, banks, which
until now have been slow to hike their
fixed deposit (FD) rates, are now wooing
depositors with better rates. Many of
them, like State Bank of India, Bank of
Baroda, Canara Bank, etc, have
announced branded schemes (Utsav,
Tiranga, and so on) for specific tenures.

Beginlockingintorates
Experts believe interest rates are now
close to the peak. The repo rate may at
best rise by another 50 basis points (bps)
by the end of this year before it stabilises.
“If the rate you’re getting is about 7
per cent, lockinto a medium or long-term
tenure. But if you are getting a lower rate,
then invest for a couple of months now
and reinvest at a higher rate when those
FDs mature,” says Adhil Shetty, chief
executive officer (CEO), BankBazaar.com.
Other experts suggest spreading your
bets. “If you get a good rate, deploy part
of the amount you have now and the rest
over the next few months. The chances
are that interest rates will rise by another
40-50 bps. But waiting could be risky. If,
say, there is a ceasefire between Russia
and Ukraine, that could overnight cause
yields to cool significantly,” says Arnav
Pandya, founder,
Moneyeduschool.

Optforfloatingrate FDs? =
Banks are promoting floating-
rate term deposits, linked to
external benchmarks like
repo, T-Bill, and G-Sec rates.
Their advantage is that the
benefit of an increase in the
benchmark rate gets passed
on automatically to cus-
tomers. According to Naveen
Kukreja, co-founder & CEO, Paisabazaar,
“Floating-rate FDs are best suited for ris-
ing interest rate regimes.”

A passive investor may find this pro-
duct suitable for the long term for aver-
aging out his return across the rate cycle.

However, these deposits have a couple
of shortcomings. “Banks usually offer
lower interest rates on floating-rate FDs
than on their regular ones. Some like SBI
also offer limited choice in terms of ten-
ures—maximum three years—for their
floating-rate FDs,” says Kukreja.
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According to Pandya, one should opt
for these products when interest rates are
low and likely to rise in the future. “Now
that rates are near the peak,
investors should lock into
longer-term, fixed-rate FDs,”
he says.

When interest rates begin
to fall, the rates of these FDs
will fall. If interest rates within
the economy are expected to
decline steeply, the investor
may want to exit them prema-
turely. Hence, investors must
find out the penalty levied on
premature exit. If the interest
rate with fixed rate products is compa-
rable, then go with a player that has stated
both its benchmark and the spread over
it transparently. Also, compare the inter-
estrate reset frequency. “Longer the inter-
est-rate frequency, slower would be the
transmission of rising interest rates to
depositors,” adds Kukreja. According to
Pandya, less savvy investors should opt
for the simplicity of a fixed-rate product.

Take limited exposure to SFBs
Several small finance banks (SFBs) are

offering around 7.5 per cent. Many inves-
tors may want to take the benefit of these
rates. SFB deposits do enjoy a certain
measure of safety.

“Currently, 11 of the 12 SFBs have been
categorised as scheduled banks.
Depositors of SFBs categorised as sched-
uled banks come under the cover of the
depositor insurance programme pro-
vided by Deposit Insurance and Credit
Guarantee Corporation (DICGC).”

This programme covers cumulative
deposits of up to %5 lakh of each depositor,
including their current and savings
account, and also fixed and recurring
deposits, in case of bank failures. Both
the interest and principal components
are covered. Moreover, the 35 lakh cover
applies separately to the deposits held
with each scheduled bank.

However, these are, by definition,
small banks which could get into trouble.
“As a prudential measure, spread your
money across different banks and types
of banks,” says Pandya. He suggests lim-
iting exposure to SFBs to 25 per cent of
one’s total investment in FDs. Moreover,
exposure to any one SFB of principal plus
interest shouldn’t exceed %5 lakh.
