NEW DELHI. Wholesale price inflation rose to a 4-
month high of 2.36 per cent in October as prices of 
food items, especially vegetables, and manufactured 
goods turned dearer, as per the government data 
released on Thursday.The wholesale price index 
(WPI) based inflation was 1.84 per cent in September 
2024. It was (-) 0.26 per cent in October, last year.

As per the data, inflation in food items shot up to 13.54 
per cent in October, as against 11.53 per cent in 
September. This was led by 63.04 per cent inflation in 
vegetables, as against 48.73 per cent in September.

Inflation in potato and onion remained high at 78.73 per 
cent and 39.25 per cent, respectively, in October.

Fuel and power category witnessed a deflation of 5.79 
per cent in October, against a deflation of 4.05 per 
cent in September.In manufactured items, inflation 
was 1.50 per cent in October, as against 1 per cent in 
the previous month.The month of October witnessed 
the second consecutive month of rise in WPI inflation 
print. WPI higher than October's level was recorded 
last in June 2024, when it was 3. 43 per cent."Inflation 
in October, 2024 is primarily due to increase in prices 
of food articles, manufacture of food products, other 
manufacturing, manufacture of machinery & 
equipment, manufacture of motor vehicles, trailers & 
semi-trailers, etc.," the Ministry of Commerce & 
Industry said in a statement on Thursday.The 
consumer price index data released earlier this week 
showed retail inflation surged to a 14-month high of 
6.21 per cent with a sharp rise in prices of food items.

The level is higher than the upper tolerance limit of the 
Reserve bank of India (RBI), which may make 
cutting the benchmark interest rates difficult in the 
policy review meeting in December.

However, these sources could not tell the 
exact timeline for the $10 billion investment. 
“The amount of $10 billion is not a small sum, 
and it will take time to materialize the total 
investment,” said the source quoted earlier.

Adani group has proven expertise in logistics 
with its ports and airports, renewable and 
infrastructure, and its investment in the 
United States is in line with Donald Trump’s 
poll promises of giving a boost to the 
domestic economy, said the source.It must be 
noted that Trump has promised a massive 
60% import duty on goods from China and a 
10% duty on all other imports. 

NEW DELHI. Hinduja group flagship Ashok Leyland 
has reported a healthy 37% year-on-year jump in net 
profit at Rs 770 crore for the September quarter on 
higher exports income and better margins while 
domestic sales fell.

The truck and bus maker said its domestic sales 
volumes fell in medium and light commercials to 
25,685 from 29,947 in the reporting period and to 
16,629 from 16,998, respectively. This was more or 
less offset by the 14% growth in sales margin, offering 
exports at 3,310 units.Defence, power solutions and 
aftermarket units did well and are expected to post 
good growth in the current fiscal, the Chennai-based 
company said in a statement on Friday.

SBI, ICICI, HDFC systemically 
important banks
MUMBAI.State Bank of India, HDFC Bank and ICICI 

Bank continue to be identified as systemically 
important domestic banks in the 2024 list of this 
category prepared by the Reserve Bank of India.

They were in the same bucketing structure as in the 
2023 list as well. The central bank also increased the 
incremental additional common equity tier 1 
requirement as a percentage of risk weighted assets 
(RWAs) for these banks.

While for SBI it goes by 0.2-0.80% from 0.60%, for 
HDFC Bank it doubles to 0.40% from 0.20% now, 
while ICICI Bank there is no change in the charge, 
which is currently at 0.20% and will continue at this 
level this year too.The new charges will be effective 
on these lenders from April 1, 2025. That means up to 
March 31, 2025, the surcharge applicable to SBI and 
HDFC Bank will be 0.60% and 0.20%, respectively,” 
RBI said in a circular.While SBI and ICICI Bank got 
into the list in 2015 and 2016, respectively, HDFC 
Bank was elevated to the list in 2017.

The Reserve Bank had issued the framework for 
dealing with systemically important domestic banks 
on July 22, 2014, which was subsequently updated on 
December 28, 2023.The framework requires the RBI 
to disclose the names of banks designated so starting 
from 2015 and place these banks in appropriate 
buckets depending on their systemic importance 
scores.In case a foreign bank having branch presence 
here is a systemically important global bank, it has to 
maintain additional CET1 capital surcharge here 
proportionate to its RWAs here.

Net equity fund inflows surge to 
Rs 41,000 crore in October

MUMBAI. Record inflows into open-ended equity 
mutual funds, which surged 21.7% on a month-on-
month in October at Rs 41,887 crore, made it the 
44th month of positive inflows.It helped overall 
industry assets rise marginally, yet hit a record at 
Rs 67.25 lakh crore in October, up from Rs 67.09 
lakh crore in September. This is despite the fact the 
market was at its monthly worst in year, losing 
over 6% from September peak.

As per the Association of Mutual Funds (Amfi) data, 
fund inflows into open-ended equity funds stayed 
in positive zone for the 44th month in a row, taking 
total assets under management of mutual funds to 
Rs 67.25 lakh crore in October, marginally up from 
Rs 67.09 lakh crore in September, making it an all-
time high.Despite massive inflows, the bleeding 
market has ensured that all equity mutual fund 
categories had negative returns in the reporting 
month, with the automotive sector suffering the 
most significant decline. Meanwhile, mutual fund 
folios rose to an all-time high of 21,65,02,804 in 
the month. Of this, retail folios also rose to an all-
time high at 17,23,52,296.Of the Rs 67.25 lakh 
crore, total AUM, retail fell to Rs 39,18,611 crore 
as against Rs 40,44,098 crore in September. 
Number of new SIPs registered stood at 63,69,919 
and their AUM is stood at Rs 13,30,429.83 crore. 
SIP contribution stood at an all-time high of Rs 
25,322.74 crore as against Rs 24,508.73 crore in 
the previous month.Inflows to others categories, 
including index funds and ETFs, surged 620% to 
Rs 23,428 crore, while inflows to hybrid funds 
reached Rs 16,863.3 crore and inflows to 
exchange-traded funds (ETFs) reached Rs 
13,441.8 crore.
