After the arrest, Surat Police
contacted their counterparts in
Bihar’s Samastipur and soon a
teamreached to take the two in
theircustody.

OnFebruary28,agroupof13
masked robbers allegedly es-
capedwith valuables from the
showroominSamastipuratgun-
point.

The Delhi Police sought
Kumar’scustodyforfivedays,say-
ing that Kumarwas seen in the
vicinityoftheplacewheretheal-
leged incident took place in a
CCTVfootageprovidedbyaforen-
sicexpert.PolicealsosaidKumar
wasseenwithtwophoneswhile
enteringahotelroombutleftwith
onlyonephone. Thepolicewere
requesting for his custody to re-
coverthesecondphone. Advocate
RajivMohan, also appearing for
Kumar, saidpolicewere seeking
custody to create false evidence
against Kumar andhemayeven
betorturedincustody.

CITINGMULTIPLE lapses in the
“tainted and sketchy investiga-
tions” andcollectionof evidence
“unworthy of credence”, the
Punjab andHaryanaHighCourt
Tuesday acquitted Dera Sacha
SaudachiefGurmeetRamRahim
Singhand fourothers in thecase
relating to the2002killingof the
sect’s former manager Ranjit
Singh. Theyhadbeen sentenced
to life in 2021 by a CBI court in
Panchkula.

GurmeetRamRahim,chiefof
theSirsa-baseddera, is currently
servinga20-yearjailtermforrap-
ing two of his disciples. He is
lodged in Sunaria jail in Rohtak,
Haryana.

The acquittal in the Ranjit
Singh casewaspronouncedbya
division bench of Justices
SureshwarThakurandLalitBatra
in a 163-page order on appeals
filed by Gurmeet Ram Rahim
Singh,JasbirSingh(whohassince
died), Sabdil Singh, Krishan Lal
andAvtar Singh following their
convictionandsentencingin2021.

InOctober2021,theCBIcourt
hadheldthefivemenguiltyofof-
fences under IPC sections 302
(murder),506(criminalintimida-
tion)and120-B(criminalconspir-
acy). Sabdil Singhwas also held
guilty under Section 27 of the
ArmsAct.

Ranjit Singh, oneof theman-
agersatthederainSirsa,wasshot
deadonJuly10,2002,atKhanpur
Kolianvillage inKurukshetra.An
FIRonthechargesofmurderand
criminal conspiracywas regis-
tered at the Thanesar police sta-
tion.OnNovember10, 2003, the
HighCourtorderedaCBI investi-
gationintothecase.Accordingto
theCBIchargesheet,thederachief
suspectedRanjitSinghofcirculat-
ing an anonymous letter among
thedera followers. The contents
of the letter accused Gurmeet
RamRahimofsexuallyexploiting
womenfollowers(sadhvis)atthe

dera.Thiswasthesameletterthat
Sirsa-based journalist Ram
Chander Chhatrapati had high-
lightedinanewsreport.

Chhatrapati toowaskilled in
2002. The dera chief and three
otherswere convicted and sen-
tenced to life imprisonment in
2019 for themurder of the jour-
nalist. In its order acquitting
Gurmeet RamRahim and four
othersintheRanjitSinghmurder
case, the bench, in its order, said
that“thecar,whichwasallegedly
used in the commission of the
crimeeventwasnever seized…
PW-5, PW-6 and PW-9
(ProsecutionWitnesses) in their
respectivestatementsstatedthat
allthefourassailantswerearmed
with firearmweapons, butnone
of thoseweaponsbecameseized
by the CBI… Therewas no site
plan prepared by the CBI of the
placewhere theallegedconspir-
acy was hatched, on June 16,
2002”.

It said the “CBIdidnot collect
any evidence about Kashish
restaurantwherePW-31hadal-
legedly seen the accusedopenly
celebratingthemurderofthede-
ceased”.

MORETHAN30peopledied, in-
cluding14 ina single landslide,
in Mizoram as Cyclone Remal
wreaked havoc in the nort-
heasternstatesofMizoram,As-
sam, Manipur, Meghalaya and
Nagaland Tuesday. The storm
also disrupted road connectiv-
ityandpowersupply in several
areas.

Asof 7pmTuesday, 27bod-
ieshadbeen recoveredandan-
other 12 people are missing in
seven incidents in Mizoram’s
Aizawl district.

Themost devastatingwas a
landslide ina stonequarrybet-
weenAizawldistrict’sMelthum
and Hlimen areas. A govern-
ment source said at least 14
bodies, includingthoseof three
children, were recovered from
thequarry.

The Mizoram government
sanctionedRs15crore for relief
work and announced Rs 4 lakh

ex gratia for the families of
victims.

According to district offi-
cials, multiple landslides were
reported throughout the day
acrossAizalwldistrict. “Because
of the impact on network con-
nectivity, information gather-
ing has been challenging,” said
MizoramCMLalduhoma.

Mizoramhasseenthehigh-
est toll in the storm among
northeastern states. In Assam,

at least fourpeopledied in four
different incidents. A teenager,
Kaushik Bordoloi Amphi, died
inMorigaonwhena tree fell on
anautorickshawhewas travel-
lingin.PutulGogoi,50,aworker
inNHPC’sLowerSubansiriDam
project inGerukamukhdied in
a landslide at the site of the
project,19-yearMintuTalukdar
diedafteratreefellonhishouse
in Guwahati and another per-
son died in Kamrup district. At

least 12 children were injured
when a tree fell on their school
bus inDhekiajuli inKamrup.

Road connectivity in
Assam’s hill district of Dima
Hasaowas disrupted at several
points, with a portion of the
Haflong-Silchar road being
washed away by the storm.
Power in parts of the statewas
disrupted for over 17hours.

Landslidesanduprootingof
treeswerereportedinManipur,
Nagaland and Meghalaya as
well. One person each was re-
porteddeadinwall collapse in-
cidents in Nagaland and
Meghalaya. Many vehicles in
Manipur were stranded be-
causeof landslidesalongNH37
and 150, and thewater level of
all rivers running through
Imphal city were at 'danger
level' on Tuesday.

Schools across Mizoram,
Manipur, and nine districts of
Assam will remain closed on
Wednesday. A large part of the
destruction inthesestateshave
beendue to landslides.
