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Area for parking, charging E-vehicles
grows fivefold after state govt's policy 

CIDCO appeals beneficiaries to not
fall victim to any misinformation

AURANGABAD: With the
Maharashtra government
announcing its electric vehi-
cle (EV) policy recently, the
area dedicated for parking
and charging of  such vehi-
cles along the upcoming
Mumbai-Nagpur Samruddhi
Expressway has been in-
creased five-fold, a senior of-
ficial said on Wednesday.

The state government had
last month announced its
new EV policy with an aim of
making such vehicles
achieve 10 per cent share of
total registrations by 2025.
The new policy updated the
one announced in 2018.

"Nearly 70 per cent civil
work of  the 701-km long Sam-
ruddhi Expressway has been
completed. The amenities of
fuel stations and electric ve-
hicle charging stations will
be made operational simulta-
neously with the highway,"
Joint MD of  Maharashtra
State Road Development Cor-
poration (MSRDC), Chan-
drakant Pulkundwar, told
the media.

The highway has been offi-
cially named as Hindu Hri-
daysamrat Balasaheb Thack-
eray Samruddhi Mahamarg.

Earlier, the space reserved
for parking and charging of  e-
vehicles in the amenities area
along this highway was five
per cent. But soon after the
government announced the
EV policy, it was decided to in-
crease the area for these pur-
poses to 25 per cent, he said.

A total of  20 such points,
each with an area of  six to
seven hectares, are being set
up along the highway. Each
point will have a parking
space that would accommo-
date 75 to 300 vehicles, and 25
per cent of  the total capacity
would be reserved for elec-
tric vehicles, Pulkundwar
added.

"Seventeen such locations
have already been finalised
and three others will be fi-
nalised soon," he said,
adding, "We shall provide
space for the station and the
company would develop the
facility over there. We have
entered into a contract with a
central government PSU for
the same." The MSRDC also
plans to generate electricity
along the highway, he added.

"We have a plan to generate
160 MW electricity along the
highway project," he said.

The planning
agency has clarified that
no intermediary organiza-
tion/person or agent has
been appointed for con-
ducting the allotment
process.

CIDCO has completed the
development of  houses un-
der this scheme even in un-
favourable conditions led
by pandemic and pro-
longed lockdown and de-
cided to allot houses to its
rightful owners from July
31, 2021 in phases.

As promised, CIDCO
started handing over keys
to home buyers of  2018-19
housing schemes during a
function held on July 1 in
Kalamboli. Even the
Thane district guardian

minister Eknath Shinde
was present on the occa-
sion.

A press note issued by the
public relations depart-
ment of  CIDCO stated that
if  any person or organisa-
tion lures regarding pos-
session of  houses, do not
believe them. "CIDCO has
not appointed any interme-
diary organisation/person
or agent for this work. The
possession of  houses will
be given as per the men-
tioned procedure in the
scheme booklet. For more
details, applicants should
only rely on CIDCO’s offi-
cial website, Facebook
page, Twitter account,
YouTube, published no-
tices by CIDCO or contact
the CIDCO office," stated
the press note. 

Meanwhile, the CIDCO
has clarified that it will not
be responsible for any loss
if the applicant gets cheat-
ed by any person or organ-
isation claiming to be me-
diator in this regard.

SAMRUDDHI MAHAMARG 2018-19 HOUSING SCHEME 

Torch Morcha: Uran police
book organiser, 750 protesters

The Uran police have regis-
tered an FIR against 750 pro-
testers, including senior
members of  Navi Mumbai
All-Party Action Committee
(NMAPAC), for allegedly
holding the Mashal March
(Torch Morcha) on August 9
in Jasai village and other
parts of  the city without
permission. The Navi Mum-
bai police had even issued
them a notice under CrPC
Section 149 (unlawful as-
sembly) that prevents gath-
ering of  more than five peo-
ple.

Under the banner of  NMA-
PAC, thousands of  villagers
held the morcha in Navi
Mumbai, Thane, Palghar
and Raigad districts to put
pressure on the state gov-
ernment to name the pro-
posed Navi Mumbai Inter-
national Airport (NMIA) af-
ter late activist DB Patil.
However, they did not have
police permission for the as-

sembly.
As per the FIR, the case

has been registered against
Dashrath Patil, Prashant
Thakur, Ramseth Thakur,
Panvel mayor Kavita Chaut-
mal, amongst others. The
case has been registered un-
der sections 141, 341, 188, 269,

and 270 of  the Indian Penal
Code, section 11 of  Maha-
rashtra Covid-19 Regula-
tions, and sections 37 (1) (3)
135 of  the Maharashtra Po-
lice Act.

The protesting villagers
had also threatened to stop
the ongoing airport work

from August 16 if  the state
government does not accept
their demand.

According to a senior po-
lice official, a case was regis-
tered against 24 office-bear-
ers of  NMAPAC and around
700 to 750 people who joined
the morcha across the city.

140 Palghar tribal girls fill forms for govt jobs

Over 150 youths from the
tribal villages of  Jawhar
and Mokhada talukas in
Palghar filled up recruit-
ment forms on Tuesday for
the Border Security Force
(BSF), the Indo-Tibetan Bor-
der Police, the Central In-
dustrial Security Force
(CISF) and the Special Secu-
rity Force (SSF). The camp
was organised at Diyya
Vidyalaya, a school for blind
and mentally challenged
persons, in Jawhar. The ini-
tiative is aimed at helping
tribal youths enhance their
social status; 140 girls and
24 boys participated in the
camp.

Pramila Kokad, 70, the
founder of  Divya Vidyalaya

said, “Suraj Patil, an official
with Navi Mumbai Fire
Brigade, stays in Jawhar. He
regularly approached us to
explain the recruitment and
vacancies in the central
government’s security
forces. He also explained

how not a single student is
applying for this job from
Palghar and people are com-
ing from different tribal
states.” Kokad said they
took note of  this and pre-
pared a message that was
sent out to different heads

and locals in Jawhar and
Mokhada. “We also met
them personally to explain
the gravity of  the situa-
tion,” said Kokad.

Kokad said they were hap-
py to receive an overwhelm-
ing response, when scores
of  girls and boys ap-
proached them to join the
forces. “We explained to
them that a BSF job is not
standing on the border for
fighting; there are different
jobs to be done. Instead of
living a life like a daily wage
worker, they are getting an
opportunity to work for the
government. The respect
and honour in the village
will be different,” she
added.

Man dies after
helicopter blade
falls on his head 
YAVATMAL: A 24-year-old
man died after a helicopter
he was building developed a
glitch and one of  the blades
fell on his head in Yavatmal
district, police said on
Wednesday.

The incident took place in
Fulsavangi village late on
Tuesday night, when Sheikh
Ismail Sheikh Ibrahim, a
mechanic, was testing his
helicopter, an official said.
As per preliminary reports,
Ibrahim was testing the ma-
chine, when it developed a
glitch and one of  the blades
fell on his head, the official
said.

Active Covid-19 cases in Navi
Mumbai fall below 1,000

After almost five months,
Navi Mumbai has been re-
porting less than 1,000 ac-
tive Covid-19 for a week
now. The civic body has
been recording less than
100 positive cases for almost
a fortnight.

The Navi Mumbai Munic-
ipal Corporation (NMMC)
has also shut down all
Covid care centres (CCC),
except the Cidco Exhibition
Centre where 233 patients
are undergoing treatment.
The remaining patients are

either at hospitals or in
home isolation.

In March, in order to ac-
commodate the rising num-
ber of  patients in the city
during the second wave,
civic chief  Abhijit Bangar
ordered the reopening of
all closed CCC after the
number of  active cases
reached 3,000.

The positivity rate too has
declined compared to last
month. At present, the posi-
tivity rate stands at 0.87 per
cent, compared to 1.49 per
cent last month. “In the last
one week, 50-70 new Covid-
19 cases have been reported

every day,” said an official
from the civic health de-
partment. He added that
there is no compromise in
the number of  tests as
around 5,000 to 7,000 tests
are being conducted per
day under the jurisdiction.

Meanwhile, as part of  the
preparation of  the possible
third wave, the civic body
has made available around
12,000 beds against the cur-
rent 6,900 beds. The civic
body is also increasing the
number of  oxygen and ICU
beds, as, during the second
wave, the city faced a short-
age.

Free ration eludes Mira Bhayandar cardholders

In an attempt to mitigate
the hardships and econom-
ic distress caused to citi-
zens due to the Covid-19
pandemic and the subse-
quent lockdowns, the cen-
tral government had
launched the Pradhan
Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna
Yojana (PM-GKAY). The
scheme ensured extra pro-
vision of  five kilograms of
food grain free of  cost per
person. However, thou-
sands of  cardholders liv-
ing in the twin-city of
Mira-Bhayandar are still
waiting to get the grains
for the past one month, ex-
posing the apathy of  cen-

tral authorities.
There are 106 fair price

shops (FPS) that cater to
the rationing needs of
around 48,000 cardholders
living in the twin-city. Ac-
cording to some card hold-
ers, they were receiving
the food grains till June,
but FPS operators have
now been expressing their
helplessness in providing
free grains owing to glitch-
es in the supply mecha-
nism.

When contacted, ra-

tioning officer Jitendra
Patil said, “Yes, there has
been a delay in supplies.
However, we are in the
process of  completing the
July backlog and have
been regularly following
up with our higher-ups
and expect to streamline
the supply by the end of
this month.”

A similar situation pre-
vails in other parts of
Thane district, sources
said. After the outbreak of
the pandemic, the PM-

GKAY was launched in
2020 and was reintroduced
for May-June 2021 to deal
with the impact of  the sec-
ond wave.

Recently, the scheme was
further extended for five
months till November this
year. It was claimed that
the regular subsidized food
grains provided under the
National Food Security
Act were being made avail-
able, thus exposing the
double standards of  gov-
ernment authorities.
