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LS: Amit Shah introduces three bills
to reform criminal justice system

NEW DELHI : In a landmark
decision, Union Home
Minister Amit Shah intro-
duced three new bills in the
Lok Sabha on August 11,
replacing the Indian Penal
Code (IPC), the Code of
Criminal Procedure (CrPC)
and the Indian Evidence
Act. He said that the new
bills are aimed at reforming
India’s criminal justice sys-
tem.

The Union Minister
introduced the Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita (BNS) Bill,
2023; Bharatiya Nagarik
Suraksha Sanhita (BNSS)
Bill, 2023; and Bharatiya
Sakshya (BS) Bill, 2023 that
will replace the Indian
Penal Code, 1860, Criminal
Procedure Act 1898, and
the Indian Evidence Act,
1872 respectively. The
Union Minister said that the
new bill to replace the
Indian Penal Code (IPC) will
repeal the offence of sedi-
tion which is criminalised

under Section 124A of the
IPC. However, the new bill
contains Section 150 which
punishes “acts endangering

sovereignty unity and
integrity of India”.

While introducing these
bills, Union Minister com-
mented that the outdated

On a bright Saturday in
August almost 25 years ago,
Kevin Skelton was rejoining
his family shopping for new
school shoes in Omagh's
town centre when a mas-
sive bomb went off.

Amid the ensuing car-
nage, he clambered through
a hole in the shop's store-
front trying to reach his
wife Philomena and their
three girls. "I found Mena
lying face down in the rub-
ble," said Skelton, who
recalled checking her for a
pulse. "I could find nothing."
Philomena, who was aged
39, was carrying the cou-
ple's unborn twins. She was
one of 29 people Kkilled
when the car bomb planted
by the Real IRA exploded
next to the shop on August
15,1998. Skelton's daughter
Shauna was among the
more than 200 people who

New Zealind Accuses China Of
Espionage, Foreign Interference

WELLINGTON : (AGENCY)

New Zealand's spy agency
accused China on Friday of
espionage and foreign
interference, a frank asser-
tion from a country typical-
ly wary of angering its
largest trading partner.
China's growing "assertive-
ness”" was fuelled by a
strategic tussle in the Asia-
Pacific region, New
Zealand's Security
Intelligence Service said,
where Beijing has
been seeking to out-
muscle Washington
and its Western allies.

The declassified
"threat assessment”
also said Chinese
intelligence agencies
had been persistently
monitoring  ex-pat
Chinese communities
that had settled within New
Zealand.

"Only a small number of
states engage in interfer-
ence against New Zealand,
but some do so persistently
and with the potential for
significant harm," the
report read.

New Zealand is part of
the Five Eyes intelligence-
sharing alliance alongside
the United States, Canada,
the United Kingdom and
Australia. But Wellington
has been criticised in the
past for taking a softer line
on China -- putting its close

trading relationships ahead
of the security concerns of
its allies. By releasing the
report to the public for the
first time, New Zealand's
Security Intelligence
Service has signalled a new-
found willingness to speak
out and risk the wrath of
Beijing. Alongside China,
the report singles out espi-
onage activities linked to
the governments of Iran
and Russia. Iran had been
monitoring "dissident

groups”, the report read,
while Russian campaigns to
spread disinformation
were starting to sway a
small number of New
Zealanders. The report also
said violent extremism, a
key concern in the wake of
the 2019 Christchurch
mosque massacre, contin-
ued to be fuelled by anti-
government rhetoric
spread online. "False and
discredited information
shapes pathways to violent
extremism but also creates
opportunities for foreign
interference.

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Australia's Defence Department Charged
After Crocodile Attacks 2 Soldiers

Australia's defence depart-
ment has been charged
with a workplace safety
breach after a 2.5-metre (8-
foot) saltwater crocodile
mauled two soldiers who
went for a dip in infested
waters. The two servicemen
-- a private and a corporal --
were hospitalised after
escaping from the jaws of
the reptile, which attacked
in August 2021 when they
went for a swim in Cape
York Peninsula in north-
eastern Australia.

The pair had been given
permission to go fishing in
an inflatable Zodiac boat in
the remote region, about
750km (450 miles) north of
the Queensland city of
Cairns. After anchoring the
boat, they jumped into the
water and were "almost
immediately” attacked by
the crocodile, said
Australia’s work health and
safety watchdog Comcare
on Friday. "The crocodile
dragged one of the soldiers
underwater and mauled him
while his colleague fought
off the animal, allowing the
men to escape to the
Zodiac," the government

Virgin Galactic launched its first tourist passengers into
the weightlessness of space Thursday, the culmination of a
nearly two-decade commercial pursuit, the company said.
The three passengers -- Jon Goodwin, Keisha Schahaff,
and her teenage daughter Anastatia Mayers -- floated grav-
ity-free through the Virgin spacecraft about 45 minutes
after taking off. "They are officially astronauts. Welcome to
space,” said Virgin Galactic announcer Sirisha Bandla as

the spacecraft pushed above 80 kilometers (50 miles) in
altitude, the level marking the edge of space where the pull
of gravity is minimal Live video showed the three admir-
ing views of Earth and space through the windows. After
