Chennai, July 2:
Tamil Nadu inched to-

wards the grim milestone 
of one lakh infections 
recording 3,882 coronavi-
rus cases and 63 deaths 
on Wednesday while the 
total samples tested so far 
crossed the 12 lakh mark, 
the government said.
The total cases stood 

at 94,049 while the toll, 
which has been rising 
significantly in the past 
several days, touched 
1,264.
Of the fresh cases, the 

state capital’’s share was 
2,182 and nearby districts 
of Chengelpet and Tiru-

vallur recorded 226 and 
147 cases respectively, a 
health department bulletin 
said.
A special sub-inspector 

of police in the city suc-
cumbed to the virus on 
Wednesday, police said.
The fresh cases saw a 

marginal dip compared to 
nearly 4,000 cases in the 
past three days.
Chennai, which has re-

mained the largest hotspot 
in the state, saw its tally 
mounting to 60,533 as the 
intense lockdown entered 
the 13th day, having been 
extended till July 5 from 
Wednesday.

There were 39,856 ac-
tive cases in the state 
after discharge of 2,852 
patients from various hos-
pitals today.
Cumulatively, a total 

of 52,926 people have 
recovered so far.
As many as 31,521 

samples were tested on 
Wednesday, taking the 
aggregate to 12,02,204, 
the bulletin said.
Sixty three people died 

in 37 government and 26 
private hospitals taking 
the toll to 1,264. Those 
dead include a 34- year 
old man, and a 36 year-
old woman and 55 had 

co- morbidities.
Greater Chennai Corpo-

ration said it conducted 
535 fever camps in 15 
zones of the city with 
36,518 people taking part.
A total of 2,381 cases 

with flu like symptoms 
were detected and swab 
samples taken from 2,305 
of them.
From May 8, till date, 

over 10,800 such camps 
have been held in which 
7,10,630 people partici-
pated and 27,175 swab 
samples were taken from 
31,183 with symptoms, 
the bulletin said.

Judicial Magistrate S 
Hema in the early hours 
of Thursday after doc-

tors at the Thoothukudi 
Government Hospital cer-
tified him fit. The CJM 
remanded him to the 
Perurani district jail till 
July 16.
CB-CID inspector gen-

eral K Shankar had ar-
rived in Thoothukudi on 
Wednesday and, with 
his team, visited the 
mobile accessories shop 
owned by Beniks at Sath-
ankulam. The sleuths also 
questioned a trader in the 
adjacent shop. Then the 
team visited the house of 
the victims and conducted

The Chief Minister wished the 
17 persons who suffered injuries a 
speedy recovery and directed the 
Cuddalore district administration to 
provide the best possible treatment 
to them.  
The Chief Minister said on know-

ing about the accident, he had 
directed the district administration 
to rescue the persons who were 
affected by the boiler blast.  
Industries Minister MC Sampath, 

District Collector CS Sakhamuri 
and senior police and revenue of-
ficials rushed to the spot to carry 
out rescue operations on a war 
footing.
An official has been suspended 

and a high level inquiry and an 
internal probe has been ordered, 
the company said.
The six deceased men were aged 

between 25 and 42, and at least 
seven injured men have sustained 

over 50 per cent burns according 
to an initial assessment.
The mishap occurred at the fifth 

unit of the thermal power station-II 
when workers were in the process 
of resuming operations which in-
cludes maintenance work following 
a shutdown, the official said.
Home Minister Amit Shah, ex-

pressing anguish over the loss of 
lives, spoke to Chief Minister K 
Palaniswami and assured him of 
all possible help.
The Home Minister said on his 

twitter handle: “Anguished to learn 
about the loss of lives due to a 
blast at Neyveli power plant boiler 
in Tamil Nadu.
Praying for the earliest recovery 

of those injured.” Governor Ban-
warilal Purhoit and Chief Minister 
K Palaniswami condoled the deaths 
and wished the injured a speedy 
recovery.

comfortable 
elite club with 
A u s t r a l i a , 

England and later South Africa as its 
members. � e Rubicon was crossed 
in 1926 when hegemony of the 
whites eroded with India, New Zea-
land and West Indies joining the fra-
ternity.Presently, there are104 ICC 
members, with 12 Full Members and 
92 Associate Members. � e Associ-
ate Members have functioned only 
marginally as members of the ICC 
non-descript committees but never 
held a position in the hierarchy of 
the ICC.Imran Khwaja, ex-presi-
dent, Singapore Cricket Association 
broke the shackles of convention by 
being made Interim Chairman of the 
ICC yesterday. � e decision was tak-
en by the ICC Board on Wednesday 
a� er incumbent ShashankManohar 
stepped down a� er two terms. 

It may be recalled that Khwaja was 
elected as ICC’s deputy chairman 
in 2017, following Manohar’s elec-
tion as ICC’s inaugural independent 
chairman. � e deputy chairman’s 
position was part of the new ICC 
constitution which came into e� ect 
from 2017. While in the corridors of 
the ICC, Khwaja made his presence 
felt.  

A legal luminary, suave, ami-
able Khwaja, 64, remainsain� uential 
voice on the ICC Board and has been 
part of many prominent commit-

tees. Currently, Khwaja is member of 
the Finance & Commercial A� airs, 
Nominations, Development (Chair-
man) and Membership committees. 

It is pertinent to point out that Kh-
waja was instrumental in persuading 
Manohar to continue as ICC chair-
man in 2017 a� er he had opted to 
step down even before the end of 
his term. Although Khwaja is the 
chairman of Associate ICC Coun-
tries, still he has played pivotal role 
in introducing signi! cant reforms 
ICC carried out under Manohar like 
the refurbishment of the governance 
structure, the ! nance model and 
creating a democratic structure at 
the ICC board and enabled even the 
smaller Associate countries to have a 
role, rather than be a lame duck. 

In the media release on Wednesday, 
the ICC said that the Board would 
! nalize the nomination process to 
elect Manohar’s full-time successor 
soon. Normally the new chairman 
would have been installed at the 
ICC’s annual conference, postponed 
inde! nitely this year due to the Cov-
id-19 pandemic, although the annual

general meeting will still take place 
virtually.

� e corridors of power within 
the ICC are agog with rumours on 
Manohar’s successor. According 
to grapevine circle,  Khwaja, along 
with Colin Grave (ex-chairman, 
England and Wales Cricket Board) 
are frontrunners as successors to 
Manohar. Another hot contender 
for the coveted post is BCCI presi-
dent SouravGanguly. He became 
eligible a� er he participated in his 
! rst ICC Board meeting in last 
March. It is widely acknowledged 
that Ganguly’s acumen and aware-
ness of the problemsconfronting 
cricket has been well addressed by 
him. � e BCCI has been actively 
looking forward to garner support 
for Ganguly. However, the former 
Indian captain has not made his 
views public on the subject. Graeme 
Smith,former South African skipper 
(now director cricket, Cricket South 
Africa) said global cricket needed a 
“strong leadership” which Ganguly 
was “best positioned” to provide.

� e latest hat in the ring has been 
thrown by Dave Cameron, former 
president of Cricket West Indies 
(CWI). Since Cameron courted 
many controversies during his ten-
ure of president of the CWI, he is 
unlikely to get support from the Ca-
ribbean cricket community. 

Apropos ICC rule to be eligible, 
the candidate needs to be either a 
present or past ICC Director - one 
who attends at least one ICC Board 
meeting - and has to be nominated 
by one current ICC Director. Nomi-
nees with the support of two or 
more Directors are eligible to con-
test an election.

ness to write the exam.
This has created confu-
sion if the government 
should conduct an exam 
for these students alone, 
the minister said. “Only

he said. He added that he
