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Scientists: Icy Moon of Saturn
Likely Has an Underground Ocean

Researchers say new
evidence suggests Saturn’s icy
moon Mimas likely has a large
underground ocean.

Astronomers based their
finding on data collected by the
American space agency NASA's
Cassini spacecraft. Cassini
observed Saturn and its more
than 140 moons for more than
10 years before ending
operations in 2017.

The spacecraft’s data
covered details about the
moon’s orbit and rotation.
Researchers reported the data
provided the best evidence yet
of a hidden ocean about 20 to
30 kilometers beneath the
frozen surface. Mimas is a
relatively small moon, about
400 kilometers wide.
Researchers say Mimas lacks
formations on its surface found
on other moons, which suggest
the presence of underground
water. These can include a
broken surface as well as
geyser activity. Scientists said
the fact that Mimas did not have
unusual surface formations
made it an unlikely candidate
for an underground ocean.

Valery Lainey, of the Paris
Observatory, was co-author of
a study describing the
research in the publication
Nature. “"Mimas was probably
the most unlikely place to look
for a global ocean — and liquid
water more generally,” he said
in an email to the Associated
Press. Lainey added, "So that
looks like a potential(ly)
habitable world. But nobody
knows how much time is
needed for life to arise."

The amount of water
thought to exist below the
surface of Mimas would
represent just 1.2 to 1.4
percent of Earth’s oceans,
Lainey said. That is because
of the moon's small size.

However, Mimas does have

a very large crater caused by
a crash with a space object.
For this reason, the
appearance of the moon has
been compared to the fictional
“Death Star” space station in
the popular movie series Star
Wars. English astronomer
William Herschel discovered
Mimas in 1789. It is nhamed
after a giant in Greek
mythology. An article
appearing with the study in
Nature was co-written by
Matija Cuk of the SETI
Institute research center and
Alyssa Rose Rhoden of the

Southwest Research Institute.
The two were not part of the
study. But they wrote that they
find the idea that a small, icy
moon can contain young

oceans ‘inspiring.” The
researchers said the
underground ocean appears
to have formed recently in
space terms, possibly
between 5 and 15 million
years ago. Lainey said the
ocean would likely have an
overall temperature of around
zero degrees Celsius. But the
temperature at the seafloor
might be much warmer.

Climate Change Fueling
Disappearance of
Central Asia’s Aral Sea

Climate change is
quickening the disappearance
of the Aral Sea. Once a single
body of water, the lake now
exists in pieces in Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan. Many years
ago, it was one of the world’s
largest inland bodies of
water. But, that changed
substantially over the last
century. The Aral has shrunk
to less than 25 percent of its
former size.

Engineering projects and
agricultural programs are to

blame for much of the lake’s
early losses. Now, climate
change is adding to the
destruction. Summers in the
area are longer and hotter.
Winters are shorter and
colder. The area lacks water
supplies. And experts say
much of the water that does
exist is too salty to support
plant life. The Aral is fed by
rivers that heavily depend on
glacial melt. For many years,
it held many fish, supporting
a fishing industry.

Pregnant Stmgray Offers Rare Lesson of Biology

Charlotte has spent much
of her life in captivity at a non-
profit aquarium in North
Carolina's  Appalachian
Mountains. She is an ocean
animal called a round stingray.

She is about 3,700
kilometers from her natural
habitat in the Pacific Ocean off
southern California. And she
has not shared space with a
male of her species in at least
eight years.

But Charlotte is about to
give birth. The reddish-brown
stingray is pregnant with as
many as four young, called
pups. They were created by a
rare process of natural
reproduction called
parthenogenesis. A female
animal develops an egg into an
embryo without fertilization
material from a male. Charlotte
will give birth to her young at
home: Team ECCO Aquarium
and Shark Lab on Main Street
in Hendersonville. Brenda
Ramer formed the
organization and serves as its
chief. She said, when
caretakers first noticed a lump

on Charlotte’s back, they
thought it might be a
cancerous growth. So, they
examined the animal with an
ultrasound machine, which
makes images using sound.
The images showed that
Charlotte was pregnant.

The aquarium team was
shocked. “We were all like,
‘Shut the back door. There's no
way,”” Ramer said. “We
thought we were overfeeding
her. But we were overfeeding
her because she has more
mouths to feed.” The small
aquarium encourages local

Aims for the Moon

The U.S. space agency
NASA has launched a moon
lander built by a private U.S.
company aiming to reach the
moon next week. Thursday'’s
launch came after a failed
attempt from another private
American company last
month. SpaceX’s Falcon
rocket launched Intuitive
Machines’ lunar lander to the
moon, 370,000 kilometers
away, from NASA's Kennedy
Space Center in Florida.

lunar spacecraft will try to land
on February 22, after one day
in lunar orbit. Five countries
— the U.S., Russia, China,
India and Japan — have
landed a spacecraft on the
moon. No private company has
yet to succeed in doing so.
Only the U.S. has sent
astronauts to the moon. Apollo
17's Gene Cernan and
Harrison Schmitt were the last
of the Apollo program’s
astronauts to reach the moon
in December 1972. “There
have been a lot of sleepless
nights getting ready for this,”
Intuitive Machines’ co-founder
and chief executive Steve
Altemus said before the flight.
The Houston-based company
aims to land its 4.3-meter tall,
six-legged spacecraft near the
moon’s south pole. The area is
full of dangerous craters and
cliffs but it is possibly rich in
frozen water. Itis also the place
where NASA plans to land
astronauts in a few years. Last
month, Peregrine, a lunar
lander from privately-owned
Astrobotic Technology, failed
shortly after liftoff. The
spacecraft, which carried some
NASA experiments, broke apart
and burned up 10 days after
launch partly because of a fuel
leak. Other attempts madeitto
the moon before wrecking. An
Israeli nonprofit group’s lander
crashed in 2019. Last year, a
Japanese company saw its
lander crash into the moon
followed by Russia’s crash
landing.

High intake of
niacin, essential
B vitamin,
linked to
increased risk
of heart
disease: Study

Researchers have found
that high levels of niacin, an
essential B vitamin, could be
directly linked with an
increased risk of heart
disease. The report, published
in Nature Medicine, reveals
that increased niacin level
leads to high inflammation and
damage to blood vessels.
Researchers found that the
excess intake of niacin resulted
in the production of a
byproduct called 4PY. This
metabolite reportedly plays a
critical role in heart disease
progression. Since the
western diet includes a lot of
niacin intake, it was found to
have elevated the levels of
4PY in the bloodstream.
Elevated levels of 4PY have
been directly linked with
increased risk of heart attacks,
strokes, and other adverse
cardiac events.

schoolchildren and others to
take an interest in science.
Now, they are getting a real-
life lesson few witness.
Parthenogenesis can happen in
some insects, fish, amphibians,
birds and reptiles, but it is
extremely unusual.
Documented examples have
included California condors,
Komodo dragons and yellow-
bellied water snakes.

Kady Lyons is a research

scientist at the Georgia
Aquarium in Atlanta. She is not
connected to the North
Carolina aquarium. She said
Charlotte's pregnancy is the
only documented example of
parthenogenesis in the round
stingray that she knows of.

But Lyons is not shocked.
Other kinds of rays, and related
fish such as sharks, have had
these kinds of pregnancies
under human care.

“I'm not surprised, because
nature finds a way of having
this happen,” she said.

To be clear, Lyons said,
these animals are not cloning
themselves. Instead, a
female's egg joins with another
cell in the female. This leads
to cell division and creation of
an embryo.

“We don’t know why it
happens,” Lyons said. “Just that
it's kind of this really neat
phenomenon that they seem to
be able to do.” Charlotte lives

in a tank of about 8,300 liters
of water. Ramer said the
aquarium is hoping to get a
tank nearly twice that size for
Charlotte’s young. They also
want to put live cameras up for
people to see them.

“Itis very rare to happen,”
Ramer said. “But it's happening
in the middle of the Blue Ridge
Mountains in rural North
Carolina, hundreds of miles
from the ocean.”

Round stingrays like
Charlotte are common along
the Pacific Ocean coasts of
southern California and Mexico.
They often rest on the ocean’s
sandy bottom near land. In the
wild, they are about the size
of a food plate. They comein
all shades of brown. They eat
small animals like worms,
crabs and mollusks. And round
stingrays are sometimes eaten
by sharks, seals and giant sea
bass. The round ray is well
known to humans who like to
