New Delhi, July 22:
Asserting that green 

shoots are visible, Finance 
Minister Nirmala Sithara-
man on Tuesday assured 
the industry that the gov-
ernment is open to taking 
more actions in future to 
boost economic recovery.
Speaking at the 2020 

India Ideas Summit, the 
minister said that the Rs 
20.97 lakh crore stimulus 
package announced by 
the government to fight 
the economic impact of 
COVID-19 pandemic was 
having a positive impact 
on the ground on vari-
ous sectors including on 
MSMEs.
Indian industry together 

with the government will 
ensure a good speedy and 
sustainable recovery post 
unlock, the minister said.
“The green shoots are 

(visible) based on high 
frequency indicators...we 
will watch them as we 

go along. It’’s not as if 
we concluded that the 
economy has green shoots 
and therefore we will not 
take any more steps.
“We have kept all op-

tions absolutely open. The 
government is willing to 
participate with everybody 
and see what the best has 
to be done. Interventions 
can happen even in the 
future depending on how 
the industry responds,” 
Sitharaman said.
Indicators show “green 

shoots” in the economy 
with electricity and fuel 
consumption, inter and 
intra-state movement of 
goods, PMI data and re-
tail financial transactions 
witnessing a pick-up, she 
said.
She said there was 

revival of the economy 
particularly in the rural 
area with good rabi har-
vest and expected bumper 
kharif production.

“We can see the agri-
culture sector clearly driv-
ing the revival. Activities 
related to rural economy 
whether it is tractor sales 
or logistics are all up and 
above...we are at stage 
if we all work together-
-government, regulators 
and financial sector--, a 
very good strong recovery 
is before us,” she said.
She clarified that the 

Aatmanirbhar Bharat is 
not an inward looking 
idea and does not shut 
doors for exports and 
imports.
“We want India to be 

strong. We want India to 
be speaking from a posi-
tion of strength particu-
larly from an economic 
point of view,” she said.
With regard to opening 

of sectors for private play-
ers, the Finance Minister 
said private players have 
been allowed in every 
segment of the economy 

to promote competition.
Even in the declared 

strategic sector, she said 
there will not be more 
than four public sector 
enterprises along with 
private sector companies.
“So there will not be 

any economic activity in 
India which will be in 
the exclusive domain of 
public sector undertaking,” 
she said.
With regard to reforms, 

she said, the government 
has undertaken many long 
pending structural reforms 
during the pandemic.
Many big time struc-

tural reforms have all 
been made...Even when 
the challenge of the pan-
demic was before us, we 
ensured that we use this 
opportunity to come up 
with some of the major 
structural reforms, which 
have waited for decades,” 
she added.

Green shoots visible, govt open to taking 
more actions to boost growth: FM

Islamabad, July 22:
A senior Pakistani 

journalist, known for his 
criticism of the country’s 
powerful institutions, was 
abducted by unknown 
persons from Islamabad 
on Tuesday, his family 
and a government minis-
ter confirmed.  

Matiullah Jan was 
forcibly snatched from 
his car in Sector G-6 
area and taken towards 
some unknown location, 
according to a video cir-
culating on social media.  

Matiullahjan, my fa-
ther, has been abducted 
from the heart of the 

capital [Islamabad]. I de-
mand he be found and 
the agencies behind it 
immediately be held re-
sponsible. God keep him 
safe, according to a tweet 
from his account which 
was apparently made by 
his son.  

Jan’s wife and brother 
told the media that his 
car was found parked 
outside a school with 
one of his mobile phones 
inside it.  

Information Minister 
Shibli Faraz told the me-
dia that he had sought 
details of the incident 
from the interior minis-

try.  
It is our duty to pro-

tect journalists and we 
will try to know his 
whereabouts as early as 
possible, he said.  

A CCTV footage 
showed several armed 
men exiting at least three 
vehicles and putting Jan 
in a vehicle.  

Police reached at the 
spot soon after the inci-
dent and started a probe, 
chief of Aabpara Police 
Station, Shaukat Mehm-
ood, said.  

Jan was critical of the 
government, security in-
stitutions and judiciary.  

The Supreme Court 
last week took cog-
nizance of one of his 
tweets and initiated pro-
ceedings against him.  

The abduction was 
widely criticized by poli-
ticians, rights groups and 
social media users.

Editor of influential 
newspaper Dawn, Zaffar 
Abbas, said it was “ex-
tremely disturbing” and 
“highly condemnable”. 
He asked the media to 
highlight the abduction.

Five hashtags regard-
ing Jan’s disappearance 
were currently trending 
on Twitter in Pakistan.

Nepal lifts lockdown
Nepal on Tuesday decided to lift the nationwide 

lockdown from midnight after the country witnessed 
a decline in the number of coronavirus cases. Fi-
nance Minister and government spokesperson Yuba 
Raj Khatiwada announcing the cabinet decision said: 
The lockdown has been lifted in view of the psy-
chological impact on people.   

Following the second COVID-19 case in Nepal, 
the government on March 24 decided to enforce a 
nationwide lockdown. As per the decision, long-
route public transportation will be allowed to resume 
services from August 17 by following the safety 
protocols set by the Ministry of Health and Popula-
tion. Academic institutions will also be allowed to 
open admissions for the new academic session from 
August 16. The government is yet to decide on 
starting physical classes.

Mask up at the gym too
Is it safe to go to the gym during the coronavirus 

pandemic? It depends on where you live and the 

precautions you and the gym take. If cases of CO-

VID-19 are poorly controlled where you live, experts 

say it’s best to stay away. But if you live in an area 

where the spread is being contained, there are ways 

to minimize risk when going for a workout. 

 To ensure everyone stays at least 6 feet apart, 

gyms should take steps such as moving machines, 

blocking off areas and limiting the number of people 

allowed inside, says Dr. Marybeth Sexton, an as-

sistant professor of infectious diseases at Emory 

University. And experts say face coverings should 

be worn at the gym whenever possible. Sexton also 

suggests bringing a backup mask.

 Football Association 
of Maldives (FAM) was 
the only national federa-
tion to have expressed 
interest in hosting the 
Group E games that will 
also involve local sides 
Maziya, TC Sports and 
Bangladesh’s Bashund-
hara Kings.   

Chennai City to play AFC Cup matches in Male
 The Asian Football 

Confederation had decid-
ed to resume the remain-
ing matches of the AFC 
Cup, the continent’s sec-
ond tier club competition, 
in centralised venues in 
the five zones from Oc-
tober in view of the CO-
VID-19 pandemic.   

New Delhi, July 22:  
India will have around 60 per cent of 

its installed electricity generation capac-
ity from clean sources by 2030, Power 
and New & Renewable Energy Minister 
R K Singh said.   

The minister also exuded confidence 
that the renewable energy capacity would 
touch 510 GW by 2030, including 60 
GW of hydro power.  Participating in a 
webinar organised by The Energy Re-
source Institute (TERI),Singh said, “I 
would say that by 2030, 60 per cent of 

our capacity will be from renewables, 
and that is on a conservative scale.”   
About the progress on clean energy, he 
said that India’s clean energy capacity 
including under development projects and 
hydro electric power is around 190 GW, 
which is more than the targetted 175 
GW by 2022.   

During the webinar, the minister 
launcheda report, titled Renewable Power 
Pathways: Modelling the Integration of 
Wind and Solar in India by 2030’.   

‘India aims to have 60% 
renewable energy soon’

New Delhi, July 22:
Terming India as the 

best destination for for-
eign investment with high 
returns, Union Minister 
Nitin Gadkari on Tuesday 
urged investors includ-
ing from the US to reap 
rich dividends by invest-
ing in its infrastructure, 
MSMEs, banks, NBFCs 
and other areas.
Referring to COVID-19 

pandemic as a tempo-
rary phase, the Road 
Transport, Highways and 
MSMEs Minister said the 
country was confident of 
winning the economic 
war and the government 
has taken a number of 
steps to overcome the 
crisis.

A drone, indigenously

 A DRDO offi-
cial said the drone will 
be dispatched soon for 
the Army.

It 
has been made to oper-
ate in high-altitude areas 
and can also adapt to ex-
treme climates.
