BHEL emerged as successful bidder for 3x800 MW Telangana Stage-II Supercritical 

Thermal Power Plant by NTPC 
 

New Delhi, November 12: Bharat Heavy Electricals Limited (BHEL) has emerged as a 
successful bidder in a major contract from NTPC Ltd. for the establishment of the Main plant 
package of 3x800 MW Telangana Stage-II supercritical thermal power plant.
