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IGST credit accrued in FY18 won’t
lapse if not availed that fiscal

PRESS TRUST OF INDIA
New Delhi, June 4

THE FINANCE MINISTRY on
Tuesday assured trade and
industry that input tax credit
accrued on import of goods by
paying GST in 2017-18 will
not lapse even if the taxpayer
did not claim credit in the
same financial year.
Addressing concernsraised
by trade and industry regard-
ing filing of annual returns for
thefirstyear(2017-18)of GST
rollout, the ministry advised
taxpayers to file the correct
data about tax payment and
other details as reported in
monthly sales returns in
annual return GSTR-9 by
omitting auto populated data.

The ministry said many
taxpayers have raised concern
thatannual return form GSTR-
9 does not allow a taxpayer to
report details of IGST paid on

imports made in 2017-18 but
credit for the same was availed
in 2018-19.

“Due to this, there are
apprehensions that credit
which was availed between
April 2018 to March 2019 but
not reported in the annual
return may lapse. For this par-
ticular entry, taxpayers are
advised to fill in their entire
credit availed on import of
goods from July 2017 to March
2019 in Table 6(E) of Form
GSTR-9 itself,’it added.

The ministry further said
many taxpayers have reported
a mismatch between auto-
populated data and the actual
entry in their books of
accounts or returns.“It may be
noted that auto-population is

a functionality provided to tax-
payers for facilitation pur-
poses, taxpayers shall report
the data as per their books of
account orreturns filed during
the financial year.”

AMRG & Associates partner
Rajat Mohan said, “The gov-
ernment has said auto-popu-
lation functionality of annual
return forms is only for the
purposes of taxpayers facilita-
tion, thereby taxpayers need to
compute and check all the
records before filing of such
forms. The government has
also clarified that IGST paid at
the time of import of goods in
financial year 2017-2018 but
availed in the returns of April
2018 to March 2019 would
notlapse.”

"Majority of our operators
have indicated that 5G spec-
trum is far too prohibitively
expensive and that their bal-
ance sheets can't afford this,"
Cellular Operators'Association
of India (COAI) director gen-
eral, Rajan Mathews told
reporterson thesidelinesof 5G
spectrum policy workshop
organised by the industrybody
Tuesday.

On Monday, the Govern-
ment madeit clearthatit plans
togoaheadwith spectrumauc-
tion, including for 5G
radiowaves, in the current cal-
ender year. The new telecom
minister Ravi Shankar Prasad
also set a deadline of 100 days
for starting the 5G trials in the
country.

"Majority of our operators
believe that the spectrum for
5Gis overpriced by at least 30-
40% compared to interna-
tional standardsand auctionin
othermarketslike South Korea
and the US,' Mathews said.
