Elon Musk's political group 
can keep awarding $1m 
(£722,000) to voters in swing 
states, a judge has ruled. The 
giveaway by  Musk's America 
PAC is set to end on Tuesday, 
and the final recipient has al-
ready been determined, a 
lawyer for the billionaire said 
in a court hearing on Monday. 

In a surprising turn, the 
lawyer revealed that people 
receiving the money have not 
been chosen randomly in a 
lottery-style contest, as many 
believed, but were selected 
by the group, a BBC report 
said. Philadelphia District At-
torney Lawrence Krasner 
had sued to stop what he 
called an "an illegal lottery" 
after Musk announced he 
would give the money to one 
voter in a swing state each 
day until Election Day. 

Pennsylvania Judge Angelo 
Foglietta did not immediately 
give a reason for the ruling, 
made a few hours after the 
hearing, according to the As-
sociated Press. “The $1m re-
cipients are not chosen by 
chance,” the lawyer, Chris 
Gober, said during the hear-
ing, according to the Associ-
ated Press. “We know exactly 
who will be announced as the 

$1m recipient today and to-
morrow.” 

Mr Gober told the court 
that America PAC has al-
ready determined the final 
recipient will be a voter from 
Michigan, US media re-
ported. On Monday, America 
PAC announced a man 
named Joshua in Arizona 
had been awarded the day's 
sum. 

In a post on X, 
formerly Twitter, which 
Musk owns, the group 
added: "Every day until 
Election Day, a person 
who signs will be se-
lected to earn $1m as a 
spokesperson for 
America PAC."  

But when the world's 
richest man unveiled 
the giveaway last 
month, many be-
lieved it was a 
random draw-
ing for regis-
tered voters who 
signed a 
petition sup-

porting the First and Second 
Amendments of the US Con-
stitution. 

“We are going to be award-
ing $1m randomly to people 
who have signed the petition, 
every day, from now until the 
election," Musk said at a cam-
paign event. A few days later, 
the US justice department 
warned that the group could 
be breaking election laws, 

which forbid paying 
people to register to vote. 
Krasner's office sued to 

stop it. 
Musk has been ag-

gressively campaigning 
for Republican White 

House candidate Don-
ald Trump in swing 
states across the 
country, and his 
committee has been 
pushing hard in 

Pennsylvania, where 
polls suggest Trump is 
in a tie with his Demo-
cratic rival, Vice-Presi-

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Poll disinformation 
blitz a threat: US intel

Russia-linked disinformation 
operations have falsely 
claimed officials in battle-
ground states plan to fraudu-
lently sway the outcome of 
the US presidential election, 
authorities  said in a state-
ment a few hours ahead of 
the opening of polling 
booths in the  November 5 
vote. “Russia is the most ac-
tive threat,” the Office of the 
Director of National Intelli-
gence (ODNI), the FBI and 
the Cybersecurity and Infra-
structure Security Agency 
said on Monday, according 
to a report by the Guardian. 

“These efforts risk inciting 
violence, including against 
election officials,” they 
added, noting the efforts are 
expected to intensify 
through election day and in 
the following weeks. The 
statement also noted that 
Iran remained a “significant 
foreign influence threat to 
US elections.” 

It was the latest in a series 
of warnings from the ODNI 
about foreign actors – no-

tably Russia and Iran – alleg-
edly spreading disinforma-
tion or hacking the 
campaigns during this elec-
tion. The latest ODNI state-
ment cited the example of a 
recent video that falsely de-
picted an interview with a 
person claiming election 
fraud in Arizona involving 
fake overseas ballots and 
changing of voter rolls to fa-
vour Kamala Harris. 

The Arizona secretary of 
state, Adrian Fontes, called 
the video and its claims 
“completely false, fake and 
fraudulent”. A spokesperson 
for the Russian embassy did 
not immediately respond to 
an emailed request for com-
ment. 

US officials warned in late 
October that Russia-linked 
operations were behind a 
viral video falsely showing 
mail-in ballots for Trump 
being destroyed in Bucks 
county in the swing state of 
Pennsylvania. The county’s 
board of elections said the 
video was “fake” and the en-
velope and other materials 
depicted in the footage were 
“clearly not authentic ma-
terials”. In September, 
Microsoft’s threat analysis 
centre said Russian oper-
atives were ramping up dis-
information operations to 
malign Harris’s campaign by 
disseminating conspiracy-
laden videos. 

Authorities also said they 
expected Iranian-linked op-
erations to try to stoke viol-
ence by spreading false 
content. Tehran and Moscow 
have both denied such alle-
gations in the past. Success in 
swing states is key to win-
ning the White House for ri-
vals Kamala Harris and 
Donald Trump, and those 
states have previously been 
the focus of unsupported ac-
cusations of election fraud.

30 killed by Israeli 
strikes on Gaza

BEIT LAHIYA (GAZA STRIP)  

At least 30 Palestinians have 
been killed since Monday 
night as Israel pounded across 
the Gaza Strip, Palestinian 
media and medics said on 
Tuesday.  The Israel Defence 
Forces (IDF) has issued  
further evacuation orders for 
the besieged Palestinian terri-
tory. Reuters reports that an 
airstrike damaged two houses 
in the town of Beit Lahiya in 
northern Gaza, and killed at 
least 20 people late on Monday, 
citing Palestinian official news 
agency WAFA and Hamas 
media. 

Israeli planes have dropped 
leaflets over Beit Lahiya in the 
far north of the territory or-
dering residents who have not 
yet left their homes and 
shelters housing displaced 
families to leave the town. 

“To all those who remained 
at homes and shelters, you are 
risking your lives. For your 
safety you have to head south,” 
said the leaflet, which was 
written in Arabic.  

Al Jazeera, citing Gaza’s civil 
defence, reports that Israeli 
forces continue to disrupt hu-
manitarian and medical ser-
vices in northern Gaza for the 
14th day in a row. 

In a statement issued earlier, 
Israel’s military claimed that 
during its operations in the 
north of Gaza it has “elimin-
ated dozens of terrorists dur-
ing close-quarters encounters 
and aerial strikes and dis-
mantled terrorist infrastruc-
ture sites”. 

Meanwhile, The Times of Is-
rael has quoted an unnamed 
Israeli official saying  that  
Hamas had rejected a proposal 
for a short-term ceasefire and 
hostage release deal. They told 
the Times of Israel that “No-
thing is happening on the 
ground until we know the re-
sults of the US elections”.  

The official also appeared 
to have confirmed an earlier 
story in Israeli media that PM 
Benjamin Netanyahu’s gov-
ernment is  offering the cap-
tors of hostages money and 
safe passage in return for 
their release.
