1. The management of the Company is responsible to ensure the compliance with the
requirements of (i) the Act and the Rules made thereunder (ii) the MCA & SEBI Circulars;

resolutions contained in the AGM Notice and also for ensuring a secured framework for e-
Voting.

2. My responsibility as Scrutinizer for e-Voting at the AGM and remote e-Voting is restricted
to make a consolidated scrutinizer's report of the votes cast in ‘Favour' or ‘Against’ the
resolutions contained in the AGM Notice, based on the reports generated from the e-
Voting system provided by Central Depository Services (India) Limited (“CSDL”).

3. The remote e-Voting period commenced on Saturday, September 25, 2021 at 10:00 a.m.
and ended on Monday, September 27, 2021 at 05:00 p.m. via e-Voting platform on the
designated website of CSDL, Authorized Agency to provide e-Voting facility

viz.: https://www.evotingindia.com. The Company provided e-Voting facility to the

Members who participated / attended through VC/OAVM to enable such Members to cast
their votes, if they had not cast their vote earlier through remote e-Voting.

4. The Members of the Company as on the “Cut-off Date” i.e. Tuesday, September 21, 2021
were entitled to avail the facility of remote e-Voting as well as e-Voting at the AGM on the
proposed resolutions as set out in the AGM Notice.

5. The total paid up Equity Share Capital of the Company as on September 21, 2021 was
Rs. 16,32,76,080/- (Rupees Sixteen Crore Thirty Two Lakh Seventy Six Thousand Eighty
only) divided into 1,63,27,608 (One Crore Sixty Three Lakh Twenty Seven Thousand Six
Hundred Eight) equity shares of Rs. 10/- (Rupees Ten only) each.

6. After completion of e-Voting, the votes cast by the members through e-Voting at the AGM
and through remote e-Voting were unblocked in the presence of two witnesses
