The Bengaluru-based company had
postedanet profitof ¥326.5 crorein the cor-
responding period lastyear.Itsrevenue grew
about 36% to ¥2,750 crore in the quarter
under review from ¥2,023.7 crore in the
year-ago period.

In dollar terms, net profit rose 32.1%to
$58.3 million, while revenue increased
33.7%to $366.4 million in the said quarter
over theyear-ago period.

“Our endeavour has been to have the
industry-leading profitable growth and we
are still sticking to that. If you look at the
momentum thatwe havegenerated overthe
last five quarters, we believe that given the
demand scenario, that momentum should
continue,” Mindtree CEO and managing
director Debashis Chatterjee told reporters.

He added that while the company is
keepingawatch onthe pandemicsituation,
there should not be too much of an impact.
