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Grab secures $1.46-billion from SoftBank
BLOOMBERG
Seoul, 6 March 

Southeast Asia-based tech-
nology firm Grab Holdings on
Wednesday said it has secured
$1.46 billion (about ~10,300
crore) in fresh funding from
SoftBank Vision Fund (SVF).

With this, Grab has so far
secured over $4.5 billion

(around ~31,747 crore) in
funding in its current
financing round (series H), it
said in a statement.

Other investors in this
round include Toyota Motor
Corporation, Oppenheimer
Funds, Hyundai Motor
Group, Booking Holdings,
Microsoft Corporation, Ping
An Capital, and Yamaha

Motor, it added.
Grab had set up its R&D

centre in Bengaluru, hous-
ing about 200 engineers,
who focus on developing
new payments technologies
for GrabPay, its digital pay-
ments platform. The com-
pany is looking at doubling
the number in the next 
12-18 months.

The United States imported
more goods than ever last year,
including a record amount
from China, ballooning
America’s trade deficit with
the rest of the world to 
$891.3 billion and delivering a
setback to President Trump’s
goal of narrowing that gap.

The increase was driven by
some factors outside Trump’s
control, like a global econom-
ic slowdown and the relative
strength of the United States
dollar, both of which weak-
ened overseas demand for
American goods. But the
widening gap was also exacer-
bated by Trump’s $1.5 trillion
tax cut, which has been large-
ly financed by government
borrowing, and the trade war
he escalated last year.

The trade deficit is the dif-

ference between how much a
country sells to its trading
partners and how much it
buys. Trump has long boasted
that his trade policies would
reduce that gap, which he
views as a measure of whether
partners like China and the
European Union are taking
advantage of the United
States, a diagnosis that few
economists share.

Instead, in a year when
Trump imposed tariffs on
steel, aluminum, washing
machines, solar panels and a
variety of Chinese goods, the
trade deficit grew by 12.5 per
cent from 2017, or nearly 
$70 billion, the Commerce
Department said on
Wednesday. The deficit in
goods, which Trump particu-
larly targets, grew to $891.2
billion for the year, its high-
est level in history.

The line 3 of Mumbai Metro is
expected to cost ~30,000 crore.
The earlier estimate, based on
a detailed project report (DPR)
from 2011, was ~23,136 crore.  

“There is a gap between the
approved cost and the actual
completion cost. There is a
provision to allow for revised
costs, and we have already ini-
tiated that process. The gap is
for the value of time loss and

some changes that occur
while implementing the proj-
ect on ground,” said Ashwini
Bhide, managing director,
Mumbai Metro Rail
Corporation (MMRC).

At 33.5 km, the line 3 is the
longest corridor of the
planned Mumbai metro net-
work. The fully underground
stretch runs along Colaba-
Bandra-SEEPZ. The MMRC is
the nodal agency for con-
structing this line.

The project is being

financed through a mix of
debt from Japan International
Cooperation Agency (Jica),
equal equity contribution
from the central and state gov-
ernments, and an additional
subordinate debt.

Bhide said the project was
on time to be completed by
2021 as planned, but if a pro-
posed depot at the Aarey
Colony was delayed, there
could be a problem.

The metro project has faced
protests over this depot in the

western suburb of Mumbai.
Green activists claim the con-
struction of the depot will
destroy green cover in the area.

Bhide said the allegation
was baseless and the disputed
stretch had been classified as
grazing land. The MMRC now
awaits clearance from the Tree
Authority to cut some trees
and construct the Metro depot.

“It is crucial because our
operations start from there. By
the end of 2020, the first train
will arrive, for which depot

needs to be ready,” Bhide said.
She added, “Earlier we had a
cushion (for delay in clear-
ance), which is now wiped out
completely.”

Bhide expects 80 per cent
of the Metro line’s tunnelling
work to be completed by
December this year. “Some
additional tunnelling will be
completed by March–April
next year. Station works 
are at different stages (of com-
pletion) and progressing 
well,” she said.

An independent report commis-
sioned by the audit committee
of troubled Dewan Housing

Finance Corporation (DHFL) has given a
clean chit to the firm on allegations of
routing money through shell companies.
However, some money may have been
lent to entities to buy shares of a compa-
ny floated by the promoters of DHFL.

The audit report said loans given
for slum rehabilitation projects to four
real estate companies were probably
used to buy shares of another real
estate company (Darshan Developers)
held by Kyta Advisors.

Kyta Advisors and its eponymous sis-
ter companies were promoted by the
Wadhawans, also promoters of DHFL,
and engaged in various businesses,
including real estate and film produc-
tion. They share the same address, that is
HDIL Tower in Bandra, Mumbai, which
is also the address of DHFL.

DHFL sanctioned and disbursed
loans to the tune of ~2,000 crore to
Notion Real Estate Pvt Ltd, Earleen
Real Estate Developers Private Limited,
Prashul Real Estate Private Limited and
Edweena Real Estate Private Limited as
project loans for slum development.
These loans were used to buy shares
of Darshan from Kyta.

“Our examination of available
financial statements of Darshan

Developers indicates that the share-
holding has indeed undergone a
change during the period of our review
and it is highly probable that certain
amounts lent to the four companies
may have been used to purchase shares
of Darshan Developers aggregating
~1,424.16 crore from Kyta Advisors and
other instruments worth ~299.28 crore
(total of ~1,723.44 crore),” the audit
report on DHFL said.

The report also observed that the
finance committee, which sanctions
loans above ~200 crore, consists of pro-
moters Kapil Wadhawan, Dheeraj
Wadhawan and an independent direc-
tor. “The promoter-directors can be said
to have significant influence in the loan
sanction process for amounts exceeding
~200 crore,” the report said.

Apart from these two observations,
the audit report seemed to have
absolved DHFL promoters of any

wrongdoing, contrary to what news por-
tal Cobrapost alleged. The news portal
had alleged that DHFL promoters used
shell companies, ‘dubious pass through
entities’, and ‘dubious borrowers’ aggre-
gating 73 entities, including 26 shell
companies, to siphon off public funds.

The audit report of TP Ostwal and
Associates said the company or the
owners did not promote any of the 
26 shell companies. The independent
audit report examined 39 of the 64 alle-
gations leveled against the housing
finance company by Cobrapost.

“We were unable to find evidence to
support the allegations that the pro-
moters have concealed shareholding
in the company. Neither did we find
any evidence to support the allegation
of insider trading,” the audit report of
TP Ostwal on DHFL stated. As of
December 2018, loans disbursed to
slum rehabilitation projects was to the

tune of ~7,021 crore.
Moreover, the report mentions that

there were certain instances where the
company deviated from the terms of
sanction of loans having major risk
implications. Certain lapses and depar-
tures from the standard operating pro-
cedures and policies laid by the com-
pany have been identified in the report.
These lapses point to a deficiency in
adherence with policies in several
instances — the risk of which needs to
be examined by the company.

“Though the company is required to
monitor post disbursal of funds by the
borrowers, our examination indicates
the monitoring in respect of 15 borrowers
(loans amounting to ~7,485 crore) is sig-
nificantly inadequate,” added the report.

Moreover, the audit report found no
evidence in the allegations levelled
against DHFL of tax fraud. The audit
report also did not find any merit in the
allegations that ~14, 282 crore disbursed
to 45 companies were Sahana group
and Wadhawan group firms.

“Loans were disbursed during our
review period to only 10 of the alleged 
45 entities amounting to ~4,715 crore,
of which ~1,640 crore has been repaid
by the borrowers up to December 31,
2018. No loan was given to any of the
other 35 entities during the period
under review,” the report mentioned.
Shares of DHFL ended at ~148.80, up
11.04 per cent from the previous day’s
close on the BSE.

European Union (EU) and
British negotiators conced-
ed on Wednesday that talks
aimed at getting their Brexit
agreement through Parlia-
ment in London have been
“difficult” as a solution
remained elusive three
weeks before Britain’s exit.

EU chief negotiator Mic-
hel Barnier reported the
continued deadlock to the
European Commission, the
EU’s executive arm, after
meeting his British coun-
terparts late Tuesday. Bar-
nier informed the commis-
sioners that “while the talks
take place in a constructive
atmosphere, discussions
have been difficult,” spok-
esman Margaritis Schinas
said. Barnier added that “no
solution has been identified
at this point that is consis-
tent with the withdrawal
agreement.” PTI
