Doctors of  Maharaja Yesh-
wantrao Hospital gave a
new lease of  life to a 70-
year-old man suffering
from sigmoid volvulus (in-
ward twisting of  large in-
testine).

The patient had devel-
oped a balloon-like struc-
ture due to the turning of
the large intestine which
was causing severe abdom-
inal pain and swelling.

According to surgeon Dr
Arvind Shukla, the patient
belongs to Barkhedi vil-

lage and had ap-
proached us with
the complaint of
swelling over ab-
domen associat-
ed with abdomi-
nal pain. The pa-
tient had similar
complaints of
pain and motion
since November
and was stressed
for the same.

"Patient was
managed conser-
vatively for seven
days with flatus
tube insertion (tube placed
in anal canal to decom-

press obstructed large in-
testine) and was kept on

fasting.
We operated

upon the pa-
tient on Janu-
ary 31 and were
surprised to see
the balloon-like
sigmoid colon
(large intestine)
of  about 900-760
mm large and
weight of  about
3 kgs. It was re-
moved safely as
delay in sur-
gery may prove
fatal to the pa-

tient," Dr Shukla said.
There were no signs of

gangrene and hence sig-
moidectomy and resection
anastomosis was done us-

ing circular staplers. Sur-
geon Dr Deepika Uikey in-
formed that NGO Suflam
came forward to help the
patient in getting the sta-
plers which he was unable
to arrange.

"The patient is now stable
and will be discharged soon
from the hospital," she said
adding the operating team
consisted of  Dr Arvind
Shukla, Dr Saurabh Gupta,
Dr Siddharth Dubey, Dr. Yo-
gesh HS, Dr Yashaswi
Choudhury, Dr  Amiya
Ankit, and Dr. Swati Sim-
ran. The team of  anesthe-
sia department includes Dr
KK Arora, Dr Manish Ban-
jare, Dr Basant Ningwal,
and Dr Neetu Gupta.
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Two men from a well-to-do
family were booked for rap-
ing a minor girl in Lasudia
area late on Tuesday. It is
said that one of  the accused
raped the girl in 2018 after
threatening her. The police
are investigating the case
further.

According to the police,
the 16-year-old victim along
with her mother reached
the police station and
lodged a complaint that the
accused named Anil Sing-
hal, who is a businessman,
was an acquaintance of  her
mother and he used to visit
her place. In 2018, when she

was alone at home, the ac-
cused raped her by threat-
ening that he would kill her
mother. After a few days, he
reached her place again
with his friend named Di-
nesh, who is employed in a
company on a top designa-
tion. Dinesh also raped the
girl.

The girl didn't reveal the
matter to anyone for a long
time but she was upset due
to the incident. On Tuesday,
she somehow revealed the
matter to her mother and
later she reached the police
station and lodged a com-
plaint. The police have de-
tained one of  the accused
and a search is on for an-
other accused in the case.

Two booked for 
raping minor girl
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Tejaji Nagar police arrest-
ed a youth from Rajasthan
while he was trying to sell
brown sugar to someone
on Tuesday. Brown sugar
worth Rs 1.5 lakh was
seized from him and he is
being questioned about
his source of  the drugs.

Police station in charge
RD Kanwa said that a
drive has been launched
against the drugs ped-
dlers/suppliers in the
area. A team was working
on the same when a tip-off

was received that a youth
was waiting for someone
to supply the drugs near
Kelod Fata.

Acting on a tip-off, the
police team reached the
mentioned place and
caught a person from
there. During a search,
the police seized more
than 30 grams of  brown
sugar from him. The ac-
cused was identified as
Shahrukh Pathan, a resi-
dent of  Pratapgarh in Ra-
jasthan. His mobile phone
was also seized by the po-
lice for the investigation
in the case.

room sealed
Mhow: The director's room
in a private school was
sealed for not achieving the
desired 100% target of  vac-
cinating children in the age
group of  15 to 18 years. The
biggest negligence in
Mhow tehsil that came to
notice was by the operators
of  the private institution,
Little Angels School, near
the sub-jail, located at Teli
Kheda, near Mhow Nagar.
Due to the negligence of  the
school operator and princi-
pal, more than 90 children
of  the school have not got
their first dose of  vaccine.

This came to the notice of
SDM Akshat Jain, block ed-
ucation officer Madhav
Bamnia and Mhowgaon na-
gar panchayat-in-charge
CMO Dilip Srivastava on
Tuesday. A surprise inspec-
tion was conducted at Little
Angels Higher Secondary
School, at Telikheda. It was
found during the inspec-
tion that, out of  a total of
452 registered students
aged 15-18 years, 92 stu-
dents were still not vacci-
nated in the school, which
is the highest number re-
maining unvaccinated at
the school level in Mhow
block.

Indore: Devi Ahilya Vishwavidyalaya (DAVV) has
extended the deadline to February 15 as nearly 130
colleges out of  about 280 under the university have
not provided information sought for All India Sur-
vey on Higher Education (AISHE). “Despite re-
peated reminders, around 130 colleges missed Jan-
uary 31 for uploading data on AISHE website. We
are proving last chance to the colleges to provide
information related to faculty, students, available
facilities and infrastructure for AISHE by Febru-
ary 15,” said Rajeev Dixit, director of  college de-
velopment council at DAVV. 
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Indore: A man was brutally killed by a group of  men
in Sadar Bazar area late on Tuesday. He was found near
the 1st Battalion SAF gate.  According to the police, the
deceased has been identified as Gulshan alias Kalu
Sindhi, a resident of Ujjain. He was a driver in a bus.
Deep head injury was found on his head and an iron
rod was recovered from near the body. Police said that
a group of  men attacked him with an iron rod and fled
after he fell to the ground. The police are examining
the CCTVs installed near the spot and the area to iden-
tify the accused. 

Pvt schools
remain shut,

online classes
continue 
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Private schools in the
city remained shut on
Tuesday though Madhya
Pradesh government per-
mitted schools to reopen
with 50 percent capacity
from February 1. Private
schools affiliated to Cen-
tral Board of  Secondary
Education (CBSE) and
Madhya Pradesh Board
of  Secondary Education
(MPBSE) remained shut.
Hence, online classes
continued for students
with no offline option.
Schools appreciate the
freedom to open the
school but sudden shut-
downs are costing them
too much. Many schools
in the city are finding it
hard to stay afloat.

Many school owners
are hopeful that the next
academic session will be
normal, citing fatalities
caused by the new vari-
ants Omicron and BA.2
of  coronavirus. Besides,
vaccination gives them
hope that things might
eventually return to nor-
mal.•
