$250-million chip-makingtools project.

However, neither Viemam nor India
has been able toclose a deal with global
foundries to set up a fab plant in their
respective country, which require
investments ranging from $5 to $9 bil-
lion. Whichever country manages to
pullit off first will have a bigadvantage.

During Biden’svisit, the US not only

upgraded its relationship status with
Vietnam, but also signed an agreement
to provide initial funding to improve
semiconductor skills in the country.

India's foreign exchange reserves declined for a
fourth straight weekto $586.91billion, the
lowest in more than five months, as of
September 29, data from the Reserve Bank of
India (RBI) showed on Friday.That was a decrease
0f $3.8 billion fromthe previous week.

Reserves hadfallen by atotal of $8.2 billion in
the prior three weeks. The central bank
intervenes in the spot and forwards markets to
prevent runaway moves in the rupee.

Das said on Friday, while reiterating that the
central bank'sintervention aimsto preventany
volatility of the rupee's exchange rate.
