We 
are looking for appropr iate 
places in metro cities, includ• 
ing Calcutta. We also want 
to grow in te mperature-con­
trolled wru·ehouses in tier 2 
cities. which are mostly unor­
ganised bu l we see opporlttn.i• 
lies there. We a re going to have 
a consultant to help us identify 
the places," said Aclika Raina 
Sekhar, chairm an and man• 
aging director, Balmer Lawrie, 
after the company's annual 
general meeting on Tuesday. 

In Bengal, the compa­
ny ls scou ting for land near 
Dankunl to set up warehous­
ing infrastmctu.re. The com­
pany could also explore oppor• 
tunities for tie•ttPS withe-com-

mcrce firms as it expands its 
capacity. 

"This mar ke l is going to 
grow. While the potential is 
enormous the capital invest­
ment is less," said Sekhar. 

The company is also look· 
i ng to scale up its i ndustrial 
pa ckaging business in the 
intermediate bulk container 
category. "Weare looking for a 
technological partner first and 
lhen assess the demand," he 
said adding that the company 
has space in Baroda to put up 
a unit after the pl'Oject assess• 
meat. 

"By 20ro, we are aiming at 
a turnover of Rs 10,000 cl'Ore," 
Sekhar said. 

T he company's efforts to 
become an integrated logis• 
lies player, with an increased 
reach in warehousing and dis• 
tributlon, in termecliate bulk 
containers, inc1seased market 
share in grease a nd lubricants 
business coupled with the 
travel business picking up are 
thcexpected growth drivers.
