Disbursements up 20%, GNPAs reduce 380 bps YoY 
 

Mumbai, 15 May 2019: Mumbai-based asset finance company, Magma 

Fincorp Limited today announced FY19 audited financial results which 
reflected a robust increase in business topline and profits. Magma recorded a 

sharp 28% improvement in PAT in FY19 on the back of 20% disbursement 
growth, sharp decline in NPAs and stable net interest margins (NIMs). PAT 

for the year has increased to Rs 304 crores for FY19 against Rs 237 crores 
for FY18. Profit for Q4FY19 stood at Rs 85 crores as against Rs 80 crores in 

corresponding quarter last year. NIMs stayed healthy at 8.5% FY19. Assets 
under management (AUM) increased a by 7.8% YoY to Rs 17,029 crores as 

on 31 March 2019.  
  

Magma’s strong risk management coupled with its consistent performance in 

collections led to substantial improvement in its portfolio quality with the 
Gross NPAs reducing by 44% to 4.8% in FY19 compared to 8.6% in the 

previous fiscal.

Premium, an increase of 83% and served over 1 million customers in FY19. 

The growth is driven by a strong momentum in retail and commercial 
business verticals. The company continues to add OEM partners to enhance

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Commenting on Magma Fincorp’s performance, Mr Sanjay Chamria, Vice

external environment, it gives me a great sense of satisfaction that the
