Asian Paints Q2 net slips
L2% on weak demand

ASIAN PAINTS ON Saturday
reported a 42.4% year-on-
year decline in consolidated
net profit to X695 crore for
the September quarter
(Q2FY25), amid weak con-
sumer demand and adverse
weather conditions.

The net profit was below
Bloomberg consensus estimates
0f 1,079 crore for the period.

The companyalso reported
a one-off exceptional item of
X180 crore during the quarter.

This was due to an impair-
mentloss 0f X124 crorein sub-
sidiaries and a foreign
exchange loss of ¥56 crore in
Kadisco Paint and Adhesive
Industry Share Company due
to liberalisation of foreign
exchange market in Ethiopia.

Excluding the exceptional
loss, net profit would have
fallen by 25%.

India's largest paint maker
sawa 5.3%year-on-yeardip in
consolidated revenue to
38,028 crore, compared to
X8,479 crore reported in the
same period last year.

Revenue was marginally
below Bloomberg consensus
estimates of 8,581 crore for
the quarter.

Managing director and
CEO Amit Syngle said that the
paint sector overall faced
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muted demandin Q2.

Domestic decorative coat-
ings volume declined slightly,
with overall revenue in domes-
tic coatings falling by 5.5%
due to sluggish consumer sen-
timent and prolonged rains in
some regions, he said.

The home decor segment
showed positive momentum
across categories.

The bath fittings business
experienced a 2.1% rise in
salestoX83.1 crore fromI81.4
crore, while the kitchen busi-
ness saw a strong 8.8%
growth,reaching¥105.3 crore.

In Q2 FY25, Asian Paints'
international business faced
headwinds, reporting a 0.7%
declinein salestoX769.5 crore.
This was largely due to macro-
economic challenges and cur-
rency devaluation in key mar-

kets,including Ethiopia, Egypt,
and Bangladesh.

However, in constant cur-
rency terms, the interna-
tional segment saw an 8.7%
sales growth.

The company's consoli-
dated earnings before interest
tax depreciation and amorti-
sation (Ebitda) fell 27.8%
year-on-year to X1,240 crore,
down from 1,716 crore
reported last year.

Bloomberg consensus esti-
mates had pegged Ebitda at
%1,565 crore for the quarter.
Ebitda margins declined to
15.4% versus 20.2% reported
ayearago.

Syngle said that Q2 operat-
ing margins were impacted by
acombination of soft demand
conditions, product mix and
material price inflation.

"We expect margins to
recoverin the coming quarters
on the back of anticipated
softening in material prices
coupled with price increases
implemented in the last few
months," he said.

The Industrial segment
recorded steady gains in both
APPPG and PPGAP units.

Sales in the APPPG business
roseby6%t03265.5 crore from
%250.6 crore, while PPGAP
reported a 5.9% increase to
X524 .4 crorefrom3495.3 crore.

Additionally, White Teak
and Weatherseal, part of the
company’s diversified offer-
ings, achieved double-digit
and moderate sales growth,
with White Teak's sales up by
19.2% to X31.1 crore and
Weatherseal increasing by

"Thisisadifficult but neces-
sary proactive step to make
sure Booking.com remains
agile in a very competitive
industryand keeps driving cus-
tomer-centered innovation at
pace,'it said in the statement.

As of the end of 2023,

Booking Holdings employed
about 23,600 people,accord-
ing toitsannual report,which
did not provide figures for
Booking.com.

Booking Holdings, in a fil-
ing with the US Securities and
Exchange Commission on Fri-
day,said it expected to provide
more details on timing, likely
impact on employees and

financials from the reorgani-
sation"in due course".

A company spokesperson
said the reviewwas specific to
Booking.com and not its
other brands, such as Price-
line, Agoda, Kayak and
OpenTable.
