Zuckerberg
apologises

BJP leader Nishikant
Dubey on Wednesday said
he treated the matter of
Facebook founder Mark
Zuckerberg's remarks on
Indian elections as "closed”
after an official of the so-
cial networking platform
tendered an apology.
Zuckerberg, in a podcast,
had claimed that the in-
cumbent government in
India lost power in the
2024 elections due to its
handling of the Covid-19
pandemic. Meta India vice
president Shivnath Thukral
apologised for Zucker-
berg's remarks and said it
was an "inadvertent error”.
Dubey had on Tuesday
said that a parliamentary
panel will summon the
firm following its chair-
man's comments.

On Wednesday, Prime Minister
