We currently source power from rooftop
solar power plants at both its plants, with
1 MW at Dahej and 0.91 MW at Dadra as
well as 0.9 MW from a 3 party hybrid
wind solar plant. Committed to further
reducing our carbon emissions, we are
also procuring renewable energy from a
hybrid wind and solar power plant with a
capacity of 10.8 MW in Gujarat. In order to
take advantage of the recently developed
inter-state transmission system, we have
also started to procure power from a solar
power plant of 12.5 MW in Rajasthan.

Prioritising Recycling

After undertaking research
activities and successful lab trials
to develop a scalable way to
recycle polyester waste including
textile waste, we set up a pilot
plant with a capacity of 1.5 tonnes/
day. This pilot plant helped wus
optimise the process parameters
for scaling operations and now, we
are planning to set up facilities for
manufacturing recycling chips with
a capacity of 20,000 MTPA.

Environment Conservation
We recycle our packaging materials,
paper tubes and wooden pallets. In
addition, to do our bit towards
environment conservation, we use a
composite food waste machine that
produces fertilizer from the canteen
food waste. This is then used to maintain
the green cover outside and inside our
premises. We also treat our effluent
water in the plant and reuse it for non-
drinking purposes, thus following a zero
liquid discharge policy.
