Half-naked protest by over 10K residents

Big claims are made regarding 
the safety of patients at gov-
ernment hospitals, yet the 
reality at the district hospital 
in Indore tells a different story. 
Despite being open 24 hours 
for maternity services, there is 
not a single security personnel 
deployed at the facility. 

Health department officials 
have now resorted to appeal-
ing directly to higher auth-
orities in Bhopal for the 
deployment of security staff.  

A formal letter has been sub-
mitted, but as of now, no action 
has been taken. Meanwhile, 
doctors and hospital staff con-
tinue to struggle with frequent 
disputes and security risks. 

The hospital, which in-
cludes a 40-bed maternity 
ward for pregnant women, ad-
mits patients day and night.  

Despite this, there are no se-

curity personnel on site. 
Relatives of the admitted pa-
tients have expressed con-
cerns about safety, citing that 
groups of intoxicated individ-

uals frequently gather in the 
hospital premises at night. 
With no one to prevent their 
entry, there is a constant fear 
of an untoward incident. Theft 

has also been a recurring issue 
due to the lack of security 
measures. 

“The reason given for the 
lack of security personnel is 
that the hospital has fewer 
beds, and according to set 
standards, security cannot be 
posted,” a source from the hos-
pital explained.

The Jabalpur administration 
has again taken action against 
the arbitrary attitude of private 
schools in the district.  

The District-Level Commit-
tee, established under the 
Madhya Pradesh Private 
Schools (Regulation of Fees 
and Related Matters) Act, 2017, 
has ordered eight private 
schools to return Rs 54.26 
crore to parents. Each of these 
schools has been fined Rs 2 
lakh and given a 30-day dead-
line to return the fees. The 
amount must be deposited di-
rectly into the parents’ bank 
accounts. The order was is-
sued by the committee around 
late night on Wednesday. 

The schools fined include 
Mount Litera Zee School, Wis-
dom Valley School in Shastri 
Nagar and Katanga, Spring Day 
School in Adhartal, Ajay Satya 
Prakash School in Panagar, 
Satya Prakash School in Polipa-

thar, Christ Church Girls 
School, St. Aloysius School in 
Panagar, and St. Joseph School 
TFRI. 

District Education Officer of 
Jabalpur, Ghanshyam Soni, 
said that the district-level com-
mittee was formed under the 
chairmanship of collector 
Deepak Saxena and has or-
dered the school to return 
money to the parents. If they 
didn’t return the stipulated 
amount within the given time 
frame, then strict action will be 
taken against them. 

Earlier, on May 27, the dis-
trict administration had or-
dered 11 schools to return Rs 
81 crore to students and par-
ents. The school management 
filed a petition against this 
order in the High Court, 
which is currently under re-
view. However, the eight 
schools that received orders 
from the district-level com-
mittee on Wednesday are dif-
ferent from those previously 
addressed.

No CCTVs 
Installed 

In addition to the ab-
sence of security per-

sonnel, the hospital is 
also lacking CCTV cam-
eras. This has made it 
difficult to trace or 
identify individuals in-
volved in incidents 
within the hospital 
premises. Although doc-
tors are on duty even 
during the night, they 
often work behind 
closed doors due to the 
security situation.

Police post unmanned 
There is also a police post located within the hospital 
premises, but it remains locked most of the time. Po-
licemen visit only sporadically, leaving patients and 
their families without anyone to report their concerns 
to during emergencies. Dr Girdhari Lal Sodhi, Civil Sur-
geon, confirmed, “We have given a letter to Bhopal re-
garding the demand for security personnel in the 
hospital. After approval, security will be deployed.”
