NEW DELHI: India and Australia
have emphasised the need for
strengthening global cooperation
to combat terrorism and con-
demned the use of “terrorist prox-
ies” for cross-border terrorism.
‘Ways to further expand bilat-
eral cooperation in dealing with
terrorism figured prominently at
the 14th meeting of the India-Aus-
tralia joint working group on
counter-terrorism that was held

terrorism in all its
forms and manifestations and
emphasized the need for
strengthening international coop-
eration to combat terrorism in a
comprehensive and sustained
manner,” the Ministry of External
Affairs (MEA) said.

“They also condemned the use
of terrorist proxies for cross-bor-
der terrorism,” it said.

The MEA said the two sides
exchanged views on the domestic,
regional and global terrorism

“They discussed counter-ter-
rorism challenges related to the
use of new and emerging technol-
ogies by terrorists, misuse of the
internet for terrorist purposes,
radicalisation and terror financ-
ing, and the nexus between orga-
nised crime and terrorism,
among other issues,” it said in a
statement.

LAND ACQUISITION
HURDLES PUTS
BRAKES ON

NHAI PROJECTS

CHANDIGARH: Apart from the
law and order situation, the
land acquisition problems in
Punjab are the major reason for
the stalling of the National
Highway projects, especially the
Delhi-Katra Expressway pro-
jects. Of the total 650km-long
expressway, 361 km of proposed
length falls in Punjab.

Inordinate delays and subse-
quent attack on NHAI staff and
contractors forced the Union
road transport and highways
minister Nitin Gadkari on
August 9 to write a strongly-
worded letter to Punjab chief
minister Bhagwant Mann ask-
ing him to intervene or else the
NHAIwould have no option but
to cancel eight highway projects
in Punjab with a total length of
293 km and costing 314,288
crore if the law and order situa-
tion in the state does not
improve.

In his letter, Gadkari cited
two recent incidents of violence.
In one incident in Jalandhar, an
engineer of a contractor was
brutally assaulted and in
another incident in Ludhiana,
the project camp of the express-
way contractor was attacked.

Due to the pending issues
related to land acquisition and
the prevailing law and order sit-
uation in the state, several con-
tractors have requested to fore-
close contracts and have raised
claims against the NHAI, Gad-
kari further wrote in his letter.

As per thelist of projects and
data accessed by HT, most of
the projects mentioned by Gad-
kari in his letter are not even
40% complete even though the
workallocation started in 2021.

Two projects haven't even

they should not be punished for
contempt of court. They have
since filed a pair of apology affi-
davits each, but the court has not
found them satisfactory and
bona fide.

On April 10, the bench lam-
basted Ramdev and Balkrishna,
refusing to accept their uncondi-
tional apology for issuing mis-
leading advertisements and say-
ing the judges did not want to be
“so generous” after the duo was
caught on the wrong foot with
their “back to the wall”. On the
day, it also came down heavily
on'the Uttarakhand government,

directly interacted with Ramdev
and Balkrishna, telling them
their plea of innocence or inad-
vertence cannot be accepted
right away after they chose to
flout court orders despite previ-
ous judicial warnings as it gave
them a week to take suitable
steps “to redeem themselves”
and demonstrate their remorse.
Ramdev and Balkrishna have so
far submitted two affidavits of
apology in court, besides a public
apology in the media.

The court also reproached the
Uttarakhand officials for acting
“in cahoots” and failing to regis-
ter cases against Patanjali for
issuing advertisements promis-
ing cure for lifestyle and other
specified ailments prohibited
under the Drugs and Magic
Remedies (Objectional Adver-
tisements) Act 1954, Drugs and
Magic Remedies (Objectionable
Advertisements) Rules 1955, and
Drugs and Cosmetics Rules 1945.

Faced with the prospect of
severe legal consequences, Ram-
dev and Balakrishna submitted
multiple affidavits apologising
unconditionally for their actions.
They also made a public apology,
which was published twice in
several national newspapers.

In their apologies, the Patan-
jali founders acknowledged the
gravity of their actions and
assured the court that the com-
pany would no longer engage in
any misleading advertising prac-
tices.
