THEAHMEDABADDetectionof
Crime Branch (DCB), in a joint
operationwiththeGovernment
of India (GoI), will soon begin
proceedingstodeportatleast48
Bangladeshnationalswhohave
allegedly been living in an ille-
galmanner inAhmedabad.
TheCrimeBranch,onFriday,

detained 55 persons. Of these,
48(31men,13womenandfour
children) will be sent back to
Bangladesh soon, said officials.
Theotherseven,allmen,remain
underinvestigation,theyadded.
Hailing the detentions,

Harsh Sanghavi, Gujarat
Minister of State for Home,
posted on X, “Kudos to the
Ahmedabad Crime Branch!
Based on thorough investiga-
tions into ongoing forgery and
counterfeit document cases, 51
illegalBangladeshicitizenshave
beendetained.Legalprocedures
have begun, and they will be
sentback toBangladesh.”
Notably, thesedetaineeswill

be housed in the new Joint
InterrogationCentre(JIC), inau-
gurated earlier this month, in
Ahmedabad.
These foreigners had been

allegedly living in India in an il-
legalmannerandwererounded
upaspartof theCrimeBranch's
investigation in two major
cases: one involving forging
Indianidentitiesandthesecond
pertaining to sex trafficking.
According to the Crime

Branch, investigators had de-

tected and registered cases of
forgeddocumentsbeingusedto
obtain false identities in which
an FIR had been registered
against one FarukMondal and
others under Indian Penal
Code's (IPC) Sections 465 (for-
gery), 467 (forgery of valuable
securities), and 468 (forgery
with intent to cheat). They are
alleged to have forged Indian
identity documents and, in this
case, theaccusedandtheco-ac-
cusedhavebeenarrestedearlier
aswell, officials said.
Currently, theCrimeBranch

is attempting to ascertain the
veracity of over 200 allegedly
forged documents that had
beenseized fromtheaccused.
Inthecaseofhumantraffick-

ing, which also involvedminor
girls, theCrimeBranchhadfiled
an FIR under Bharatiya Nyaya
Sanhita(BNS)sections64(rape),
64(2-m)(repeatedrapeonsame
woman),65(1) (rapeofwoman
under 16 years), and 69 (sexual

intercourse obtained through
deceitfulmeans),aswellassec-
tions of The Immoral Traffic
PreventionAct andPOCSOAct.
“In this regard, the Crime

Branch teams raided a location
near Chandola Lakewheremi-
norgirlsandwomenwerekept.
100 such victims of sexual ex-
ploitation were rescued,” said
DCP Ajit Rajian, adding that a
majority of those rescuedwere
adults.
On Friday, theDCB said that

prima facie, these women and
girlsseemtohavebeencoerced
intoprostitution,proceedsfrom
which were said to have been
sentbacktoBangladeshaswell.
Detailsof financial transactions
and proceeds of crimes remain
under investigation.
Apart from the 48 persons

about to be deported, at least
150moresuspectsareunderin-
terrogationandinvestigationby
the Crime Branch, said
officials.

Tribals were said to have

raised objections on the video
thatpurportedlyshowsGadhvi
atapubliceventwhere isheard
saying that “police have been
warningpeopleoverventuring
during the night in the dense
forest area like Ahwa in Dangs
where people not only rob
valuables of the tourists but
also take away their
clothes”.
Social workers, political

leaders and locals reacted
strongly to thecomments, say-
ingthat thepeopleofDangsare
tribals and they are innocent.
The district receives a large
number of visitors not only
from Gujarat but across the
state.
Snehal Thackrey, a social

worker, on Thursday handed a
memorandum to Tapi’s
Superintendent of Police
Yashpal Jaganiyaandrequested
him to register an offence
against the folk singer forhurt-
ing sentiments of “innocent
people of Dangs”.
“Such statements given by

folk singerRajbhaGadhvihave

hurt the sentiments of tribal
peopleofDangsandstrict legal
action should be taken against
him,” thememorandumread.
The purported video was

also shared by Dangs BJP MLA
Vijay Patel, Valsad BJP MP
Dhaval Patel, and BJP MP
Prabhu Vasava, among others,
on socialmedia as they sought
apology from the folk
singer.
On Friday, apologising over

the incident, Gadhvi said, “In
the video, I have not uttered
words like Vanbandhu (friend
of the forest), or Adivasi. I am
also Vanbandhu and belong to
the Schedule Tribe. I belong to
Gir. I just said that robbery in-
cidents take place in the deep
forest area inDangs.”
“Ihavenotsaid that therob-

bers are tribals. They (robbers)
may be from other districts or
areas. Ihavecomeacross infor-
mation about several people
getting hurt. But my intention
was not to hurt themand even
if I have hurt their sentiments,
I put forwardmy apology. I as-
sure you that in future I will
never repeat such
statements.”
Speaking with The Indian

Express,Dangs superintendent
of policeYashpal Joganiyasaid,
“Wehavestartedaprobeonthe
basis of the application (by
Thackrey).Beforeregisteringan
offence,wewill checkwhether
this video is doctored or not.
