Govt relaxes age limit
for class 9 admissions

In a significant move aimed at
enhancing educational oppor-
tunities, the state government
has decided to relax the mini-
mum age limit for admission
to Class 9 for the upcoming
academic session 2024-25.

This decision, announced
following a proposal from the
commissioner of public edu-
cation aims to address the
challenges faced by 876 stu-
dents and their parents in the
Bhikangaon Assembly.

The order, dated July 8 and
signed by OL Mandloi, deputy
secretary of the school educa-
tion department has brought a
sigh of relief to families im-
pacted by the stringent age

criteria. Until now, children
born after December 31, 2010,
were ineligible for class 9 ad-
mission due to being younger
than the required age of 13
years. The policy change ac-
knowledges the increasing de-
mand to accommodate
younger students who have
demonstrated readiness for
higher grades despite their
age. This adjustment is par-
ticularly pertinent in Bhikan-
gaon, where the practice of
admitting children to class 1 at
a younger age has resulted in
students reaching Class 8 at
around age of 12. While this
decision is welcomed by many,
concerns linger among par-
ents and educators regarding
itsimplementation and poten-
tial impact on academic pro-

The Mahatma Gandhi Na-
tional Rural Employment
Guarantee Scheme
(MGNREGA) fell short of its
goal to provide 100 days of
guaranteed wage employ-
ment in 2022-23. According
to a report of panchayat and
rural development depart-
ment tabled in the monsoon
session of the state assembly,
less than one percent of the
families registered under the
scheme in Madhya Pradesh
managed to get 100 days of
work in that year.

As per the report, out of
82.72 lakh job card holder
families in 52 districts of
Madhya Pradesh, , only
94,978 received 100-day em-
ployment in 2022-23.

In the year, 45.29 lakh reg-
istered families had applied
for the work, however, only
94.978 families could get 100-
day employment.
