In an explicit sig-
nal to Washington, Deputy
Foreign Minister Sergei
Ryabkov, who oversees
arms control, said Trump
had taken a radical position
on the Comprehensive
Nuclear Test Ban Treaty
(CTBT) during his first
term. "The international sit-

uation is extremely difficult
at the moment the
American policy in its vari-
ous aspects is extremely
hostike to us today," Ryabkov
was quoted as saying in an
interview with Russia's
Kommersant newspaper.
"So the options for us to act
in the interests of ensuring
security and the potential
measures and actions we
have to do this - and to send
politically appropriate sig-
nals... does not rule anything
out" During Trump's first
2017-2021 term as presi-

dent, his administration dis-
cussed whether or not to
conduct the first US.
nuclear test since 1992, the
Washington Post reported
in 2020. In 2023 President
Vladimir Putin formally
revoked Russia's ratifica-
tion of the Comprehensive
Nuclear Test Ban Treaty
(CTBT), bringing his coun-
try into line with the United
States.

Three-week-old baby girl
freezes to death at Gaza camp

A baby girl froze to death
overnight in Gaza, while
Israel and Hamas accused
each other of complicating
ceasefire efforts that could
wind down the 14-month
war. The 3-week-old baby
was the third to die from
the cold in Gaza's tent
camps in recent days, doc-
tors said, deaths that under-

Sabotage fear over Bangladesh
secretfariat fire, official
documents damaged in mishap

DHAKA (AGENCY)

A massive fire broke out at
a major building of the
Bangladesh secretariat in
Dhaka on Thursday, damag-
ing official documents that
prompted authorities to
form a high-powered inves-
tigation committee amid
suspicions that it could be
an act of sabotage. The fire
broke out in Buiding 7 of
the Bangladesh Secretariat
and it was brought under
control after nearly six
hours of firefighting efforts.
According to officials, the
fire broke out on Thursday
early morning in the nine-
storey building housing
seven ministries inside the
high-security complex.
However, no casualties
were reported. “The fire
broke out in three spots (of
the building) simultaneous-
ly hours after midnight on
Wednesday,” fire service
chief Brigadier General
Zahed Kamal told newsmen
indicating it might not be
an accidental inferno.

Officials said a power out-
age caused by the fire
forced as well other min-
istries apart from the build-
ing to halt their normal
work while security agen-

cies restricted entry inside
the complex preventing
many staff and officials
from entering into the com-
plex at the central part of
the capital They said most
rooms on the sixth, seventh
and eighth floors of building
no 7 were severely dam-
aged while a huge volume of
documents from the local
government andpost and
telecommunications min-
istries were burnt alongside
the furniture. “The water
used to douse the fire also
damaged many docu-
ments...

tors tried to revive her, but
her lungs had already dete-
riorated Images of Sila
taken by the AP showed the
little girl with purple lips,
her pale skin blotchy.
Ahmed al-Farra, director of
the children’s ward at
Nasser Hospital in Khan
Younis, confirmed that the
baby died of hypothermia.

In recent weeks, the
two sides appeared to be
inching towards a deal that
‘would bring home dozens
of hostages held by the mili-
fants in Gaza, but differ-
ences have emerged
Although Israel and Hamas
have expressed optimism
that progress was being
made towards a deal

treaty in 1996 but has not
ratified it. There are fears
among some arms control
experts that the United
States is moving towards a
return to testing as a way to
develop new weapons and
at the same time send a sig-
nal to rivals such as Russia
and China.

Russia, with 5,580
warheads, and the United
States, with 5,044, are by far
the world's biggest nuclear
powers, holding about 88%
of the world's nuclear
weapons, according to the

Federation of American
Scientists. China has about
500 warheads. In the five
decades between 1945 and
the 1996 Comprehensive
Nuclear Test Ban Treaty,
over 2,000 nuclear tests
were carried out, 1,032 of
them by the United States
and 715 of them by the
Soviet Union, according to
the United Nations. Post
Soviet Russia has not car-
ried out a nuclear test.

The Soviet Union last
tested in 1990. Putin has
said Russia would consider
testing a nuclear weapon if
the United States did Last
month Putin lowered

the threshold for a
nuclear strike in response to
a broader range of conven-
tional attacks, and after
Moscow said Ukraine had
struck deep inside Russia
with U.S.-made ATACMS
missiles. Since the Soviet
Union collapsed in 1991,
only a few countries have
tested nuclear weapons,
according to the Arms
Control Association: the
United States last tested in
1992, China and France in
1996, India and Pakistan in
1998, and North Korea in
2017.

Cooperation ~ Agreement
signified a major invest-
ment in the potential of the
US-India relationship. “At
home, Dr Singh will be
remembered for his eco-
nomic reforms that spurred
India’s rapid economic
growth. We mourn Dr
Singh’s passing and will
always remember his dedi-
cation to bringing the
United States and India clos-
er together,” Blinken said
