RBI Dividend to have
Limited Impact on
Medium-term Fiscal
Consolidation: Fitch

New Delhi: A larger-than-expec-
ted surplus transfer by the RBI
will have a limited impact on In-
dia's medium-term fiscal consoli-
dation, Fitch Ratings said Friday.

“While supportive of near-term
fiscal performance, the one-off na-
ture of the dividend, however, me-
ans the medium-term impact of
this windfall on India’s consolida-
tionand debt path will be limited,”
said Jeremy Zook, director, Fitch
Ratings’ Asia-Pacific Sovereigns
team. The ratings agency noted
that a positive rating impact wo-
uld rather be dependent on sus-
tained deficit reduction owingto
revenue-raising reforms.

“Sustained deficit reduction,
particularly if underpinned by
durable revenue-raising reforms,

would be positive for
the rating fundamen-
tals over the medium
term,” Zook said. The
government has set a
target of bringing the fiscal defi-
cit down to 4.5% of the GDP by
FY26. For FY25, it had set a target
of 5.1% of the GDP in the interim
budget. The RBI board earlier this
week announced a ¥2.111akh crore
surplus transfer to the govern-
ment, which expertsnoteisexpec-
ted to provide an extra 0.4% of
GDP space to the government.

“The use of the dividend—whet-
her it is saved or used for additio-
nal spending—could provide a sig-
nal around the government’s fi-
scal priorities,” Zook noted. Moo-
dy’s Ratings analysts note that the
windfall can also be used forpolici-
es and initiatives the new govern-
ment plans tolaunch.

“The government could preserve
expenditurerestraint and facilita-
te further progress towards mee-
ting its deficit target while lowe-
ringborrowingrequirements that
could, in turn, free up liquidity in
the market for other purposes; the
government could also deploy the-
se extra funds towards new polici-
es and initiatives,” said Christian
de Guzman, senior vice president,
Moody’s Ratings. On Thursday, an
S&P Ratings analyst said the extra
funds could provide rating sup-
portovertimeif itleadstoafullde-
crease in the deficit. Experts have
been factoringina0.2% reduction
in fiscal deficit, given slippages in
revenue collection and additional
allocation to expenditures. All
three ratings agencies have retai-
ned India’s rating with a stable
outlook.

Growth Momentum Likely
to Stay in QIFY25: FinMin

Flags risks from volatile global oil and other commodity prices

New Delhi: April marks a strong
start to the economic activity in
FY25 and the growth momentum
is expected to continue through
the first quarter, the finance min-
istry said on Friday, flagging, how-
ever, risks from volatile global oil
and other commodity prices.

In its monthly economic report
for April, the ministry said the in-
dustrialactivity isrisingandfixed
investment is gathering strength
on the back of elevated govern-
ment capital spending that is also
crowding in private investment.

“Major pillars of India’s macro-
economic strength, including
growth, price stability and fiscal
management, are directionally
positive and mutually reinforc-
ing,” it said.

COMMODITY SHOCK
The report cautioned that unre-
lenting geopolitical tensions and
volatility in global commodity
prices, especially of petroleum
products, “present substantial
multi-frontal challenges”.
“Nonetheless, the expectation
is that the macro-economic buff-
ers nurtured and strengthened
during the post-Covid manage-
ment of the economy will help
the Indian economy navigate
these challenges reasonably
smoothly.” The positive farm sec-
tor outlook, backed by normal
monsoon and easing of food pric-
es, should also help India “fire-
wall against any adverse pres-
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sures” that may arise from global
commodity price shocks, it said.

MANUFACTURING, SERVICES OUTLOOK
Manufacturing outlook remains
bright on the back of increased ca-
pacity utilisation and expected
stronger external support follow-
ing a modest improvement in Eu-
ropean demand and a steady US
economy that could prop up ex-
ports. The services sector will geta
leg-up from the ongoing recovery
in the hotel and tourism industry
and increased credit flow to trans-

portandreal estate, thereportadd-
ed. High-frequency indicatorslike
the GST collections, e-way bills,
electronic toll collections, sale of
vehicles, purchasing managers’
indices and the value and number
of digital transactions attesttothe
growing strength of the economy;,
thereport said.

INFLATION AND RURALDEMAND
The ongoing Rabi harvest, it add-
ed, could temper prices of key
items like wheat and chana, and
the forecast of a normal monsoon
season also augurs well for food
productionand easingof inflation.
Retail inflation was 4.83 % in April,
the lowest in 11 months. While in-
vestment remains strong, con-
sumption is being propelled by
consistent growth in urban de-
mandandaresurgence inrural de-
mand, it said. As per Nielsen IQ
data, FMCG sales volume inrural
markets rose 7.6% in the March
quarter from a year before, out-
pacingurban demand for thefirst
time in five quarters. Even two
and three-wheeler sales increased
by 14.2% on year in FY24.

EMPLOYMENT SCENARIO
Thejobmarket trends, thereport
said, are “reassuring.” The ur-
ban unemployment rate dropped
10 basis points to 6.7% in the
March quarter from a year earli-
er,and thelabour force participa-
tion rate and worker-to-popula-
tionratiohave improved. Formal
jobsarerising, itsaid, pointingat
the growing net payroll addi-
tionsunder EPFO.

NCLAT Upholds Suraksha’s

The news sharply lifted shares of the cash-strapped telecom
operator. “...the company is enlarging its footprint with 5G
rollout, and in connection with the same, it is in discussions
with various network vendors, including Ericsson, for supp-
ly of network gear for the 5Grollout,” Vi said respondingto a
BSE query on Friday evening.

Shares of Vi surged nearly 12% on BSE before clo-
sing 7.5% higher at 15.11 apiece. This followed re-
portsof Vibeing in talks with Ericsson for 5G gear.

Earlier this week, Ericsson India MD Nitin Bansal

told ET that the company is hopeful of getting some 4G/5G de-
alsfrom Visoon, especially after the telcorecently secured more
than 220,000 crore through an equity fundraising.

EThad alsoreported Vihas expedited talks with Ericsson and
Nokia to upgrade its 4G network and that purchase orders are
likely tobe issued in June-July after the next round of spectrum
auction slated to start on June 6. Having raised more than
320,000 crore viaa FPO and capital infusion by one of its promo-
ters Aditya Birla Group, Vi is in discussions with a consortium
of banks to borrow up to 25,000 crore and get additional non-
fund-based facilities of 10,000 crore.— Our Bureau
