Our plan is to launch the
first module of the station called
BAS-1by 2028. For doingthat, weha-
ve limitations on lannch vehicle ca-
pabilities,” he said.

Somanath also said the highlight
of the fourth lunar mission is that
it will come back from the moon.

“Landing on the moon has alre-
ady been demonstrated in
Chandravaan-3. If we must send
aman to the moon in 2040, we ne-
ed to gather the technology and
have confidence in it. The purpo-
se of Chandravaan-4istodoitat
alow cost,” he said.

The lunar spacecraft will consist
of five modules intwostacks. Stack
onewill consist of theascender mo-
dule that will ascend with the lunar
sample, and the descender module
that will assist In lunar sample col-
lection. Stack two will consist of
the propulsion module, transfer
module, and re-entry module.

India is also targeting the first
flicht of the next generation
launch vehicle (NGLV) in the next
SEVEN Vears.

While Chandrayaan-4 is schedu-
led for launch in 2027, Shukrayvaan
or Venus Orbiter Mission is sche-
duled for launch in March 2028.
The first NGLV is scheduled for
launch in 2031, and BAS-1and eight
Gaganyaan spacecrafts are sche-
duled for December 2028.

The space programme includes
eight human spaceflight missions.

“(Gaganyaan programme is cur-
rently underway.. We have added
BAS to the goals of Gaganvaan,” So-
manath said. “Previously, we had on-
lv one mission. Now, we have added
five missions including the launch
of BASanddocking withastronauts.
We have expanded the scope.”

The government has approved
additional funding of #1170 crore
for the space programme, enhan-
cing thetotal funding for Gaganya-
anto £20,193 crore,

Chandrayaan-4, scheduled to take
off after three years, isestimated to
cost 2,104 crore, Vaishnaw said.

The cabinet has also approved
71,236 crore for the Venus Orbiter
Mission, or VOM, he said. Out of
thetotal, ¥824 crore will be spenton
the spacecraft that is scheduled to
be launched in March 2028. In this
mission, the surface and atmosp-
here of Venus will be studied, the
minister said.

The next generation launch ve-
hicle will have three times the
present payload capability with
1.5 times the cost compared to
LVM3, and will also have reusa-
bility resulting in low-cost ac-
cess to space and modular green
propulsion systems.

“What wecandowith the current
rocket is what we have proposed
on this part of the programme,”
Somanath said. “When the NGLV
comes up later, the remaining part
of the space station will be done.
Thetimeline has been accordingly
worked out. Thefirstunitwillgoin
2028. The remaining process will
be done by 2035."

FERTILISER SUBSIDY FOR RABI SEASON
The Cabinet has approved a proposal of the Ministry
of Chemicals & Fertilisers for fixing the Nutrient Ba-
sed Subsidy (NBS)ratesfortherabiseason 2024 (from
October 1, 2024 to March 31, 2025) on phosphatic and
potassic(P&K) fertilisers,

The tentative budgetary requirement for this would
be about Rs 24,475.53 crore, the government said.

This will help in making these fertilisers available
to farmers at subsidised, affordable and reasonable
prices and rationalise the subsidy on P&K fertilisers
in view of recent trends in the international prices
of fertilisers and inputs.

The government is making available 28 grades of
P&K fertilisers to farmers at subsidised prices thro-
ugh fertiliser manufacturers and importers.

Healso said that the government has as-
ked edible oil companies not to pass on
the burden of increased import duty till
the current stock lasts as it was shipped
on lower duty.

The consumer affairs, food and public dis-
tribution ministry expects the stocks im-
ported at lower duties to last 45-50 days.

Talking about sugar, he said that the de-
mand of the sugar industry to increase
MSP is under consideration and a decision
will be taken at an appropriate time.

Prices of onion are also expected to rema-
in stable during the festive season, said con-
sumer affairs secretary Nidhi Khare, ad-
ding that about 7,000 metric tonnes of the
bulb had been made available in the retail
market till September17.
