QUALCOMM HAS EXPLORED
the possibility of acquiring por-
tions of Intel’s design business
toboost the company’s product
portfolio, according to two
sources knownwith the matter.

The mobile chipmaker has
examined acquiring different
pieces of Intel, which is strug-
gling to generate cash and
looking to shed business units
and sell off other assets, the
people said.

Intel’s client PC design
businessis of significant inter-
est to Qualcomm executives,
one of the sources said, but
they are looking at all of the
company’s design units.

Other pieces of Intel such as
the server segment would
makeless sense for Qualcomm
toacquire,anothersourcewith
knowledge of Qualcomm’s
operations said.

Qualcomm has not
approached Intelaboutapoten-
tial acquisition, an Intel
spokesperson said. Intel is
“deeply committed to our PC
business, the spokesperson said.

The $184 billion Qual-
comm,whichisknown forchips
found in smartphones and
counts Apple as a customer, has
been working on plans to buy
pieces of Intel formonths.Qual-
comm’s interest and plans have
not been finalised and could
change, according to the
sources. —REUTERS

Misguided: Durov defends

himself against allegations

TELEGRAM CHIEFEXECUTIVE
officer (CEO) Pavel Durov
defended the encrypted mes-
saging app in his first public
comments since being arrested
in Paris last month, while
acknowledging“growing pains”
from a rapid expansion to 950
million users and promising to
tackle criminal abuse.

The social media billionaire
was charged in Francelastweek
for failing to stop the spread of
illicit content on the app,
including child sexabuse mate-
rialand drugsales.Telegram has
frequently drawn criticism
from governments including
the European Union and
regimesin Russiaand Iran over
content on the platform,which
has become a gathering place
for conspiracy theorists and
extremists.

Durov, 39, has historically
taken a mostly hands-off
approach to moderating con-
tent on the app, declining to
respond to legal requests or
cooperate with law enforce-
ment agencies, according to
Parisauthorities.In his post on
Telegram on Thursday, Pavel
said the messaging platform
has been cooperative with EU
requestsand that the site takes
down millions of harmful
posts each day.

“All of that does not mean
Telegram is perfect,” he wrote.
“But the claims in some media

The entrepreneur’s plat-
form may be moving to put
some guard-rails in place. Sev-
eral media outlets including
the Verge and Coindesk
reported that Telegram maybe
preparing toallowusersin pri-
vate chats to flag questionable
content. The company struck
language in an online FAQ
declaring it wouldn’t interfere
with private exchanges, and
replaced it with a brief guide
onhowtoflag“illegal” content,

Still, Durovmade it clear he
believes his detentionin France
was an overreach,arguing that
governments should take“legal
action against the service
itself,” rather than hold execu-
tives personally responsible.

“Using laws from the pre-
smartphone era to charge a
CEO with crimes committed
by third parties on the plat-
form he manages is a mis-
guided approach,” he wrote.
“Building technology is hard
enough as it is. No innovator
will ever build newtoolsif they
know they can be personally
held responsible for potential
abuse of those tools.”

Harris’ $361-mn Aug haul
widens edge over Trump

VICE PRESIDENT KAMALA
Harris raised $361 million in
August, highlighting how her
ascent to the top of the Demo-
cratic ticket has energised the
party’s donors and base and
upended the race with Repub-
lican Donald Trump.

Harris hasraised $615 mil-
lion since President Joe Biden
announced he would stand
aside on July 21. Her haul
includes money raised for her
campaign, the Democratic
National Committee and state
parties.The Democratic presi-
dential nominee had $404

Kamala Harris has raised

Joe Biden announced he
would stand aside on July 21

million in the bank at the start
of September, topping the
$295 million that Trump
reported for that time period.

Harris raised almost three
times the $130 million that
Trump did in August. Both
campaigns are required to file
monthly fundraising datawith
the Federal Election Commis-
sion by September 20.

The flood of money for Har-
ris highlights how her candi-
dacy has galvanised Democ-
rats, fueling a surge in polling
numbers and in fundraising.

“Thisisthe most successful
grassroots fundraising month
in presidential election his-
tory,” said campaign co-chair-
man Jeffrey Katzenberg, who
added that 95% of the contri-
butions came from donors giv-
ingless than $200.

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EU builds
case to place
Telegram
under stricter
scrutiny

THE EUROPEAN UNION s qui-
etly gathering evidence to sup-
portthe casethatthe controver-
sial socialmediaand messaging
app Telegram should be subject
to the bloc’s strictest content-
moderation regulations.

Officials at the EU’s execu-
tive arm are using data from
several web traffic monitoring
firms to establish that
Telegram’s social-media plat-
form draws more than 45 mil-
lion monthly active users, a
threshold thatwould subject it
to extra scrutiny under the
bloc’s new Digital ServicesAct,
according toa European Com-
mission official.

Data provided by Similar-
web, one of the network analy-
sis tools the EU will be using,
suggestTelegramaveraged 50.7
million monthlyactive Android
users fromjustseven of the EU’s
27 countries between February
and July 2024.While that num-
ber could put Telegram past the
EU’s 45-million-user threshold
for tighter supervision, a large
portion may not count.

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Unemployment rate falls to 4.2%

US job growth misses
expectations in Aug

US EMPLOYMENT INCRE-
ASED less than expected in
August, but a drop in the job-
less rate to 4.29% suggested an
orderly labour market slow-
down continued and probably
did not warrant a big interest
rate cut from the Federal
Reserve this month.

The below-expectations
rise in nonfarm payrolls
reported by the labour depart-
ment on Friday likely reflected
a seasonal quirk that tends to
push the initial August print
lower. Nonetheless, labour
market momentumis slowing,
with the closely watched
employment reportalso show-
ingthe economyadded 86,000
fewerjobsinJuneand Julythan
previously reported.

“The labour market is cool-
ing at a measured pace,” said
Jeffrey Roach, chief economist
at LPL Financial. “Businesses
are still adding to payrolls but
not as indiscriminately. The
Fed will likely cut by 25 basis
points and reserve the right to
be more aggressive in the last
two meetings of the year.”

Nonfarm payrolls increased
by 142,000 jobs last month
after a downwardly revised
89,000 rise in July, the Labour
Department’s Bureau of
Labour Statistics said. Econo-
mists polled by Reuters had
forecast payrolls increasing by
160,000 jobs aftera previously
reported 114,000 gain in July.
