Chinese hackers engaged in a 
broader espionage operation 
targeted cell phones used by

with the matter as saying. It is 
unclear how much informa-
tion, if any, may have been 
compromised. 

The Department of Justice 
and the FBI declined to com-
ment on whether candidates 
were targeted, the BBC said. 
It was not immediately clear 
what data, if any, may have 
been accessed. US officials 
are continuing to investigate, 
according to the 
people, who were 
not authorized 
to publicly dis-
cuss the on-
going inquiry 
and spoke on 
the condition 
of anonymity 
to The Associ-
ated Press. An 
F B I 

statement did not confirm 
the identities of any of the po-
tential targets but said it was 
investigating “unauthorized 
access to commercial tele-
communications infrastruc-
ture by actors affiliated with 
the People’s Republic of 
China”. “Agencies across 
the US government are col-
laborating to aggressively 
mitigate this threat and are 
coordinating with our indus-
try partners to strengthen 
cyber defenses across the 

commercial communi-
cations sector,” the 

FBI said.

China, by contrast, believe  
the US intelligence officials, 
is  taking a neutral stance in 
the race and is instead fo-
cused on down-ballot races, 
targeting candidates from 
both parties based on their 
stance on issues of key im-
portance to Beijing, including 
support for Taiwan. “Our ad-
versaries do look at Ameri-
can elections as points to try 
to influence, to try to under-
mine confidence in our 
democracy, to try to put their 
thumb on the scale,” National 
Security Adviser Jake Sulli-
van said in the summer. “We 
are clear eyed about that. 
And we are doing a lot to 
push back against it". 

FPJ reports from Washing-
ton that The US intelligence 
on Friday said Russian oper-
atives were behind a fake 
video purporting to show 
someone destroying mail-in 
ballots in Bucks County, 
Pennsylvania, that circulated 
on social media Thursday. 

“The IC (Intelligence Com-
munity) assesses that Russian 
actors manufactured and am-
plified a recent video that 
falsely depicted an individual 
ripping up ballots in Pennsyl-
vania, judging from informa-
tion available to the IC and 
prior activities of other Rus-
sian influence actors, includ-
ing videos and other 
disinformation activities,” 
said a joint statement from 
the Office of the Director of 
National Intelligence, the 
Federal Bureau of Investiga-
tion and the Cybersecurity 
and Infrastructure Security 
Agency.. The agencies said 
that the video is part of an on-
going Russian effort to “raise 
unfounded questions about 
the integrity of the US elec-
tion and stoke divisions 
among Americans.”

IRANIAN CYBER THIEVES 
PEDDLE STOLEN EMAILS

The accused Iranian hacking 
group who intercepted Re-
publican   US presidential 
candidate Donald Trump's 
campaign emails has finally 
found some success in get-
ting the  stolen material pub-
lished after initially failing to 
interest the mainstream 
media. 

In recent weeks, the 
hackers began peddling 
Trump emails more widely 
to one Democratic political 
operative, who has posted a 
trove of material to the web-
site of his political action 
committee, American Muck-
rakers, and to independent 
journalists, at least one of 
whom posted them on the 
writing platform, Substack.  

The latest material shows 
Trump campaign communi-
cations with external advis-
ors and other allies, 
discussing a range of 
topics leading up to the 
2024 election. 

The hackers' ac-
tivities tracked by 
Reuters provide a 
rare glimpse into the 
operations of 
an “election interfer-
ence effort”. They 
also demonstrate 
Iran remains de-
termined to 
meddle in 
e l e c t i o n s 
despite a 
September 
US Justice 
Department 
indictment ac-
cusing the 
leakers of 
working for 
Tehran and 
using a fake 
persona. 

The indictment alleged 
that an Iranian-government 
linked hacking group, 
known as Mint Sandstorm or 
APT42, compromised 
multiple Trump campaign 
staffers between May and 
June by stealing their pass-
words. In a Homeland Secur-
ity advisory published 
earlier this month, the 
agency warned that the 
hackers continue to target 
campaign staff. 

The indictment said the 
leakers were three Iranian 
hackers working with Iran’s 
Basij paramilitary force 
whose voluntary members 
help the regime to enforce its 
strict rules.  In conversations 
with Reuters, the leakers - 
who collectively use the fake 
persona "Robert" - did not 
directly address the allega-
tions, with one saying “Do 
you really expect me to 
answer?!”

Musk in regular 
contact with 
Putin: Report

Elon Musk, the world’s richest 
man who is now central 
to  Donald Trump’s election 
campaign, has been in regular 
contact with Russian Presi-
dent Vladimir Putin for the 
past two years, according to a 
report in the US. 

The Wall Street Journal, cit-
ing several in-post and former 
US, European and Russian of-
ficials, reported that the con-
versations between the two 
men ranged from the personal 
to the geopolitical and in-
cluded a request from the Rus-
sian leader not to activate his 
Starlink satellite internet ser-
vice over Taiwan as a favour to 
the Chinese leader and Putin 
ally, Xi Jinping. 

The implications of a secret 
channel of communication be-
tween Musk and Putin are 
enormous for western secur-
ity. The Tesla tycoon is a key 
player in the US space pro-
gramme and has a high-level 
security clearance.  

His company,  SpaceX, 
launches US national security 
satellites, his Starlink satellite 
communications system is 
critical to the war in Ukraine, 
and he runs one of the world’s 
biggest and most influential 
social media platforms, X, 

which has provided a vehicle 
for Russian disinformation 
campaigns. 

Furthermore, if Trump is 
elected on November 5, Musk 
could play an important part 
in a new US administration. 
He has poured his own money 
into the campaign and made 
multiple personal appear-
ances at rallies. Trump has 
suggested Musk could head a 
government commission on 
efficiency if he wins. 

“This is a story about oli-
garch capture of the US,” said 
Fiona Hill, who was the senior 
director for European and 
Russian affairs in the Trump 
White House. She compared 
the situation in the US now to 
the heyday of oligarchs in Rus-
sia after the fall of the Soviet 
Union. 

“If people like Musk get 
Trump re-elected, they’ll ex-
pect all kinds of regulatory 
gifts in their favour,” said Hill, 
who is a defence adviser to the 
UK government.

Biggest-ever crowd at 
Harris-Beyonce rally

Kamala Harris and superstar 
Beyoncé ignited a Houston 
rally with the singer-song-
writer  telling the Democratic 
nominee’s biggest crowd ever 
that it was “time to sing a new 
song” as Harris warned that 
her GOP opponent was dead 
set on further eroding 
women’s rights. 

The rally was set in reliably 
Republican Texas, to highlight 
the growing medical fallout 
from the state’s strict abortion 
ban, but the message was in-
tended to register in the politi-
cal battleground states, where 
Harris is hoping that the after-
effects from the fall of Roe v. 
Wade  will spur voters to 
turn out to support her 
quest for the presi-
dency. 

“For all the men 
and women in this 
room, and watching 
around the country, we 
need you,” Beyoncé said in a 
rare political appearance. 
The megastar’s speech was 
lofty, joyful and optimistic — 
a temper to the seriousness of 
the topic and of the message 
Harris was there to bring –
that the country is on the 

“brink of history”. 
Harris  told the crowd that 

Trump had erased half a cen-
tury of hard-fought progress 
when he appointed the Su-

preme Court justices 
who overturned Roe 

and touched off a 
growing healthcare 
crisis. 

She listed off 
downstream effects 

she sees from various 
bans. Women who never in-

tended to end a pregnancy are 
suffering devastating compli-
cations when they can’t get 
care. They have fewer options, 
and fewer medical students 
are choosing to specialize in 
women’s health, she added.
