aredetailedinstructionsof
grantofwrite-off.Infact,the
draftdirectionsdonotdeal
withexportclaims,refundof
exportproceeds,agency

commissiononexportsor
evensurrenderof
proportionateexport
incentiveswhenthereis
shortfallinrealisationof
exportproceeds.As
exporters,weneedclarityon
allthesemattersandso
wouldappreciateyourviews
on thesame.
The RBI has only put up the
draftdirectionsonexportsand
imports of goods and services
forpublicresponse.Thedirec-
tions would be finalised only
after receiving feedback from
exporters, importers, banks
and other stakeholders. So,
you can also give your feed-
back via email to RBI by
September 01, 2024, with the
subject line“Feedbackondraft
regulations and directions on
export and import under
FEMA”.Now, at Para 3.5 of the
draft directions, the RBI does
say that ADbanks, on request
of the exporter, may permit
reductioninthefullexportval-
ue after satisfying themselves

of the bona fides of such
requests.AndatPara4.1of the
draft directions, the RBI does
say that ADbanks shall put in
place a comprehensive, well-
documented policy as
approved by their Board of
Directorswithinsixmonthsof
issuance of this circular for
handling payment transac-
tions related to export/import
ofgoodsandservicesandmer-
chanting trade. So, it appears
the RBI has left it to the judg-
ment of the banks on how to
deal with requests for write-
offs, export claims etc. For
banks, so used to only imple-
menting RBI directions on
exports and imports, it is
unchartered territory. So, we
have towait and seehow they
respond. For exporters and
importers also, a situation
where different banks act dif-
ferently, instead of everyone
following the same RBI
instructions will be a new
experience. We have to wait
and see.

In his first trip since the start of
Moscow's invasion of Ukraine, Prime
Minister Narendra Modi on Monday

travelled to Russia to hold summit talks
with President Vladimir Putin — a visit
that isbeingseenashavingawidergeopo-
litical context and signalling.

Shortly after landing inMoscow,Modi
said he is looking forward to deepening
bilateralpartnershipinfuturisticareasand
that stronger ties between India and
Russiawill “greatly benefit our people”.

India seeks to play a “supportive role”
forapeacefulandstableregion, theprime
minister said in his departure statement.

President Vladimir Putin will hold
extensive talks with Prime Minister
Narendra Modi on Tuesday, both
one-on-one and with delegations, a top
Russianofficial said onMonday.

“Around noon, Putin and Modi will
start talking. We expect that there will be
aprivate conversation, aswell asRussian-
Indian talks over an official breakfast,”
Kremlin spokesman Dmitry Peskov was
quotedassayingbythestate-ownedTASS
newsagency.

“No joint communication with the
media is foreseen,”hesaid.“Butweexpect
anextendedexchangeofviewsatboththe
private andextended sessions,whichwill
largely compensate for the lack of state-
ments to themedia.”

Modi was received at the Vnukovo-II
airport by Russia's First Deputy Prime
Minister Denis Manturov. The Russian
first deputy minister also accompanied
theIndianprimeministertohishotel from
the airport, officials said.

Manturov had received Chinese
President Xi Jinping during his visit to
Russia as well. On Tuesday,Modi will co-
chair the 22nd India-Russia annual sum-
mitwithPresidentPutin, interactwiththe
members of the Indian community and
visit theRosatompavilionatanexhibition.
The prime minister is also scheduled to
layawreathat the ‘Tombof theUnknown
Soldier’.

The focus of the 22nd India-Russia
annual summit is likely to be boosting
bilateralcooperationintheareasofenergy,
security, trade, investmentandpeople-to-
people exchanges.TheUkraineconflict is
set to figure in thediscussions.

In the talks, Modi is expected to urge

the Russian side to end recruitment of
Indiansassupportstaff totheRussianmil-
itary and ensure the return of those still
operating in the force.

“Landed in Moscow. Looking forward
to further deepening the Special and
Privileged Strategic Partnership between
our nations, especially in futuristic areas
ofcooperation,”ModisaidonX.Modiwas
accordedaguardofhonourat theairport.
HewasgivenawarmwelcomeoutsideThe
Carlton Hotel in Moscow by members of
theIndiandiasporaandagroupofRussian
artists who danced to the tune of Hindi
songs.“AmemorablewelcomeinMoscow!
I thank the Indian community for their
affection,”Modi said in another post.

The 10th round of bidding for
oil and gas assets under the
Centre’s Open Acreage
Licensing Policy (OALP) is
expected to commence next
month,petroleumandnatural
gasministry officials said.

OALP-Xmaybeoneof the
biggest so far in terms
of area covered and
the number of
blocks on offer,
and is expected to
double the area
underexploration.

The winning
bids for OALP-IX,
the final deadline
forwhichhadbeen
extended to May,
willalsobeconcur-
rently announced,
they said.

“The govern-
ment wants to
expand the area
under exploration
fast. After the
OALP-IXandXbidroundsare
successfullycompleted,about
560,000 sq km area is expect-
ed to come under exploration
bytheendof theyear,”anoffi-
cial said.

Indiahasanestimatedsed-
imentary area of 3.36 million
sqkmcomprising26sedimen-
tary basins, of which 1.63mil-
lion sq km area is on land,

410,000sqkmisintheshallow
offshoreareaupto400metres
from the coast, and 1.32 mil-
lion sq km in the deepwater
area beyond 400 metres.
Currently,anestimated10per
centof thesedimentarybasins
areunder exploration.

The ninth round com-
prised 28 blocks with an area
ofapproximately136,000sq

km. This includes 23
blocks based on
expressions of
interest (EoIs)
received from
companies
between April
2022 and March
2023 and five
blocks carved out
by the Directorate
General of
Hydrocarbons.

The 28 blocks
under the round
are spread across
eight sedimentary
basinsandinclude
nine onland
blocks, eight shal-

lowwater blocks, and 11 ultra-
deep-waterblocks.Todate,134
exploration and production
blocks comprising an area of
207,000 sq km across 19 sedi-
mentary basins have been
awarded by the government.

It has been difficult to get
foreign players to participate
till now. OALP-VIII ran for a
year till July 5, 2023.
