Sharp rise in EPFO
claims settlement

OUTOFTHE three PF claim cat-
egories—final settlement, trans-
fer and withdrawal—the rejec-
tion rate saw a sharp rise forthe
final settlement of PF claims
over the last five years.

Overall, in 2022-23, total
claims for final PF settlement,
transfer claims and withdrawal
claims totalled 52.1 million. Of
this, 13.4 million or 25.8%
claimswererejected,while 37.7
million or 72.4% claims were
settled, showed official data.

Sources say the main reason
fortherise in the rejection rates
was discrepanciesin datawhich
the EPFO systemshad andwhat
the claimants shared, and tech-
nical issues with the IT infra-
structure. But post the software
upgrade, improvement has
been seen on both fronts, said
another official. An official had
earliertold FE thatthe“rejection
(of claims) occurs when mem-
bers’ details are not matched
with the system, and they don’t
act in the prescribed manner”.

However,with this potential
comesa significant responsibil-
ity.With rising concernsaround
user safety, the onus tobuild an
ecosystem of responsibility not
only lies on the platform but
also on the users and the gov-
ernment.

Over the past few months
there have been a flux of con-
versations around online gam-
ing and the role of platforms
and the government in facili-
tating a safe platform for users.

Online gaming is a growing
industry, significantly con-
tributing to the state exche-
quers and the employment of
the country. While regulators,
over a few years, have been
working towards formingareg-
ulation that better guide the
sector into fulfilling its poten-
tial,certainroadblocks have put
these conversations to a halt.
However, there remains an
urgent need to regulate the
industry and build a responsi-
ble gaming ecosystem.

The need for regulation

Online gaming offers many
benefits such as cognitive
development, social interac-
tion,and entertainment.A sur-
vey released last year by Esya
Centre said that 28% of users
considered online gaming
important for their employ-
ment prospects and 50% con-
important for

improving their number

crunching or research skills in
sports.

But there remain risks
attached to online gaming.
According to the World Health
Organization, “gaming disor-
der”is now classified as a men-
tal health condition charac-
terised by impaired control over
gaming habits, prioritising
gamingover otherlife activities,
and continuingto game despite
negative consequences.

A 2020 study published in
Addictive Behaviours found
that the prevalence of gaming
disorder globallyis around 3%,
with the condition being more
common in males than
females. Moreover, researchers
like Christian Jones and others
have pointed out that gaming’s
inherent nature facilitates
engagement, meaning, and
accomplishment, making it
easy to become immersed in
thesevirtual environments.The
financial risks associated with
online gaming are not trivial,
with players, particularly
younger ones, often losing sig-
nificant amounts of money
throughimpulsive spendingor
poorly regulated in-game pur-
chases.

Moreover, cyberbullying
and harassment are pervasive
problems in online gaming
communities. Studies show
that 41% of gamers, particu-
larly minors, have faced some
form of harassment online.
These issues, compounded by
the ease of access to gaming
platforms,highlight the urgent
need for stricter regulatory

Global responses to
responsible gaming

Theimportance of responsi-
ble gaming is not unique to
India.Countries like the United
Kingdom (UK), Australia, and
South Korea haveimplemented
strict regulatoryframeworksto
mitigate the risks associated
with online gaming. For
instance, the UK’s Gambling
Commission has instituted
measures like mandatory age
verification,self-exclusion pro-
grammes, and financial risk
profiling of users.

In South Korea, the “Shut-
down Law,” which restricted
minors from playing online
games during late hours, was
implemented to curb gaming
addiction among children.
Althoughthelawwas eventually
abolished in 2021, itwas a cru-
cial experimentinbalancingreg-
ulation andindividual freedoms.

India, too, is at the
precipice of establishing a
robust regulatory framework.
The Ministry of Electronics
andIThasproposeda series of
responsible gaming measures
under the Information Tech-
nology Rules 2021. These
include provisions for age gat-
ing, user-defined limits on
time and money spent, and
parental controls. However,
these rules are yet to be fully
operationalised,leaving a gap
in the regulatory landscape

that urgently needs to be
addressed.

Not just regulation

Whileregulation will playa
crucial role in driving respon-
sible gaming practices, the
road to a safe gaming ecosys-
tem does not stop there. We
must leverage technology to
create smarter and more
responsive systems for the
early detection of gaming dis-
orders. Artificial intelligence
(AI) offers promising tools for
identifying problematic gam-
ing patterns in real time,
allowing platforms to inter-
vene before players fall into
harmful cycles. For example,
Al-driven alerts could notify
users when they exceed cer-
tain thresholds of time or
money spent, encouraging
healthier gaming habits.

Beyond technology, educa-
tion plays a crucial role in fos-
tering a culture of responsible
gaming.Publicawareness cam-
paigns and digital literacy pro-
grammes can help users, par-
ticularly minors and their
parents, understand the risks
associated with excessive gam-
ing and how to manage them.
Schools, too, can play a part by
incorporating discussions on
responsible digital consump-
tion into their curricula.

Conclusion

In his Independence Day
address,Hon’ble Prime Minis-
ter emphasised the need to
develop more games domesti-
cally and positioning India as
a leader in the global gaming
ecosystem. In order to meet
this vision, the industry and
the users need a safe and
responsible ecosystem which
can be catapulted by regula-
tion.Buttheregulatoryframe-
work also poses dilemmas of
over-regulation, which could
stifle innovation, and under
regulation,which could lead to
unchecked harms. The gov-
ernment stands at the
precipice of drawinga fineline
without harming either the
useror the industry.
