Analysts pare India forecast
after Friday's growth shocker

ECONOMISTS LOWERED THEIR
India growth forecast after data
released Friday showed a sharp
deceleration of the country’s eco-
nomic expansion. The economy
slumped toaseven-quarterlowof
5.4% in the July-Sept period,
much lower than consensus esti-
mates and below the RBI’s 7%
projection. The softer expansion
has prompted economists from
Goldman Sachs Group to Barclays
to lower their full-year growth
estimates.Goldman’s economists
Santanu Sengupta and Arjun
Varma have revised their projec-
tion to 6% for the year through
March 2025, down from 6.4%.
Otheranalysts also lowered their
forecastsaggressivelyfortheyear.

The new system requires cer-
tain technical tweaks from tele-
marketers thatinvolvesdefining
principal entity (PE)-Telemar-
keters (TMs) chain, based on
which the telecom operatorswill
be able to trace the messages. In
absence of the same,the telemar-
keterswill be blocked from send-
ing the messages.

The new system is being
introduced to curbthe menace of
spammessagesand directlytrac-
ing the defaulters who are
responsible for such unsolicited
communication. Trai has
extended the deadline after
assessing the progress of PE-TM
chaindeclarationand onrequest
from telecom operators.
