Mumbai, June 27

(IANS) Actress and politi-

just horses but also hu-
mans have been hurt.

“Both horses and hu-
mans have been serious-
ly injured. Appallingly,

horses who sustain pain-
ful, serious injuries are of-
ten simply abandoned,”
she added in the letter.

The investigations by
PETA India and the CAPE
Foundation have docu-
mented that dozens of

horses forced to haul car-
riages in Kolkata have
been found to be anemic,
malnourished, and chron-
ically starved.Rupali,
daughter of director Anil
Ganguly and sister of cho-

reographer Vijay Ganguly,
started her career at the
tender age of seven with
her father’s 1985 film 'Saa-
heb'.

The actress made her
television debut in 2000
with 'Sukanya', gaining fur-

ther recognition with
her performances in
'Sanjivani: A Medical
Boon' and 'Bhabhi'.

Rupali became a
sensation with her
portrayal of Monisha
Sarabhai, a middle-
class 'bahu' (daugh-
ter-in-law) to a high-
class 'saas' (mother-
in-law) in the cult sit-
com 'Sarabhai vs Sa-
rabhai'.

The 47-year-old
star, who participated

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South Korea to create $3.5
billion fund for supply chain
resilience, economic security

Seoul, June 27 (IANS)
The government will cre-
ate a 5 trillion-won ($3.59
billion) fund to extend low-
interest rate loans for com-
panies playing a major role
in ensuring stable supply
chains and will provide tax
incentives for corporate
development of key tech-
nologies, the finance min-
istry said here on Thurs-
day.

It is part of the govern-
ment's comprehensive
plan meant to stabilise
supply chains of major
materials and enhance
economic security amid
intensifying global supply
chain challenges, particu-
larly as South Korea is
heavily dependent on for-
eign countries for supplies
of natural resources and
some major materials.

On Thursday, the basic
law on supply chain stabi-
lisation came into force,
reports Yonhap news
agency.

Under the plan, the
government will designate
leading businesses that
work to diversify their im-
port channels of major in-
dustry items or develop
substitute technologies to
