Federal Reserve interest rate cut, 
gold is likely to attract more 
investor attention. A reduction 
in interest rates offered by bonds 
makes non-Interest bearing 
assets like gold more attractive. 

Change In taxation norms 
Before the Budget, both gold 
exchange-traded funds (ETFs) 
and fund of funds (FoFs) were 
truced at slab rate. After the 
Budget, gold ETFs will become 
eligible for long-term capital 
gains (LTCG) tax at 12.5 percent 
after 12 months. Gold FoFs will 
become eligible for LTCG at 
12.5 per cent after 24 months. 
Short-term capital gains on 
both will be taxed at slab rate. 
While the taxation of both gold 
ETFs and FoFs has improved, 
gold ETFs have become more 
anractlve than gold FoFs as 
they will henceforth become 
eligible for LTCG after a shoner 
holding period.
