Soaring vegetable prices push
food inflation to 3-month high

New Delhi, October 14 PRICE PRESSURE

RETAIL FOOD INFLATION rose
sharplytoathree-month high of

8.7
9.24% in September,compared Apr 8.6 Jun
t0 5.66% in August as pricesof 2094 May

vegetables soared, and edible
oils entered the inflation zone.
The consumer food price
index (CFPI), rose by 1.17%
sequentially in September
compared to August. In Sep-
temberlastyear, the food infla-
tion rate was 6.62%.
Thejumpinfoodand bever-
ages inflation in September
compared toAugustwaslargely
led byvegetable inflation,which
surged to a 14-month high of

in the previous month.
Inflationin onionand potato
prices rose by 66% and 64.9%
respectively in September.
Tomato prices rose by 429 last
month onaccount of base effect.
Tomato prices declined sharply
by 47% in August because high
prices prevailed ayear ago.
According totheagriculture
ministry, output of potato and

onioninthe 2023-24 cropyear
(July-June)is projected at 56.76
million tonne (MT) and 21.23
MT,adecrease of 6% and 20%
respectively. Deflationin edible
oilswhich had continued for the
one year till August, 2024
turned the cornerwith inflation
of 2.47%in cooking oils pricein
September due to a hike in

OPEC cuts
global oll
demand
growth
view again

London, October 14

OPEC ON MONDAY cut its
forecast for global oil demand
growthin 2024 reflecting data
received so far this year and
also lowered its projection for
next year, marking the pro-
ducer group’s third consecu-
tive downward revision.

The weaker outlook high-
lights the dilemma faced by
OPEC+, which comprises the
Organization of the Petroleum
Exporting Countries (OPEC)
and allies such as Russia,which
isplanning to startraising out-
put in December after earlier
delaying the hike against a
backdrop of falling prices.

On Monday, OPEC said
world oil demand will rise by
1.93 million barrels per day
(bpd) in 2024, down from
growth of 2.03 million bpd it
expected last month. Until
August, OPEC had kept the
forecast unchanged since it
was first made in July 2023.

China accounted for the
bulk of the 2024 downgrade.
OPEC trimmed its Chinese
growth forecast to 580,000
bpd from 650,000 bpd. While
government stimulus mea-
sures will support fourth-
quarter demand, oil use is fac-
ing headwinds from economic
challenges and moves towards
cleaner fuels, OPEC said.

“Diesel consumption con-
tinued tobe subdued by slowing
economic activity, mostly a
slowdowninbuildingand hous-
ing construction, and the sub-
stitution of liquefied natural gas
for petroleum diesel fuel in
heavy-dutytrucks,”OPECsaid in
reference toAugust. -REUTERS

Sebi unveils framework
to monitor shareholding
in mkt infra institutions

New Delhi, October 14

MARKETS REGULATOR SEBI
on Monday introduced a
framework to monitor share-
holding limits, public share-
holding requirements and the
"fit & proper" criteria for mar-
ket infrastructure institutions
(MIIs), which include stock
exchanges, clearing corpora-
tions and depositories.

This framework applies to
both listed and unlisted MIIs,
requiring them to disclose
their shareholding patterns
quarterly on their websites as
per Sebi's listing obligations
(LODR) norms, the regulator
said in a circular.

Each MII must appoint a
non-associated designated
depository (DD) to monitor
compliancewith shareholding
limits. For depositories, the
other depository will act as
their DD.

The DD will monitor
breaches of the threshold limit
of 5% or 15% as applicable
under SECC regulations 2018
and D&P Regulations 2018,

This framework applies to
both listed and unlisted
Mlls, requiring them to
disclose their shareholding
patterns quarterly on their
websites, Sebi said

respectively, and take neces-
sary actions.

Additionally, "the DD shall
monitor and inform the MII
and stock exchange on which
its shares are listed (in case of
listed MII), as and when
threshold limit of combined
holding of 49% of all persons'
resident outside India (directly

or indirectly, either individu-
ally or together with persons
acting in concert) in the paid-
up equity share capital of an
MII is breached and take con-
sequential actions".

Sebi asked the stock
exchanges to ensure that trad-
ing members, their associates,
and agents do not collectively
hold more than 49% equity.
Holdings exceeding 45%
require prior approval for fur-
ther purchases.

Also, Sebi directed clearing
corporations to maintain at
least 51% ownership by the
stock exchanges, with no
exchangeholding over 15%in
multiple CCs.

All shareholders with 2%
or more equity must meet the
fit & proper criteria,with MIIs
notifying shareholders and
reporting non-compliance to
Sebi quarterly. In case of
breaches, the DD will freeze
excess shares, disable voting
rights,and transfer dividends
from excess holdings to
investor protection funds
(IPF) or settlement guarantee
funds (SGF).

Board of India’s (Sebi) whole
time member Ananth Narayan
G on Monday said Indian equi-
ties have consistently delivered
handsome returns over the last
fewyears.

Terming the Indian markets
’for delivering
higher returns for lower risks,
Narayanalsoflaggedafewareas
of caution for investors and
asked them to be conscious of
therisks.

Speaking at an event at the
National Stock Exchange,
Narayan said FY24 was a
remarkable year, with the
benchmark indices returning
28% and the volatility being
just 10%.

He said it will not be the
same going forward and
investors should not assume it
to be a one-way street, as such
handsome returns can lead to

complacency.

“Therehastobealight push
on the accelerator to get more
investors to provide risk capital
for the economic growth. But,
wealsoneed tobe aware of risks
and use the brakes if need be,”
Narayan said, highlighting the
importance of educating
investors.

He said Indian equities have
outperformed China over the
last five years, with India deliv-

ering consistent returns of 15%
while China has been zero or
even negative in the same time
period.

“There's been a lot of talks
about China markets over the
last few days. But, over the last
fiveyears,while Indian markets
have consistently given around
15% compounded annual
growth rate, Chinese markets
were nowhere close to that. It's
almost zero,” Narayan said. “In
fact,in some cases, like in Hong
Kong,it's actually negative.”

Piyush Chourasia, NSE’s
chiefregulatory officer,said the
stock exchange has been help-
ingtheregulatorto talktosocial
media platformsdirectly totake
down messages regarding stock
timesand unregistered advices.

“Sebi is talking proactively
with the governmentand social
media agencies on how we can
stop these messages frombeing
published, rather than finding
them out and taking them
down,” Chourasia said.
